Seligman, President of the Glov
ersville Leather Manufacturing Com-
pany, and his wife, Mary, died at
their home here today in a suicide
agreement, no reason for which can
be advanced by even the closest
friends of the family. Mr. Seligman
came home from work about 10

complaining of a severe head-

ache and a little while later his wife
went into his room to see .whether
the could do anything for him.

About two hours later Mrs. Harriet
Maxwell, Mrs. Seligman's mother,
heard two revolver shots. She rush
ed into her room and
found him breathing his last. Mrs
Seligman was lying beside him with
i bullet wound in her temple. Selig
man was still clutching a
revolver. Mrs. Seligman was attired
in an evening gown and Seligman
was in his shirtsleeves.

Coroner Palmer, who was called
said it was a case of murder and sui
citle. He gave out. the following note
found pinned to one of the pieces of
furniture:

This is the only way. Please bury
us together. The baby is to receive
all we have, including the stock. Let
mother Seligman have little Mary. If
she does not want her give her to
mother Maxwell. Good-by- e and for- -

Rivo. Jesse Seligman.
Mr .and Mrs. Seligman had just, re

turned from New York and had plan
ned to give a party today for their
daughter Mary, three years old. The
little girl was in a nearby room when
the tragedy occurred, playing with
some toys and helping Mrs. Maxwell
tie up some bags of candy that were
to be given to some of her little
guests nt the party.

The Seligtuans were prominent in
social circles here and seemed very
much attached to each other. Mr
Seligmann's Cnn is understood to be
doing a good business.

President Wilson Spent Forenoon of

Wedding Day in Preparation of
New Note to Austria.

Washington,: Dec. 18. The second
note to Austria on the Ancona matter
will be dispatched to Vienna this af-

ternoon. . )

It will be brief, sharp and will yield
nothing according to apparently re-

liable report here today.
Secretary Lansing has been with

President Wilson for two hours today
in preparation of the note. The presi-
dent was anxious to get the matter
off his hands before his wedding this
evening.

The new note, it is believed, will
give Austria no loophole to dodge
the issue of complete' disavowal or a
rupture of diplomatic, relations.

London, Dee. 17. The Serbians
succeeded in making thousands of
prisoners during their retreat before
the drive.
and 40,000 men who were captured by
them, together with 750 Bulgarian,
German and AustnvHungarian offic-
ers taken prisoners, have reached
Marseilles on their way to a concen
tration camp, a despatch from Paris
stateE.

Further particulars regarding this
Italian force sent to Albania with the
presumed purpose of the
Balkan operations of the Entente al
lies states that the number of men
already landed i3 30,000. The send-
ing of these troops is regarded as pre-- .
saging operations on a large scale, ac-
cording to a Milan despatch! ";

Of the large force Of Greeks that
was stationed at Saloniki only one
regiment of artillery and one or en-
gineers remain, Athens advices state.
Greek army headquarters are now at
Kozhani, fifty-liv- e miles southeast of
Monastir.

The- - Cettinje war office admits a
further retreat by the Montenegrin
troops in the Sanjak . region', where
they have been resisting the Austrian
advance.

Further operations of submarines
in the Mediterranean are Indicated by
the announcement from London of
the sinking of the Italian steamer
Porto Said of 5,167, which was last
reported in Mediterranean waters.

CANADA BARS HAY EXPORTS

Curbs Rush to This Country to Save
Supply for the Allies.

Ottawa, Ontario, Dec. 10. An Or
der in Council has been issued, pro
hibiting the export of Canadian hay
except to Great Britain and allied
countries. There had been a great
rush of hay to the United States this
year, and the authorities deemed It
necessary to stop this to assure an
adequate supply for the Allies' war
needs.

WILSON NAMED IN MICHIGAN

Enough Petitions Filed to Make Him
the Democratic Candidate

Lansing, Mich., 'Dec. 10 President
Wilson's name will be placed on the
Michigan presidential primary ballot
as democratic candidate for presi-
dent.

The Secretary of State nnnounced
today that enough petitions had been
filed to make certain such action.

CHURCHILL ALMOST HIT

Shell Strikes Dugout Occupied by
Former Cabinet Minister.

London, Dec. 10. Winston Spencer
Churchill ,who resigned as Chancellor
of the Duchy of Lancaster to join his
regiment at the front, had a narrow
"scape a few days ago, according to
wounded men who have arrived at
home.

These men say that Mr. Churchill's
dugout was hit by a German shell.
