ANCIENT ANESTHETICS.

Nepenthe and Other Agents Were Used
by Old Time Surgeons.

Those who lmnsgine that surgical
knowledge begun with later genera-
tions and that the discovery of chilorn-
form revolutionized the =clence should

read an artlele publisbed by Dr. J. de

Fenton in the |onth Afrlean Journal
of Science.

Varlous apesthetizing medin and
methods were well known both in an-
tiquity snd daring the middle ages.
Homer mentions the anesthetic effects
of mepenthe; Herodotus states that the
Scvthians obtained similar eMects from
the wapors of hemp, proddeedl Ly
throwing hemp seed on hot stones, A
Chinese physician of the third century,
B. (., gave hig patients a preparation
of hemp to make them fnsensible dur-
fng surgical operations.

The most lmportant anesthetic of an-
clent and medieval times was, how-
ever, wine of mandragora, the uge of
which is mentloned by a great nnmber
of early wrlters and is referred to by
Shakespeare. More recently, In the
year 1700, the German surgeon, Welss,
better known as Albinos, amputated
the foot of Augustus 111, kiog of I'o-
land, while under the influence of man-
dragora.

How the Peanut Plant Protects Its
Fruit From De=truction.

Hoere's a plaut mother that buries
her children to protect them. While
thie chdldren of other plants are being
Kidnaped by anlmals and DLirds, these
voungsters nre carefully hidden away
beneath the ground so they can grow
in safety, Baot man won't permit the
moilier to keep her children long.

Its blossoms are a dalnty yel-
low, shaped like those of the sweet
ped.  When they wither and fall off
the mother plant begins to worry abouat
her seed chiidren, for if the birds and
animals kidnap them Lefore they ripen
they won't have a chance to grow and
produce more plants next year
