to cool herself. The average na-

tive Woman lOOkl frail ami listless, but
there is no suspicion of iisi l&aSMM

oboot bet process of water cooling,
she tills a naif gallon earthenware jai
about nvo-ihird- s lull. The jar is made
of Uiked ' lav and, not being glazed, is
partially porous, so that It soon be-

comes inolsl on the outside.
By means of two leathern Etrapt

firmly attached to the neck of the jar,
the woman causes the same to rotate
swiftly In the air. The luoutli is wide
open, but centrifugal action keeps the
water from living out. The endurance
exhibited by the native women is mar
velous.
