perishable goods.

j Ilis next step was to build n store
nearby, with 1111 underground pipe con-

necting the well with a room in the
basement of the store. Here he planned
to keep perishable merchandise. The
pipe led up into the store, also. It was
provided w ith a damper so that It could
be opened or shut In order to regulate

j the temperature of the room. In this
j way electric current for operating fans
; in hot weather was saved.

At the opening In the pipe the force
j of nlr current Is sufficient t sweep a

man's hat from his head. 'No satlsfac-- :
tory explanation of the current has
been found. Iti winter the air is wnnn-- j
er than the outside atmosphere find

Bookkeeping.
It comes as a surprise, very often,

to find how far back In the centuries
some of the ordinary things of every-
day life cast their roots. It may not
be generally realized that doiildi'-en-tr- y

bookkeeping, for Instance, adopt-
ed In most large businesses of the
modem world, originated, or If it did
not originate, was practiced, among
the mercantile communities of Italy in
the fifteenth century. An early ex-

ponent of the method whs a Minorite
monk named Lucu He lhirgo, other-
wise Tacllol. who wrote and published
a treatise on the subject In Venice la
the year 1104. three years before Se-

bastian Cabot landed In America. The
system survives as Pe llurgo es-

tablished It, with the exception of the
few alterations necessitated by four
centuries of commercial evolution.
Still Mr. Kvnns or some one else tells
strange stories of bookkeeping by dou-

ble entry In the palrce accounts of
Knossus. twelve centuries before the
Christian era. Christian Science
