AND NOW FINLAND ABOLISHES ALL LIQUOR.

Drastic Prohlibition Results From Women Votlng--“"Sentiment’” Rulea--
It Is Belleved the Czar Wil Veto the Measure.

London.—Finland furnished this week a striking example of the effects
of universal suffrage combloed with virtual control by Soclalist theorles.
Its Legisiatura consists of a single chamber of 200 members. Fifty-six per
cent. of the volers at the last elcction in the towns and fifty per cent. in the
rural districts were women. Nineteen women were elected members of the
chamber. The Social Democratic party elected elghty members, and it has
other symuathizers.

It has just passed a drastic nct for the total p:‘ohibitiﬂn of spirits, wine,
beer and alcohol, which may be kept only for medical *znd technical pur-
poses and for the use of Russien trcops. Even the use of wine for the
communion servica Is forbldden. No one mey keep alcoholle drinks in his
house unless he can prove that they were in his possession before the act
was passed. The police have fuil rixhts of search and the penalties vary
from $20 fine to penal servitude for tnres years, There Is no provision for
loss of capital in brewerles, distillerles or private houses.

The Baroness Gripenberg, one of the best known women members, sald
that in dealing with a question of this vital sccial importanca it was quite
time “to leave reason aside and let sentiment prevail.” This moved the
Timesa to remavk:

“There we have the true inwardness revesled of the Social Democratic
revolution naked and unashamed. The earlier revolutions were content to
inaugurate the ‘Age of Reason,” and we know what that meant. It was
reserved for the Social Democvatic revolution io inaugurate the ‘Age of
Sentiment,” ani we Lave yet to learn all that that means. At any rate it
means, e0 far as it has gone in its chesen home ol the Grand Duchy of
Finland, one heavy blow at the principles of liberty."”
