Justice Crutchfleld was horn in
Richmond September 20. 184 4. He
r« « elved his early education under T»a-
vid Turner and entered upon his busi-
naut «Brear as deputy clerk and weiirh-

y master of the Seiend Market. He was
appointed justice of the peace for
Monroe War<l by Judge A. 13. Guipon
In 1870 and for live consecutive terms
he was re-electe«l.

In 1ST2 he was made senior Police
Justice, which office he held until
July 1. 1880. declining at that tim. OB
account of ill health. At the end of
a year of recuperation he accept« ¦!
a position with the Chesapeake and
Ohio Railway Company.
On July 1, 1888. he * ted Po¬

lice Justice and has since been re-
elected without opposition..
He is a remarkable man. with a

keen perception, an iron will and a
heart as soft as a woman's His fame
«»overs the country from end to end.

Prior to the opening of court and
following its adjournment today Jus¬
tice Crutchfleld was kept busy re¬
ceiving the congratulations of his
many friends, both in person, by letter
Kby telephone.

CANT TA WATER WORKS IS
NEWPORT SEWS.

NEWPORT NEWS, VA. Special..
Justice Brown, in the Police Court
Wednesday morning, announced his de-
clson In tie case of the local light and
-water companies. charged several
weeks ago with doing business with¬
out a license. The court held that
public service corporations are ex¬
empt from municipal lictnse taxes
under an act approved February 26.
1910, and dismissed the case«. The

% being claimed by them that in lieu

** cl c,«ty accuse tax they are to pay 1
per centum of gross receipts to the
State for privileges of exercising their
francrises in the State. The opinion
of the court was a surprise, as even
attorney's for defendant corporations
expected the teases would go against
them.

PITTSBURG, PA., Special.Dr. J.
K. Irwin, an expert canoeist of Pitts-
burg, who weighs 310 ponds, owes his
life to Miss Peggy Fuller, of Paw-
tucket, R. I., an all-round athleti«
girl, about twenty years old, diminu¬
tive in size.

Miss Fuller and Dr. Irwin launch¬
ed a canoe to take a jaunt on the Al¬
legheny River Wednesday, when craft
was accidentally upset and both Miss
Fuller and Dr. Irwin were precipi¬
tated into the water. Miss Fuller
was seated in the front of the canoe,
and Dr. Irwin was about to place his
foot In the craft to take his seat in
the rear, when instead he accident¬
ally placed it on the gunwale and his
weight capsized the canoe. Miss
Fuller and Irwin were thrown Into
the water.

Miss Puller discovered that the
physician was unable to swim. He
was struggling in the water, calling
for assistance. Miss Fuller being an
expert swimmer, pushed the sub¬
merged canoe toward Dr. Irwin.

Dr. Irwin grabbed the half-sunken
eraft, and held on until assistance ar¬
rived.

steel derrick, whose mainmast stood.ighty feet high and whose boom watforty-five feet long. It weighed monthan eight tons, and when it toppledfrom some unknown cause, from Iti
¦'>n««rete base into the cut Just be¬yond the new Grand Central Terminalthe crash was heard for blocksaround.
Hundreds of persons gathered, and

a policeman on post nearby sent in acall for the reserves at the East Fifty-first Street Station. He also called an
ambulance from Flower Hospital and
told the authorities there that theyhad better hold others In readiness,for he was sure there had been a dis¬
aster.
Foremen for Terry & Tench, the

contractors on the work, agreed that
it was the luckiest kind of a chancethere was not a disaster. The main¬
mast of the derrick fell directly
across the roofbeams of the track
structure, while the boom fell
through to the tracks themselves,blocking four of them. Less than five
minutes before a crowded accommo¬
dation train had gone out over one of
those tracks. If the boom had hit It
it would have cut through even a steel
car like a knife, the structural work¬
ers said.

ROOSEVELT AND TAFT
HOLD CONFERENCE

Former President Stands Before
State With Successor's Stamp
of Approval as to Direct Pri¬
mary.Must Know People
Want Him Second Term.

NEW YORK, Special.The con¬
ference between President Taft and
former President Theodore Roosevelt
at New Haven has left the national
política] situation practically un¬
changed.
Summed up today by political ex¬

perts in this wise, the net result of
the conference is:

Colonel KooHevelt stands before the
State with the ta«-it affirmation «>f
President Taft upon the principleswhich the progressives advance, the
principal feature of which is the Cobb
direct primary bill.

In return President Taft has the
assurance that, while the Saratoga
convention will endorse his adminis¬
tration, no delegates will be pledgedto support him in 1912.

Not Hopelessly Estranged.
While both of the conditions had

generally been understood as obtain¬
ing, today they stand out bearing the
official brand, and stories that Taft
and Roosevelt were hopelessly es¬
tranged are officially branded as go¬ing beyond the real facts.

President Taft yesterday reiterated
the stand which he has always taken:
"That he will not meddle in State
affairs that deal with factions, al¬
though he stands ready to give all the
aid, in conformity with his high po¬sition, to the choices of the party.The two factions of the Republican
party In New York State had different
versions of the presidential conference
and effect today. The progressives
were jubilant and acclaimed the re¬
sult of the meeting aa an endorsement
by President Taft of the principles

which Colonel "Ro.osevelt and. hi« XoL-
lowers have been and aré now urg¬ing «n this State. On the other hand.
the old guard leaders were apparentlyjust as elated, acclaiming that Colo¬
nel Rooaevelt'a hurried trip to MHaven was the result of his own polit¬ical weakness.

..Spectacular Method«*."
Spokesmen for rne Barnes-Wood-

ruff-Wadsworth triumvirate declarethat Roosevelt ha«l displayed his fearsand that the conference ited
to win over delegates by "characteris¬
tically spectacular methods" upon the
«.\o of the convention. The leaders of
the progressives made It evident today,according to their «¡eclarations. that
President Taft sh«»\ve«l himself as lined
up with the n«\v element In the Re¬
publican party and sincerely opposedto Republican machine rule.
Through the chaos of claims and

counter claims that poured in a steaily
stream today it seemed more apparent
than ever that PrssMsat Taft will
not allow his name to go before the
people in connection with the next
presidential nomination until he Is
comptetely satisfied In his own mind
that the people want l)im. He wants
no endorsements by State conventions
at this tinte. His view of the matter
is that the determining factSY In the
choice of the party's national standar«!
bearer should be the sentiment of the
rank and Hie of the parjy as expressed
by their delegates in the national con¬
vention.

GOT MONEY UNDER
FALSE PRETENSES

R I c m o n d, Va., S p e c 1 a 1..
A. Jeffries, colored, was charged

in the Police Court Thursday with
obtaining money under false pretenses
and by other fraudulent means. In
order that Detective Sergeants J. I...
Wiltshire and T. J. Wren, who are at
work on the case, might be able to
secure additional evidence, the hear¬
ing went over until Friday.

Jeffries, it appears, represented
himself as secretary of the Sixth
Mount Zion Society, which organiza¬
tion, according to the detectives, is not
In existence, nor was it ever in exist¬
ence, as far as can be learned.

According to his victims.and they
are numbered by the score.Jeffries
told' them that John Mitchell was
president of the society. Mitchell is
one of the biggest negroes in this city,
and anything that he is at the head of
is considered O. K.

Jeffries' modus operand! was to call
on Sgod widows and other indigents.
tolling them that th«- society had un¬
dertaken the work <»f Overhauling and
repairing their homes.in many in-
stances dilapidated structures.for a
sum sufficient to cover the actual cost,
charging nothing for the labor.
He would secure, in some instances,

all they possessed an«! would never be
heard of again. It is said that the
llOgro has been living In luxury from
the proceeds of his scheme.

PLANTERS THREATEN TO
HOLD STATE RESPONSIBLE

Ricniond, Va., Special..
¦.September 15, 11» 10.

"To the Commonwealth of Virginia.
His Excellency. William Hodgi s

Mann. Governor, Richmond, and
Hon. W. McDonald Lee, Commis¬
sioner of Ff»heriis, Irvington:

"The undersigned oyster planters,
who have complied with the require¬
ments of law. authorizing them to
hold and occupy their respective as¬

signments of oyster-planting ground
in James River, hereby respectfully
but urgently represent to the Com¬
monwealth «if Virginia and its agents
the necessity for immediate action to
prot« <t us in the undisturbed use sad
occupancy ot the planting grounds
iluly assign«««! and guaranteed to us

respectively, under and pursuant to
the laws Of the State.
"We have recently suffered, and

«¦«intinue at prosent to suffer. h«a\>
losses as a result «if the State's fail¬
ure to protect our boundary stakes
lawfully placed for the purpose of
marking and designating our rsspoo
tive aaslllillieilla It is a matter of
common knowletlge that within the
past fem weeks many of our stakes
have been unlawfully injur«««!. i
moved and displaced by persons
known to the agents of the Common-
arsslth; but such known trsspaason
and violators of the law have n«»t
been prosecuted, nor has any step
been taken to have this done by the
representatives of the State, whose
duty and power it is so to do; that
the resultant lack of confidence and
doubt as to what action, if any, will
be taken by the State to observe and
perform its part of the contracts frith
us, renders it impracticable and im¬
possible for us to utilize our planting
grounds lor the purposes for which
they have been assigne«! to and ac¬
cepted by us; that under existing cir¬
cumstances, which are or should be
known to the Commonwealth and its
agents.while numerous persons have
been, and are, openly and notorious¬
ly threatening to remove by force all
of the stakes lawfully placed for
marking and designating our plant¬
ing grounds in James River.for us
to undertake to exercise our lawful
rights, guaranteed to us by the State
under its contract, upon such grounds
so assigned, will only result in pro¬
voking numerous breaches of the
peace, and probable bloodshed and
loss of lives.
"We are, therefore, so situated and

the conditions in and around James
River are such that we are powerless
to protect our oyster properties prop¬
erly, to make further investments for
the development thereof, or to secure
the profits therefrom to which we are
lawfully entitled under our contracts
with the Commonwealth.

"This is. therefore, to notify the
Commonwealth and its agents of the
foregoing facts, to the end that it
maintain the obligations incumbent
upon it under its contracts of lease
and assignment held by us, respec¬
tively, and to notify the State and Its
agents that we shall look to It and
them for indemnity for all loss and
damage heretofore and hereafter sus¬
tained by us, or by any of us, result¬
ing from its or their failure to ob¬
serve, perform, maintain and make
good that portion of said contracts
assumed by it to be done, kept, ob¬
served and perform for our benefit
and protection.

Wars and rumors of wars may tillthe air f«»llowlng the adjustment ofthe troubles of the oystermen In Tide¬

water Virginia, but there has been
no serious trouble so far as Governor
Mann has heard.
The alarm following tho suggestionthat the military was on the eve of

being called out and that the bigplanters had maile demand on the
ernor for protection against the

incursions of the tongers was all news
to Governor Mann t«»day. He said that
h«. had heard nothing of the request
or threat to employ the military and
that no call had been made on him
by the planters for protection.
The Governor admitted that he had

h«iird reports, but that was as far as
his Information of serious trouble
went. He said that he had been in-
formed that Commissioner Lee had
reached the scene early today, that
he regarded Mr. Lee as an extremelycool and careful man. and he belteved
that the reports of comlitions down
there had been greatly exaggerated.

So, If there is demand that the sol¬
diers be sent down that way to en¬
force the laws or the planters are
determined to hold the State respon¬
sible for invasions of their rights and
privileges it is still to reach the Gov¬
ernor.

\\ III Knfmre (he Laws.
The Governor said that Mr. Lee was

on the scene, and that the charges of
the tongers that the planters had
moved their stakes so as to include
the natural rocks would be investi¬
gated. If It shall be found, said the
Governor, that the stakes have been
moved, then the parties who have done
this or who are beneficiaries of the
enlargement of their boundaries will
be mude to move the stakes and to
pay all the costs Incident to removingthe stakes and placing them along the
lines which were defined when the oys¬
ter bottoms were taken up.
On the other hand, If the rights of

the planters have been disregarded and
the tongers are Infringing on what has
been paid for by the planters, the tong¬
ers will be forced to get out of the
way and to cease operations on the
property which has been assigned.
Governor Mann is extremely hope¬

ful that the matter will be adjusted
without any trouble. There is today
B .***"¥*¦»Off on the grounds to see if
the lines of stakes have been removed,
and if so the tongers will be forthwith
given the right to proceed to tong
for oysters, and the stakes will not be
allowed to be replace«! if it shall be
t«>untl that they were set to include
the natural rocks.

CONTROVERSY OVER
ELECTION UNSETTLED

But the Maynard People Want
Norfolk City and County Books,
While Young People Are No

Less Eager for the Ports¬
mouth Books.

NORFOLK, VA., Special..With
ballot boxes, poll books and other-
election paraphernalia piled up in the
parlor of the Monticello Hotel, the
subcommittee of the primary slection
investigating committee stood guaní
Tuesday over this inner history of the
recent primary slection in the Second
District of Virginia, while alleged
miscarriages of justice in the conduct
of the primary were being searched
f«»r by representatives of Mr. Ma>nard, Mr. Young and the citizens of
Norfolk, a large number of local peo¬ple being gathered around watchingthe proceedings.
The subcommittee in charge of the

examination of the books and ballots
are Major Mclntyre. ex-Lieutenant
Governor Echols and Mr. Ailworth,the other members of the investigat-
ing committee having gone to their
respective homes till next Tuesday,when the real probing of the primaryis to begin.
The first of the primary books, bal¬

lots, etc., to be delivered by the com¬
mittee were those from Norfolk city,Norfolk county, Suffolk and Nanse-
mond county. Those in which Mr.
Maynard was most interested, Nor¬
folk city and Norfolk county were
turned over to his counsel, who at
once proceeded to copy the poll books
of the Second Precinct of the Second
Ward of Norfolk city, where Mr. May¬nard is expecting to show the largestirregularities sufficient, he claims, to
prove that he was nominated for
Congress over Mr. Young, who holds
the certificate of nomination.
The subcommittee of investiga¬tors permitted nothing to be

examined out of their presence, even
ret-ulring that the seal of but one
precinct be broken at the time, every¬thing else remaining sealed. In the
meanwhile Mr. Young and his friends
were sitting around the parlor duringthe morning waiting anxiously for the
coming of the Portsmouth books and
ballots, on which they are dependinglargely to show that the returns for
Mr. Maynard were not a correct tran¬
script of the VOtS in the district as
cast. They had been promised this
morning, it was said, but had not
shown up at noon and were then
promised to be delivered by 2 o'clock
this afternoon. The friends of Mr.
Maynard were claiming that it was
due to Mr. Young's friends in Ports¬
mouth, who were delaying the deliv¬
ery of the books from Portsmouth.
The eagerness of the Maynard people

today to get at the poll books of the
Second Ward of Norfolk and of Nor¬
folk county is very* great, as upon th«.
revelations which they expect from
those sources practically rests their
protest against the action of the Dis¬
trict Committee in having awarded
the certificate of nomination to Mr.
Young.
The public interest as to the result

of the examination of those particu¬
lar hooks is intense, owing to the
fact that It was the holding back of
the returns In the former on the even¬
ing of the election that first caused
suspicion to rest on the primary, ami
for the reason that it was on account
of the allegation of irregularity and
fraud in that ward of Norfolk, and
at Hall's corner, In Norfolk county,the present inquiry was demanded.
The public interest in the books re¬
ferred to is also intensified by the
fact that it is upon the result of the
examination of them that Mr. May¬nard has Indicated he will base fur¬
ther specific charges which he told
the committee could not be formu¬
lated till the primary books had been
examined by his side.

Want Portsmouth Books.
The Young people evinced today no

less eagerness to get at the poll booksIn Portsmouth, Mr. Maynard'a home

[city, which gave Mr. Maynard. It latended, aa abnormal «majority.I While Mr. Young's aide has aaked for
the books of every precinct In the
district It la believed that they are de-
pending very largely upon the result
of the examination of th« Portsmouth
books for their counter charges of
wrong practtcee In the primary. They
aav, however, that*they will make
an equally thorough examination of
the books in other parta of the dis¬
trict.
No little lntereat also centers In the

charge that has been made that the
Barksdale pure election law was vio¬
lated In the primary. Thia is under-
mood to mean that money was im¬
properly used In the election.

Mr. Bilisoly, of the citizens' counsel.
referred yesterday at the Investiga¬
tion meeting very pointedly to the sus-' piclon that Is felt as to the violation
of the Barksdale law. and it is ex¬
pected that he and his associates will
bring out all that is possible aa to this
phase of the inquiry.
This end of the matter doesn't seem

to be emphasised in either of the
other two Investigation camps, they
being bent apparently on snowing ir-
leguaarltlee and fraud within the polls
on election day.

MAKING INSPECTION
OF PUBLIC LAUNDRIES

R i c m o n d. Va, Specia 1..
In accordance with the law passedby the last Legislature requiring sani¬

tary regulations in all laundries. Dr.E. C. Levy, Chief Health Officer, is
having all such establishments ex¬amined by sanitary inspectors. The
work, however, will not be completedin less than two weeks.

It is expected that the steam laun¬dries will meet most of the require¬
ments. Such an optimistic view how¬
ever is not taken of the Chinese laun¬dries. There are nine of these inthe city.
The law provldet among otherthings that no person suffering with

an infectious or contagious diseaseshall be employed in a public laun¬dry or washhouse. No persons willbe allowed to sleep in a laundry orIn a room adjoining it. The statutealso requires that the room whereclothes are washed or dried must be
properly ventilated and drained, and \shall be used for no other purpose.The floors of all laundries shall bemade of cement. If required by theregulations of the Board of Health.
