Th«- canvas, which is about four bytin »-». f. el In «tas, is now at Franck'«
atore, «rh«r« it is being cleansd. Lou laFranck, an expert in this delicate
work, is renovating the canvas.that
is, when he is not dancing before the
picture in a state of ecstacy at the
beauty of the brush child.
And apropos of Mr. Franck'a ©f-

forts?, it may be stated that the babe,like all unwatchsd cr neglected flesh
and blood Infants, «ras v«ry dirtyWhen Mrs. Williams found the can¬
vas. I'.ut the deli« ate tints and har¬
mony of colors Quickly caught h«-r
eye and she considered $8 a BOWS lor
the painting.

Mr. Franck has wrought wonders
with the portrait. He hSBB no oh«;mi-
»als. but simply his sturdy thumb,which has already traversât! half the I
canvas and developed the most deli¬
cate of tones.
The picture has a background of

old red shading into dark brown, and
is s»>mew hat suggestive of the Sir
Joshua K«-ynolds style, without that
English artist's tendency to overem-
belllsh backgrounds. The babe, which
looks like, a "sure-enough," and not
the cherub or the amor of the ideal¬
ist, is rtpr.-sonted as tearing a rose
to pieces. Above its head Is a bunch
of richly colored flowers. Unpreten¬
tious simplicity of style marks the
painting, but it Is a thing calculated
to appeal to any one who loves chil¬
dren.
The Infant, whose merry eyes look

out from the canvas, was a real, Joyous
cooing child sixty-one years ago. Of
that there Is little or no doubt. But
Its name has yet to be revealed. Who
knows? Perhaps Sully's subject him¬
self or herself.the portrait looks
more like that of a girl baby.will
appear and Identify it.
On the back of the canvas ia the

date 1S51 and also the painter's
initials T. B., wrought in monogram
style. The crude canvas Itself bears
the stamp of a London house, and it
ought not to be a difficult matter to
identify the portrait. Sculptor E. V.
Valentine and others will make an
effort to do this.

In years agone there have been
newspaper controversies about Thos.
Sully, whose history does not appear
well known hereabouts. He was
spoken of in Virginia as the "elder
Sully" to distinguish him from a
painter nephew. Sully, according to
the best information, was born in
Charleston, S. C, but spent many years |in Philadelphia. H« painted his fa- |
mous portrait of Patrick Henry from i
a miniature done by an artist who
caught Henry's fe.'itures while th«

r was figuring here in the famous
British dsbt case.

Patrick il«-nry died In 1799, nnd
Sully appears to have been born justabout that time. He painted the
Henry portrait to furnish an engraved
frontispiece for William Wirts bio¬
graphy of the great patriot which ap¬peared in 1817.
Th» Henry painting, as may be

Judged by the price it brought in Phil¬
adelphia, is a magnificent DleCS of art
work, but it do«3s not clutch at one's
heart strings like the rosy babe on the
canvas now owned by Mrs. Williams.
That babe is lovely enough to make
anyone want it.

paving of Broad Street westwardlyfrom Tenth Street; $18.000 for com¬

«rest of Harrison; $5.000 for memorial
gatSS at Bryan Park, and $200,000 for
streets generally.

Provision i* made for a new auto¬
mobile patrol wagon and a new auto-
mt»l>ile ambulance; for another auto¬
mobile lire engine, and for three
motor cars for chiefs of the Fire «de¬
partment.

that the Item appropriating |47,SS1for the opening and widening of Roe«
n«*ath Road will encounter strong op¬
position. An effort will be made to
have this money applied to general
improvements in the way of smooth
paving. Particular objection is heard
In connection with the allowances of
the condemnation commissioners, and
especially in the case of W. S. Forbea'
large tract of realty.
The commissioners, in the opinion

of many, have given full valuations
without allowing the city anything f«>r
the enhancement of values by reason
of the Improvements to be made.
An effort will also be made to have

the words "smooth paving" Usted in
the Items for streets generally, which
may now be expended only for grad¬
ing, graveling, granite spall paving.
curbs and gutters. Objection is made
that all smooth paving should be from
a separate fund, and not at the ex¬
pense of the outlying districts, which
are struggling In impassable mud.

Auditor Warren'a statement submit¬
ted in connection with the budget
says that his estimate of the 1911
revenues proved too conservative. He
put the -total at $3.009.925, whereas,
the receipts, exclusive of bond sales,
actually reached $3.185,810.92. Au¬
ditor Warren estimates that Rich¬
mond's 1912 income will be $3,350,-
381.93. And this, by the way, is the
exact amount which the Finance
Committee calls for in the budget»

Special Accountant George 8. Cren-
shaw submitted in connection with
the appropriation bill a tabulation
showing the total expenditures for last
year. It appears elsewhere In these
columns.
Chairman H. R. Pollard. Jr.. of the

Finance Committee, last night called
attention to the heavy financial bur¬
den now Imposed upon the city in the
«vay of interest on her debt and de¬
mands for her sinking fund. The total
for Interest and redemption items
amounta to $728,790.58.nearly one-
fourth of the aggregate sum asked by
the new budget. Mr. Pollard uses
these figures as his most potent argu¬
ment against further bond Issues at
this time except for revenue produc¬
ing assets.
Ry putting the office of City Collec¬

tor on a salary basis the city has re¬
duced the cost of tax collection from
$13,000 to $8.500.
The budget leaves the questions of

acquiring the Richmond dock and the
erection of the new Bellevue School
for future action, as these outlays will

to he financed by bonds.
It institutes an important innova¬

tion in the fire department payroll.
however, as it provides funds for mak¬
ing sixteen call men full station em¬
ployes, thus offering fully manned
companies at all hours in the con¬
gested sections, leaving the call system
to continue in the outlying section.
There are forty-eight call men in the
department, who have other employ¬
ment, are paid nominal salariée, and
