Imminent Such action would tie up
Bfty railroads east of the Mississippi
River and north of tho Ohio, shutting
iff food supplies and bringing famine
to the country's largest cities, if the
itruggie «wars ion« continued.
The railroads have been actively

preparing for a strike.
According to advices received hy

Warren s. Btone, of the Brotherhood
Df Locomotive Engineers, the rail¬
roads have sent agents among ths
pensioned engineers. Baking them to
report for duty forthwith and navs
ssed means to Influence the members
sf the brotherhood now <m duty.

Th«- engineers consider this action
a violation of the forty-elght«hour
armi;ati('«'. declared Sunday.
"Now we're through.*' said Chief

Pittman testified there was no spec¬
ified time for boat drills, but the Brit¬
ish Hoard of Trade regulations re¬
quired boat drills on leaving South¬
ampton, and that usually a boat drill
was held on leaving Queenstown.
