ago had a very sensible article in it,
relativo to Home Industry, and tho
encquragemont of such industry. We
herewith copy most all of tho article,
believing its sound viows will meet
with goncrul' approval. Tho News
says:

It is our sincere belief, that if all the
wealthy in and immediately around
Nashville, could bo induced to divest
themselves of only two besetting sins,
blind avarice and overweening vanity,
they could and would, by the encour-
agement of home industry, give an
iuipettn to our increase ol population,
and to the consequent increase id' val
ue in their own possessions, which all
the railroads in tho world cannot give,
without such lostcringcare of our own
industrial interests. Whim any great
job of mechanical work is to bo done,
Avarice steps lorwnrd and says, "It
can be done so much cheaper East!"
and Vanity says, "It will be no much
grander to bring it on!" and before a
calculation has been made, the rich
man has gum on, and returns with
his big job. The largo outlay of
money has gone to sustain thu me-
chanics and laborers of some other
city perhaps some of those satiio
misguided fanatics who strove to steal
his negro ns ho went on to 'tho Falls,
a few years since, llu returns brag-
ging about his gitt.'itj achievement.
Has driven the best bargain ever
heard of, and the work is the finest he
ever saw. J lie hrag goes out like
wildliro among the milkspoons of fash
ions, and 'on east" is tho place to get
your woric done, i crliaps in ti tew
weeks, or months at furthest, the great
mystery of "how in the world the man
could make any money on thu job,"
begins to be solved. J lungs begin to
crack and split, and break, and bend;
and the. rich bumpkin damns "tho ras-
cally Yankee." who manufactured bis
far-fam- cheap job, His damns do
not go out among the milkspoons of
fashion. When these smart gentry
are in high spirits, they brag aloud;
when they find themselves bit, they
"curse easy, to themselves."

But the vain and foolish habit ol
running oli'to otl.er cities to get work
done which can really be dono better
and cheaper by our own fellow-cit- i
zens, iiiiit ot carrying vast niuounls ol
money beyond our circulation, is as
suicidal to the very men who do it, as
it is detrimental to those they thus
deprive of the means of livelihood.

Nothing can, in fact, ever
make Nashville what these rich men
would like to see her, but the pros-
perity of manufacturing interests; and
our mauulacturiiig interests cannot
flourish, unless our people patronize
them.

Wo have among us most of Ihe
elements of a flourishing industry in-

fant manufacturing estahlisniiieutd,
under tho control of energetic, deserv-
ing men, who only want the liberal
encouragement ol those who have the
money and wish work done in their
several branches. Here aro skillful
manufacturers of steam-engine- s and
boilers, prepared thoroughly for the
outfit of almost any kind of steam
power except locomotives for rail
roads, and for the construction and
complete linish of all manner of iron
lixturcs for architectural purposes
such as columns, cornices, door and
window facing, stairways, fences,
galleries, etc., and for the moulding of
water-pipes- , .stoves, cauldrons, and
other urticles innumerable. Here we
have, too, a barge establish ment for
the construction of railroad cars, and
several linns employed in the manu-
facture of agricultural implements,
numerous workers in marble and
stone, cairiagc manufacturers, und
makers of saddles and harness, in
abundance; builder.1!, and manufactu-
rers of building material in fact, men
engaged in almost every branch of
industry, needful to the supply of those
who dwell in the city and those in the
country. But many of them are
slighted by the wealthy purchaser,
when he has a large contract to give.
With a false notion of economy, or an
impression thnt he can get his work
dono better elsewhere, ho wastes his
t i uiu ia a needless trip to somo other
city, and puts his money in circulation
where it can never return to him, in-

stead of giving employment to those
among us whose means tire spent here,
and whose wealth is an improvement
to his own property, And wu urc led
to believe, that in many cases of thi
kind, those who go from home to get
what they could procure in Nashville,
really lose in the isolated transaction

For example, take the item of stealn
engines. Ye are told that men will
approach our manufacturers with a
proposition lor an engine ol so many
horse power, with tho special require- -

he boasts as a cheap bargain;
but it i probably made of iron which
costs 3 to 5 ccntj, and gives him ten
limes more trouble and expense, after
a few months' wear and tear, than the
dilltTcnce would have amounted to.
Betides, if he nnd informed the manu

facturer here thnt he deoired, inferior
iron, he might havo had a better en- -'

gino niadu of the samo material, for
tho same money.

And wo aro informed by intelligent
observers of tho brilliant world, that
sometimes whon iron work is to bo
dono for public buildings even, a,
forty-parso- n power of expostulation,
with the most thorough course of ar
gtiinent to demonstrate that the very
fixtures des'iei) cun bo mado hero
even better that they can bo obtained
from abroad, is insufficient to check
the force of fashionable gravitation
towards other cities; that this gravita-t.n- g

force is so overpowering, that it
at once contracts tho fists of those who
hold tho big disbursements, and pre
cipitates them to Cincinnati, Pitts-
burgh, or elsewhere, fromCienco the
money can never enricu our little
metropolis; and that when tho work is
obtained, it is frequently supposed by
good judges to bo a very bad bargain

that the contractors have gone so
much farther than was necessary, only
to fare much worse than they would
have fated at home with tho same
money, while they havo deprived tho
community hero of many thousands,
which might havo been distributed
among our manufacturers, mechanics,
merchants, and farmers.

Now, theso managing rich men
havo more sense than is herein exhib-
ited, when they apply themselves to
the management of their own private
ull'airs. They understand how to save
even tho rain and snow which full
upon their house-tops- , by catching
them in pipes and conducting them
into cisterns during winter, for re-

freshing beverage in summer. But
when they have a great sluice of
money from tho public treasury put at
their command, which might, by going
into tho cistern of circulation here,
refresh all the various department!! of
homo industry, they conduct it into a
long pipe, and send it ov r to Cincin
nati, Pittsburg, or some, other place,
whoso people would not give us a
drop of water ti cool our tongues, if
wo were with the rich man who be-

sought that favor of Abraham. Why,
such men understand so well tho
necessity of turning every thing to
good account in tho little community
of their own household, that if they
have farms or gardens of their own
they will not allow tho liithicat offal to
he wasted, that may in any way con-

tribute to the fertilization of their cul-

tivated grounds. Yet when they havo
it ,ii. their power, as inciiibc7s of tho
great public household, to diffuse a
fertilizing influence through our whole
.system of trade, they throw it away
over somewhere among tho abolition- -

tats, to promote tho growth nnd vigor,
perhaps, of things rank and gross in
nature to help the very negro steal
era, maybe, who will one day coax off
their Sambo, and put htm to work ia
a foundry. "

The present (uecn of England does
not appear to disapprove of rigid
courtly ceremonies.

it to the royul family of France at
Eau, tho Queen of Belgium bad been
told that her Jajesty of England took
every morning at ten o'clock a glass
of iced water. Accordingly, on the
day after her arrival, a servant duly
made his appearance at the appointed
hour, bef.ring on a silver salver, a ca-

rafe and two glasses, which he ten-

dered to the sovereign, who declined
to refresh with a wave of tho hand.

graciusly accepted, tho fact being that
etiquette would not allow her Majesty
to pour out water herself when a ser-

The Queen may
not speak to tradesman; nnd Victoria
has been standing not a yard away
from one, addressing all her inquiries
to an equerry, who repeated them to
the tradesman, and again repeated to
her Majesty all his answers.
