Another point that may ho men-
tioned is thin, that after the clover
has been cut a year or two, tho roots
of the clover, when the land is not
flowed, will, without any addition of
other fertili.crn, furnish a vast amount
of manure, l'rnetieal agriculturists,
who have studied this matter, tell ns
Dial, iu sonic way, tho roots of the

lover draw valuable plant food
from the air and utilize it. The roots
also penetrate to a groat depth, and
I y pulverizing the soil, give the next
crop a better opportunity to receive
nourishment.

Mr. tieddes, a practical tanner in
New York rilnle, who has written
oeveral lengthy articles on this sub-

ject, holds that clover is 11:10 of the
best and most prolilable manures
that can ho obtained. Jicsidcs, it is
cheap, and no labor i required in
hauling or spreading it, as iu the
case ot stables and ni'l ilicial manures.

As a renovator of old anil partial-
ly worn out lands, clover is recog-
nized by all educated agriculturists
as of prime importance.

Wind ns 11 .Mot he Toner.

We make some claims to advance-
ment in farming, yet. in lilting our
soil for the seed we huve made no
great improvement over the means
ami modes used hy our ancestors cen
turies ago.

Steam lias helped Ihe farmer in
many ways, but has never yet conde-
scended to 1:01110 into the held and
exert there his unlimited strength
in drawing the plow and preparing
the soil to receive the seed.

We all know that we cannot, plow
deep enough, cannot pulverize as
thoroughly ns wo should with the
force wo now have.

(io to the lield that is iii the best
ondition possible ; and exaniino the

Hurfa;c minutely, and how far from
a perfect seed bed do we find it.

To pulverize that soil thoroughly
would require the application of force
not under the control of the ordinary
firmer.

Steam cannot be, or at least never
has been, applied successfully iu
farming operations iu this country.

Then why not use wind? Why
not utilize the immense force that is
almost every day sweeping over our
farms ; A force Dial is sutlicicut to
perform all farm labor in us thorough
n manner ns any farmer could desire,
and one that need not cost anything
but tho machinery for eqalizing it,
and giving it the proper direction.

Thcro can bo thousands of objec-
tions urged against utilizing the
power of our winds, but I believe they
can bo overcome.

Tho stables were furnished with
straw cutting and steaming apparatus
on unite an extensive scale; every
thing indicated a high degree of or
der and economy,

The nalivo Hungarian cattle are of
light dun color, in shape and ap-

pearance lunch like our Texas cattle,
with like immense horns. As we
came down tho Danube, wo parsed
very many huge droves of them,
drinking or bathing at the shores.
They were very interesting in ap-

pearance, particularly ns they are all
of a color, in this more resembling
wild than domestic animals.

Vinegar is produced by the trans-
formation of alcohol to acetic acid.
The alcoholic mixture must not be
too strong, clso tho transformation is

retarded, or too weak, olso it will
putrefy. The higher the temperature
and the greater the quantity of air
brought in a given timo iu contact
with tho eider or other alcoholic
mixture, tho quicker if its trans-

formation to vinegar. If, however,
the temperature is above MO degrees,
alcohol is wasted by evaporation.
Nearly all tho vinegar sold in the

markets is mado by what is known
as tho quick process, hut as this
method requires considerable expe-

rience, and some expensive nparatus
it is not adapted to household man-

ufacture. Hy this process eider or
other alcoholic mixtures arc con-

verted into good vinegar in from
three to ten hours, during which it
must drip through twenty feet of
wood shavings, corn cobs, steins of
grapes or other similar substances,
and a constant drought of heated air
passing through the shavings, keep-

ing up a fermentation and coming in
contact with every drop of the mix-

ture, completely chants the alcohol
to acetic acid, and tho more ferment
present the quicker is the vinegar
made or the souring process comple-
ted. For family use one barrel is
usually enough for a year. When
cider is mado it is easy to havo pure
healthful vinegar, hut even tlien it is
not always tone loiiiwt. it should
I in borne in mind hat air, heat and

incut and the old vinegar will change
the whole in six weeks by keeping
moderately warm. If no old vinegar
is at hand to start with, add ten gal-

lons of pure rain or river water to
thirty gnllons of elder, put in a cask
painted black nnd let it stand in the
sun with the hunghoJc open or only
by a patch or canvass lacked over it
to keep out insects, jo maKC iroin
common whiskcv add it to pure soft
water in the proportion of one pint
of whiskey to one gallon of hot
water which should be poured while
hot into 11 barrel to ferment. There
should be a cask also for storage and
every two or three weeks, or as
needed, n few gallons may bo drawn
out and added to the generating or
fermenting barrel, horgimi syrup or
molasses may be used in the place of
the whiskey it desired.

When cows are in profit, a little ex-

tra feed, in the shape of
will be amply repaid in the yield of
milk and butter. Il niiisL not be sup-
posed that because a cow is on pas
ture there is no longer need for
stimulating food. The fact hi, that
with an ample supply ot grass, the
appetite of the cow for the meal is
quite its vigorous as during the. win-

ter, when she was fed 011 hay. Cows
may be very profitably fed with a
quart each of morning and
night. They will lick it up from a
trough, if it is made Hulliciently large,
without waste. When cows are not
lied up at night, a good plan of feed-
ing them is to have a square box for
each cow, large enough lor her to put
her nose in easily, and six inches
deep. Put the allowance of meal iu
these boxes. They may he scattered
about tho yard, at. such a distance as
will give each animal an opportunity
local without being driven away by
tine others.

Calves will soon show, in their im-

proved appearance and hastened
growth. A small handful given
Ihem in their pasture daily, will push
them forward rapidly. It is well to
use 11 small tin pan to feed them
with, and a few minutos spent with
tho young stock daily, is not only an
agreeable occupation, but highly
prolitable ; for the more regularly the
owner's attention is given to his cat-

tle, the sooner lie will perceive any
thing wrong, and ho able at once to
remedy it, and a daily visit is seldom
made unless there is sonic express
purpose iu it. Let the purpose then
he to tdvo them n little extra feed,
and 11 double benefit will result.
