I haYdffor omo time '.been making
compariHonn between tbe profits or
(arming and cotton-plantin- and I will
give my ideas to your reader, hoping
that they may look thin thing wjuarely
in he face, and may induce Homo of them
to change from all cotton to at leapt
mixed farming and planting. For yearn
the South him been told that it it Huicid-a- l

to plant cotton to purchase corn,
meat, mules, horned and other thingH
needed by the planter, but all to no wc ;

for each year the idea ban been enter-
tained by every one that every onecl.se,"
Mtve liim.ielf, would quit raining cotton,
and that the price would be Farj;e and
he would get rich, and hmt year the
price wan remunerative, and all went in
for the hurt acre that could bo cultiva-
ted, and ruin followed. And, m far as
the general prosperity of the country ix

concerned, it makes no difference wheth-
er the price of cotton in eight cents or
twenty cents. As every dollar goes up
North to pay for what we buy. This
course will bring ruin and poverty as
mire as time runs.

The sun does not shine upon a land,
nor never will, that became a prosper-
ous country that depended entirely on
the plow and the hoe to make money.
Farming, even at best, pays but poor
wages, and the fart that the farmer
raises some stock and his own food is
his only chance for making mo 'cy. In
making the comparison between corn
and cotton, I shall tako the river Ixjt-to- m

of the Mississippi valley, and sup-
pose the comparison will hold good in
other sections, and will take low mid-

dling cotton as a sample, as that is the
quality we make. A good crop for a
good man that will put in his time well
is eight bales, or 4,000 pounds, lint cot
ton (the average is less than .'1,000, but
I will take the largest crop). Low mid-
dling is worth now in New Orleans nine
undone-fourth- , which is eight cents net.
Four thousand pounds of cotton at eight
cenU will be f.'WO. Now the same la-

bor that it icfjuircd to cultivate and
pick this 4,000 pounds of cotton will
make 2,000 bushels of corn, worth now
iu New Orleans sixtv-thre- o cents per
bushel by the car-loa- Thii corn can
be taken to New Orleans and put in the
elevator by barges for six cents per
bushel, and seven cents will more than
cover the cost of shelling and selling,
leaving a net profit of fifty cents per
bushel, or $rm, making a difference of

1H0 in favorof the corn. Now, if peas
were planted in the corn at the last
plowing they would Jfatten one hog
u eacn acre, making at least per
acre. Hut I am aware that some plant-
ers will say iliat they rent their laud
ami can get more net money per ncr
with cotton than with corn. If they
will make a fair calculation of the cost
of each and charge nil to cotton the
waste of tho negro ami givo the corn
credit for the improvement in the land,
men mey win nrd mat the corn pays
oounie me rent, that cotton does.

fn niv vicinity planters are paying
Ti per nusnei lor corn on a credit, pay
able out of the next full crop. If cot-
ton should sell for seven cents net, it
win require j i 2-- pounds of cotton t
pay for one bushel of corn. If a man
can exchange his 2,000 bushels of corn
for cotton at these figures, he will get
14,f70 pounds of cotton for his crop of
corn, or ulxnit thirty-si- x bales of cotton;
iu other words, we send thirtv-si- x bales
of cotton up North to pay for the Com
unit one man can make. Is thero anv
wonder that we are as poor as a churcli
mouse, and Kill Arp is about right when
lie .v, "I am afeercd we are a nation
of fool."

There has long been an impression up
North, and even in the Roulh, that we
can't raise stock to profit that wo have
no gruxa can't feedstock that the Hies
are too had that we have too many li
senses ; while tho fact is, we have more
and letter grasses than tho North has,
We can raise hogs, cattle, sheep, mul
and horses for one-hal- f the cost that it
requires up North. And to fatten the
lock for market, it can be done with

oeas even un the poor hind of Georgia
ror less money man it can licdonein the
North, and while wo are ruining stock
we are improving our lands instead of
wearing tliem out.

I am well aware there is a strange fas
cination iu planting cotton. We see in
the spring that 10 a bale, and ten bal
of cotton to the hand, but from some
cause we can't see the expense attending
the making ot the crop.

A few days since I saw an article in
an Iowa paper telling of the sale of
seventy-fiv- hogs by one mwn, all of n

bat he Is utterly powerless to do anv-thin- g

for him in a Journalistic way. 'to
be sure ha may buy a newspaper, and
set him up in that way. but unless there
is something in him called " journalistic
knack," a natural knowledge of what to
write and how to write it, he will lie a
failure in that line, and all the money
and influence of wealthy and perhaps
powerful relatives will count for nothing.
Home fond parents educate their sons
with the special view of making jour-
nalists of them ; but it is rare that we
hear of these young men after a few
years. Meanwhile, some youth born
among the hills, having nothing more
than a common school education, and
the knowledge scraped up ia country
printing office, will advance to the front
rank in the profession. He has tho
Journaliatio knack, and forces recogni-
tion because he has it He gets into a
good position, not because he has wealthy
parents to influence the proprietors of
leading newspapers, but because he
knows what to write and how to write it.
His articles go in because they supply a
demand, while perhaps the elaborate
essays of a man educated on two con-

tinents are cast into the waste basket

The average results of exsinment and
theory, ho to speak, make 57 wiunds of

that tho nutritive ellocta of food upon
an animal are varied by many causes,

It ih evident that the changed condi-

Agricultural laborers are comjxiKcd ton
laruelvof a tloatiuu. unsettled class, and
this must bo changed before amendment
in the degree of skill can bo oxpootod.
Thev most bo comisiHod of aclanwilli
settled ami definite ends and aims, who

are educated to the business a earnestly
ua moohauioH. With such assistance agri-

culture will attract capital, and ufford it
a nafe investment. Hkillod lalior is tho
immediate demand of the future in agri-

culture.
Goon Fahuino. It fa one Hlgu of a

farmer if ho prizes manure. It
Sood not require a good farmer to raiso

Isiuutiful crops on a farm already rich,
but tho art lie in so managing the farm

that it will produce good crops every
year without losing iu fertility. A inun
may make money from his farm while ho
in wiistoful of fertili.eri, but he is not a
good farmer, for he is constantly running
his land into debt, (toml farming con-

sists of such mauareuient as will niukn
tbe fal'kii produce Die best possible

without deteriorating the soil. This
can only bo accomplished by a rigid
economy in the making anil use ot ma-

nure, aud a systematic rotation of crops
that will bo the least exhaustive to the
soil.

Whkku sheep arc. kept for tho double
purpose of direct income in wool, mut-

ton, etc., and the manure they mako, il

is important that the extra fond, or that
outside of what tho pasture iiiruisui'H,
should ls( chosen with care. It would

Is' wise for the American farmer to be-

come belter acquainted with cotton-see-

cake, linseed oil cake, ami like concen-
trated foods. Ity feeding, and fecdii.g
liberally of such f'!j, tho sheep not
only grow rapidly, but tho mniiure tin y
mako ia rich nitrogenous matters and
valuable fertilising Haifa. The growth
of animals is a means to an end, and
when the moat mony is made from the
flock, and the land enriched, tho most
rapidly the end is gained. Tho profit, of

alieep as fertilizers depends largely upon
the kind of food that is used.

PrmiNG Fri it. Tho following sug-

gestions in regard to picking fruit hr
canning are furnished by a gentleman
convei-Hiui- t with the business : " It pays
to pick your fruit carefully and iu lini ;

if in right condition one day the iict
will bo too late to pick, (to over your
trees many times. Don't try to pick nil

at once. If green, you lose weight. If

too ripe, it is spoiled for canning. The
priMH-- condition for apricot, plum, pe ieh

and nectarine is when fully matured,
but softening. Use shallow Imvs.
Shakes make gissl boxes and arc cheap,
ibove all. bring to the cannery, or send
to the market, at the earliest possible
moment after picking. Tt ia not too Into

to thin out some fruit. Trees that over-

bear do not yield marketable fruit."
Fowi,h in Ok"Haiiph. Last fall, anya

tho J'uuttri World, we visite.l an or-

chard in which fowls were kept, the
owner of which told us that before the
fowls were confined iu it, the trees made
little or no growth, and only a corres-
ponding amount of fruit was obtained.
Hut what a change s evident now.
The grass was kept down, the weeds
killed, and trees presented an appear-
ance of thrift, which the moot enthusias-
tic horticulturist could not but admire
and envy. The growth of tho trees was
moat vigorous, and the foliage remark-

ably luxuriaut, the fruit was abundant,
of large size, and free from worms and
other imperfections. The excellence
was accounted tor by the proprietor,
who remarked that the "hens ate all
the worms and enrculio in their reach,
even the canker worm." He found lcaa

trouble with their roosting in trees than
he expected, and that a picket fence six
feet high kept them within bounds. His
orchard was divided into three sections,
and tbe fowls were changed from one to
toother, as the condition of the fowls or
the orchard sections seemed to require.

EjwtAOB. The publication or a mul-

titude of affidavits from amateur farmers
who were "wild" over the results ob-

tained from feediug ensilage seems
laigaly over, and now and then a ray
of real truth begins to make its real
worth more clear, and in many of the
statements tho economy was evidently
forced, so that suspicion is cast over the
whole subject. Very often the great

gain is made apparent by figuring the
value of the ensilage at actual cost of

production, and then balancing against
it hay and corn at market values instead
of at real ooat as in the case of tno ailo

fodder. Accuracy seems wanting in too

many instances, and upon the very few

impartial experiments that have been

instituted conviction seems to settle that
thero is no such great gain aa claimed.

In no instance have we aeon any item in
regard to lost fertility, for an acre of

land that produces seventy-fiv- o tons (?)

of corn fodder must be exhausted almost
beyond any drain of a down grass crops

SCRAPS OF SCIENCE.
