I tried and tried, oh, so hard,
to get work without being obliged to
! give my very soul in return, but after

' place and told him I would like to have
the position at just half the salary he
had offered. He certainly was able to
see that I was a good, honest girl, but
he was bound to cause my downfall,
and after two months discharged me
