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G_'ET FINANCIAL AID

CHICAGO FEDERATION OF LA-
BOR BACKS STRIKERS.

Every Man Will Contribute—Small
Sum Each Week from Each Union
Worker—Donnelly Says Men Are
Firm.

Chicago: All labor unions in Chicago
have indorsed the stock yards strike.
After listening to the strikers' side of
the controversy, which was presented to
them by Michael J. Donuelly, president
of the striking butchers’ union, the Chi-
eago Federation of Labor, which is com-
posed of every labor union in Chieago,
and has a membership of nearly 300,000,
adopted resolutions Sunday pledging the
moral and financial support of the feder-
ated body as long as the strike coutinues.
Each member of the central body will be
assessed a small sum per week, and the
whole amount will be turned over to the
striking unions to help in the support of
the strikers and their families during
the struggle with the packers, The exact
amount each member is to be assessed
was left in the hands of a committee,
with orders to report results. While the
officials of the Federation of Labor were
unable to give an exact estimate of the
amount of money the strikers would se-
cure from this souree, it was stated that
the total sum would be well up in the
thousands of dollars each week.

After a fight which has lasted for
nearly four weeks a settlement of the
stock yards strike seems to be
remote as at any time since the struggle
for supremacy began, Neither side to
the conflict during all this time has
shown any signs of weakening,

The packers, while claiming that they
will soon have their affairs in  normal
condition, ngain, so sueccessful have they
been in securing non-union men, still ad-
mit that so far they have able to get but
ool of their old employes back, and that
the majority of their men are unskilled
workmen,

In the last statement given out by the
packers it was said that not half
many men were at woyk now as before
the strike began. These men have been
brought to Chicago from all partg of the
country, the majority of them “having
never seen a meat packing plant before
coming here, With these men the pack-
ers have succeeded in accomplishing a
great deal of work, but, according to the
strikers, every animal that has been
slanghtered gnce the strike was ecalled
has been at a financial loss to the pack-
ers, as in the majority of cases a lack
of skilled workmen has made it impossi-
ble to operate the bhy-produecis depart-
ments, and this source of revenue, which,
under normal conditions is a clear profit
to the packers, has been allowed to
waste, .

Railroads Estimate the Swindle
Amounts to $£200,000,
Chicago: Chicago-S8t. Louis lines have
just discovered that couductors on vari-
ous roads, and certain scalpers of Chi-
cago and St. Louis, for some time have
been engaged in a conspiracy to defraud
the railroads through the manipulation
of exposition tickets. It is declared that
instead of taking up return coupont and
turning them into the company conduct-
ors have been selling them to scalpers

at from $2 to 3 each.

In many instances when tickets issued
at Louisville.or other points to St, Louis
and return were presented conductors are
said to have taken up the whole ticket,
giving the passenger a return coupon that
already had been used.

It is estimated that in this manner Chi-
ecazo-St. Lonis roads have been defrand-
ed out of S200,004.

Tragedy at Nebraska City—One Man
Murdered and Two Others Shot
by a “Dope Fiend" — Captured
After Being Fatally Shot. t

A Nebraska City dispateh says: After
murdering one man and shooting two po-
lice officers aud eight citizens, the latter
slightly, in an effort to escape capture,
Jack Carr was Monday night fatally shot
by officers and citizens who had gathered
to arrest him,

Carr early in the evening walked up to
where Chris Hartman was drawing water
and shot him four times, apparently with-
out provocation, Hartman died within
a few minutes.

Following the killing Carr went to his
room in the Atlautic Hotel and lmrric-:nll-
ed the door, defying the authorities. The
police went to the room and tried to open
the door, whereupon Carr fired a fusil-
lade of shots. one of which struck Chief
of Police Schoonover in the hand and
another slightly injured Officer Ingram.

A erowd of eitizens armed with guns
and revolvers formed around the hoiel,
firing at Carr’'s window whenever he ap-
peared. Carr finally made a desperate at-
tempt to escape, running down the stair-
ways, shooting at every person. Officer
Ingram and a citizen stopped him with
revolver shots and he was disarmed.
Nearly a dozen bullet wounds were found
on his body, and he is fatally wounded.

Carr is 55 years old, and is said to
have heen addieted to the use of stimulat-
ing drugs, His room was found to be an
arsenal of zuns and eartridges,

Jack Carr, the erazed cocaine fiend who
caused terror at Nebraska City Mouday
night, died Tuesday morning. An exam-
ination of his body showed that he had
been shot sixteen times while engage?@
i in his murderous raid and while defying
the police.
