Casuaitien Are Mostly Among Negroes.

Balltown, La, Oct, 30.—~The race
war at a campmeoting at Duncan's
chapel Sunday has left a carnival of
blood unegualled In the history of the
country. Ono white man s dead, an
other 18 now dying with a bullet hole
through his stomnch, and a third white
suan 8 badly wounded,

Nine negroes were killed In the
bloody affray—five men, three women
aod one small child, A dozen or pers
haps more nogroes escaped Lo the
woods and gwamps with wounds that
are belloved to be certnln denth
the brush away from medienl care,

The Nerce conflet raged for half an
hour. Those at & distunce say the
firing sounded Hke o pltched bnttle be
tween troops.  To the eampmecting
nogroes had come from 200 miles, nll
up and down the valloy,

Bays He Killed McKinley Because He

Was Enemy of Working People.

Auburn, N. Y, Oct, 30 —Czolgoss
went to the chair in exactly the same
manner a8 bhave the majority of mur-
derers In this state, showing no par

+ ticular signs of fear, but in fact dolng
what few of them have done—talking
to the witnesses while he was belng
strapped in the chalr,

“I Killed the president becausa he
was an enemy of the good people—of
the good working people. 1 am not
sorry for my crime,"”

These were his words as the guards
hurried him into the chair.

A moment later, mun ling through
the half-adjusted face straps, he sald

“l am awfully sorry 1 could not see
my father”

From the time Czolgosz left his cell
until the full penalty was puald less
than four minutes had elapsed,

The lengthy report prepared yoster-
day afternoon by the nutopsy surgeons
related entirely to the brain and was
of a highly technical character, After
sclentifically deseribing to the min-
utest dotadl the bhrain of the dend mor
derer, the report concludes as follows:

DIRECT EVIDENCE NOT SHAKEN,

Judge Advocate B:ars Strongly on
the Retrograde Movement—Admiral
Gives Three Reasons for Turning
Back-~Inquiry on Petty Incidents.

Washington, Oct. 30.—The cross-ex-
amination of Admiral Schley was con-
tinued throughout the sesslon of the
court of Ingquiry yesterday, The prog-

ress made  was  exceedingly  slow,
Practically the whole day was con-
sumed In questioning  the admirnl

about the cruise from Clenfuegos to
Santingo and the motlves and Influ-
ences that governed him in turning
back after his squadron had arrived
in the vielnity of the latter port, This
Intter branch of the crosgexaming
tlon hnd not been concluded when the
court adjourned. The blockade at
Santlago, the reconnolssance of May
31 and the bhattle of July 3 still remain
to be covered. It s hardly probable
that the ndge advoeate can conclude
before adjournment today, After he

prepared by the members of the court
will be submitted, The judge advo-
cate, In conducting the cross-examina-
tion, used a carefully prepared type-
written st of questions, They called

anid as to whether the distances were
a matter of rocord, he  presponded
rathor tartly, “Oh no, | did not know
they would ever become a matter of
such record importance or I would
have platted them and made a memor
andum, as | should of many other
things."

The main points ta which the cross-
examination was directed were the
ability of the ships to coal off Cien-
fuegos and the reasons for what s
known as the retrograde movement.

The latter polnt was dwelt upon with
much emphasis and had not been dis-
posed of fully when the court ad-
journed, The admiral gave three rea-
gons  for turning back: First, the
statement of Captain  Sigsbee, who
commanded the St. Paul, that the
enemy was not in Santiago; second,
the opinion of Nunez, the pllot, that
the entrance was too narrow and shal-
low for the Spanish ships to enter, and,
third, the amblguity of the depart-
ment's telegram. In the ecourse of the
cross-examination, the admiral said
he regarded the department’s dispatch
rather as a suggestion than as an ex-
plicit order. a suggestion which he car.
ried out after the sea had abated and
the coal supply of the ships had been
replenished.
