The bowrd
also refused to make a final settle
ment with the former treasurer and
authorized the experting of the county
records,

dissolve an alleged combination of
Holt county banks for the purposes
of securing county money at a lower
rate of interest than heretofore pald.
The banks have previously paid & per
cent for county money but will bid
only two this year,
