HE conservition congress of this
yeur Is devoled chlefly to the
farmer. Most of the subjects
alrendy aunnounced relate to

some phase of agriculture or to the
pountry Ufe movement. The keynote
of thie gathering s conservation of the
#oll. A statement by Gifford Plnchot
mnde two yenrs ugo shows that in
America the nvernge whent yleld s
lesis than fourteen bushels per acre,
while in Germnny It 18 twoenty-elght
and o England thirty-two bushels per
acre.  The confrust 18 mado all the
wore glaring by the fact that most of
our soll Lk been in use less than a
pundred years, while that of Germany
and England hns been farmed a thou-
sand years or more. Yet naturally
there I8 no richer sofl on earth than
thit of the Mlsslesippl valley and of
other portlons of the United States.

Why, then, Is the yield of this fertile
and virgin sofl less Than one-half that
of the two older natlons? Obviously
becnuse weé have not resorted to In-
teusive and sclentific farming to the
sawe extent ns Europe. The amall
amount of land avallabla and the ne-
cesslty of foreing this land to produce
to its full capneity have compelied the
Kuropean farmers fo get out of every
acre 18 greatest possible yleld, Hers,
where we have had millions of acres
unused, we have squandered our re-
monrces and neglected our opportuni-
tles. Now that our country 18 more
thickly settled we are beginning to
face elmilar conditions to those of Eu-
rope. We must learn the same lesson
that the older natlons learned long
ago. Mence we have the conservation
movement — conservation of forests,
conservatlon of natural resources, in-
eluding water power and minerals, and
conservation of soll,

What Farmers Must Study.

Notatlon of crops, fertilizing, more
eareful and intelligent methods, clorer
economy, co-operation in buylng and
selling, are among the things that
Amerlean farmers must study.  All of
these subjects are treated In the con-
gervation congress. One entire ses
alon s devoted to soll congervation.
It will be presided over by I'. D. Co-
burn, secretary of the Kuansas state
vonrd of agriculture, nnd among the
gpenkers will be ex-Governor W. D.
Hoard of Wisconsin, editor of Hoard's
Dalryman; Dr. I, D, Mumford, dean
of the school of agrienlture, Univer-
gity of Missourl; Professor 12, M, Ten
Byck of Kansns and Professor Cyril
G. Topking of the Unlversity of 111
nols,

Aniong other subjects that should
interest furmers are “The Trend of the
Conservation Movement,” by Dr. W.

Mr. Barrett's Address.

The title of Mr. Barrett's address is
especlally slgnificant in view of the
fact that the state granges of New
York and I'ennsylvania bave anlready
gtarted a movement in New York clty
to ellmiunte the middleman by bring-
ifng the farmer and retaller together,
hoping thus to increase prices to the
farmer and reduce thoee to the con-
sumer, 1If thls movement succeeds In
New York it {s the design of the
grange to extend It to every city of
the country, If the Farmers' unlon
also takes up a similar work it will
enlist moset of the organized farmers
of the land, for it is altogether the
largest assoclation of fta kind In
Anerica, contalning millions of mem-
bers, mostly in the south, while the
grange is strong in the north. BRecre-
tary of Agriculture Wilson has also
been talking along this lne, advocat-
ing that the consurhers organize in the
same way that the farmers are or-
ganlzed,

The address of Mr, Beard on “Co-
operation Among Farmers" follows
the same general direction. This be
gins to look llke business. If the
Awerlcan peopla lsarn to eco-operate
on the Hochdale plan or on any other
honesgt, sensible plan the high prices
question will be In the way of solu-
tion., This Is a great country, they
tell us the greatest in the world, with
the best government. Granted. Yet
no country was evar so great that it
could not learn. Now and then the
best of nations reach the point where
they simply have to readinst them-
welves to new condittons. Have wo
not reached that point now? With
the constant boosting of prices to con-
sutners without any corresponding in-
crease In the prices pald to farmers
are we not compelled In the very na
ture of thines to protect ourselves?
The producers and consumers consti-
tnte the vast lk of the people, Yet
petween these two the predatory in-
lerests place themselves and grab the
Hon's share of profes. They force
fown the smwount pald the producer
pnd rajse thut chonrged the consumer
thus euriching o

The Convention Hall.

The great hall in which the conven-
tdon meets I8 the same that housed
the Democratie nutlonal convention In
100K 1t seats 15000 people, but will
be filled to ite capnelty with delegates
alone if even n fractlon of thosce at-
tend who are entitled to do so, The
governor of ench state is authorized
to appolnt Afteen delegntes, nnd mny-
ors of all citles over 23,000 name Nive
delegntes each and of those under 25,
O three each.  Three I8 also the
number allotted to each board of
county commissloners thronghout all
the states of the Unlon. Each nu-
tlonal nnd stiute organization having
te do with conservution names five
delegntes, ench state unlversity, col-
lege, ngriculturnl college or experl-
ment names two, and each
board trade, commercial club, or
gimilar organization s  entltled (o
three. Then there are a lnrge number
of honorary members who have been
invited, Altogether there Is a possi-
bility of 50,000 delegates to the con-
vention, Of course not all of these
can uttend; but, the rallroads having
made n speclal rate, there may be ex-
vected an immense ontpouring of peo-
ple from the setion of country close
to Iinnsas City.

Other Subjects.

The country life movement. the im-
provement of the country school,
churech nnd soclal conditions and the
betterment of the farmer's lot gener-
ally are also scheduled to occupy a con-
gldernble portion of the convention's
attention. This was a pet theme dur
ing Roosevelt's nadminlstration, but has
dropped out of sight somewhat since.
Now it s agaln to come to the front,
thus giving notice that the Itoosevelt
influence 13 gtill dominant in the con-
servation association. It ecould not be
otherwise with Gifford Pinchot ns
president. It should be explalned In
passing that, while Mr. Pinchot 18 head
of the association, Henry Wallace of
Iowa {8 president of the conservation
congress. Wallnee 18 also a member of
the country life commission. Im com-
menting on the prominent place given
to the farmers on the program Me.
Wallace sald this happened by design.
He expressed the hope that when the
proceedings of the conventlon were
printed they would form an authorita-
tive handbook for the Amerlean
farmer.

Tresident Taft will be at the con-
ventlon and dellver an address. He
has the evening of Sept. 23, the open-
ing day, nll to himself. The conven-
tion meeta 1o the auditorium in Kan-
sas City Bept, 25-27, tnclusive, Among
the other speakers gcheduled are See-
retary of the Interfor Walter L.

Further Details of How French War.

ship Was Blown to Fragments.

Toulon, Sept, 25— An appalling na-
vl disaster attended with enormons
loss of life ocourred at daylight to-
day when the battleship Liberte blew
up in thig harbor, The death loss Is
varlously estimated from 350 to 500
or more., The killed Include officers
and men of the Liberte, and also a
large number of those from nearby
warships,

8hip Torn to Fragments,

The first alarm of fire was gounded

shortly after & o'clock. This wns fol

lowed by four successive explosions
of increasing intenzity as the fire
neared the powder magazines, when

at 5:30 a deafening explosion literally
tore the great warshlp to pleces and

sent her to the bottom, a mags of
twisted wreckage,
Bodies High in the Alr.
The fierce explosion was followed

by great fissures which opened in the
gteel armor and framework of the
warghip. A piece of armor plate was
hurled against the cruiser Repunligue
with great force, damnging her plates,
Scores of dead bodies were hurled
high Into the air with huge fragments
of framework, armor, bursting shells

and the suffocating smoke from the
exploded magazines,
Men Stick to the Ship.
On the first explosion the men

rushed from their quarters and hun-
dreds gought safety in springing over-
hoard. But the great body of men,
officers and the crew, remained on
the ship and went to death as the cul-
minating explosgion tore the ship into

fragments, One report save the ship
broke in two in the middle as 1t
sank. Another report says that be-

fore she took ber final plunge several
of a her guns discharged a requiem
salute,

The Liberte was anchored in the
rondstead, where she has been since
the review of the fleet by President
Fallieries on Sept. 4. Particular sig-
nificance was attached to the review,
the most imposing in the history of
the French navy, as it was made on
the very day that France communi-
cated to Germany the terms on which
the republic offered a settlement of
the Moroccan digpute with Germany.

Following the review the fleet re-
sumed the autuin maneuvers and
gun practice. On Sept. 20 the ar-
mored crui=er Gloire was engaged in
target work when a port gun exploded
as a projectile was being inserted in
the breech, One gunner kilted
and thirteen men injured.

Have Little Warning.

Today's disaster came with little
warning, The wig discovered
about 5 o'cloek and a signal sounded
throughout the summoning the
crew to fire quarters.  Orders  were
given to flood the decks and inrush-
ing waters fuiled to check the rapidly
spreading flamee,

Smoke poured from the warsghip
and attracted the attention of the
other ships in the sqguadron, which

hurriedly dispatched boats with men
and fire apparatus to the aid of their
sister ship. Presently, minor explo-
sfons began within the Liberte and
many seamen flung themselves over-
board.

Cried of “save yourgelves,” “fire
near magazines” could be heard ring-
ing across the water in the stillness
of the ¢lear morning.

Scores Leap Overboard.

From every side scores of sailors
leaped overboard and swam frantical-
ly for safety but scarsely more than
100 had plunged into the water before
the series of detonations could be
heard in a terrific explosion that
seemed to tear out the side of the
great steel vessel which swayed over
to one side and sank.

In & moment dead bodies and deliris
were floating about in the disturbed
waters that splashed around the up-
per works, In a wide circle around
the spot where the craft had floated
s0 proudly a few minutes before, the
gseamen who escaped death were glrug-
gling desperately and small boats
were picking up as many as they
could reach,

Guns Salute As Ship Sinke,

As the battleship went down several
of the guns discharged requlem sa-
lutes.

Rough estimates place the number of
those who jumped overboard some-

The rumble of the explosion was

heard through the city and immense
crowds of the people were soon at the
wharf.
