WasmixoroN, Dec. 7.—~The Repub-
lican cancns unanimonsly approved the
house financial bill and recommended
its immediate consideration and pas-
sago. The bill was not amonded except
in two minor particulars,

street (Ind,), who introduced and who
s in general charge of it, today will
submit n rosolution asking that a special
rule boe madoe for the consideration of
this mensare.

Tho terms of this apecial rule are prao-
tioally agreed upon and provido that the
debate will begin noxt Monday, with a
final vote at the olose of the week.

The unanimous approval given to the
bill comne after two hours' disonssion.

Overstroot and his assistants whc
framed tho bill were warmly congratu-
latod on having been able to secure
such complete unanimity and approval,
which is regarded as giving nssurance
that the bill will be passed before the
Christmas recess.

Finaneolal il In Sennate.

Wasmxaroxs, Dee. 7.—Nearly 800
bills and joint resolutions, several im-
portant concurrent resolutions and peti-
tions numbering hundreds, were pre-
sented to the senate yesterday. A 1na-
jority of the bills were old stagers. A
fow were of national interest and im-
portance,

Mr. Aldrich had the honor of intro-
ducing the first mensure in the senate.
It was the financial bill, drawn by the
senate committee on finance, and prob-
ably was the most important measure
introducod during the day.

Resolutions were offered providing
for an investigation by the judiciary

The
appointment is important and signifi-
cant beeanse the committee has under
consideration the Quay, Clark and
Scott contests.

asylum physician upon another,
