No one can have a
nice clean farm free free from sun-
flowers, cockleburrs and fire weed,
unless his careless neighbor learns
also to keep his farm clean. Some
states have lawse requiring the exter-
mination of the Canada thistles.
Nebraska needs a law to compel
slovenly farmers to keep their fields
and especially the roadsjides and the
lines of their farms clean of cockle-
burrs, sunflowers and fire weeds. [f
they don’t care their more careful,
industrious and thrifty neighbors do.
