The Osceola Record says that Coro-
ner Nichol, with Dr. Whaley and a jury,
held an inquest over the exhnmed body
of Martin Zuroski, and gives the follow-
ing particulars: “The body was taken
up and thoroughly examined and found
horribly mutilat The left leg was off
above the knee, and the right just below
the knee. The left forearm was also
missing. The head was cut off down to
the lower jaw. The lower front teeth
were still in place, but the balance of the
head was off in a slanting direction back
and down through the lower jaw bones
which were slivered and charred. The
yertebrae of the neck were separated at
a joint and no bones of the neck were
broken. The last Vertebrae remaining
on the body was somewhat charred, but
not nearly so badly as it should have
been had the fire been hot enough to
burn the head entirely away. The flesh
had been burned from the ribs so that
the heart, lungs and a part of the other
intestines were visible. Several wit-
nesses were examined, but very little
light could be thrown upon the subject
as no one knew anything about the case
exeept Mrs. Zuroski. The jury, however,
thonght the death aecidental and
brought in a verdict to that effect. There
are some very suspicious circumstances
surrounding the case and from a careful
examination of the house and surround-
ings, and other points which was not,
and could not be brought out at the
inquest, the Record is of the opinion
that there is an unwritten chapter in the
history of the case, which, were it writ-
ten, would be a bloody one.” The ver-
dict of the jury was that Zuroski came
to his death by aceident, “he being burn-
ed to death while in a state of ntoxica-
tion.”
