Some fear is expreased
that the consul general will not find his
duties very congenial mow that he
knows that he is an unwclcome guest
in Havana, but the administration is
relying upon his devotion to welfare of
Americans in Cuba and American in-
terests v to submit his own
wishes to restraint and remain
at his post.

CURIOUS INSECT.

A Batterfly That Enjays tinly Five Heury
of Liie,

It is the ephemere cf which Sirammer-
dsm has written apdd which 1a spoken
of in Aristotle.

The life of thia insect dces not last
beyowd! four or five houra It dies to-
warid 11 o'clock 1n the evening, after

boura after wmidduy. 13 1s true, how-
ever, that before taking this form it
has lived three years in thatof a worm,
which keeps always near the Lorder of
water in the holes which it makes in
the muod.

The change of this worm in the
water to an ephemere which fliea iss0
sudden that one has not the time to see
it. If one takes the worm in the water,
the hand cannot be taken away before
the change is made unless by pressing
the worm slightly in the region of the
chest. By this means it can ba taken
from the water before the change takes
The epbemere, after leaving the
water, seeks a place where it can divest
jtself of a fine membrane or veil, which
entirely covers it. This second change
takes place in the air.

The ephemere assists itself with the
point of its little nails as firmly as it
can It makes a8 moveizent similar to
that of a shiver, then the skin cn the
middle of the back bzeaks apart, the
wings slip out of their sheath, as we
sometimes take off our gloves by tom-
ing them inside out. After this strip-
piug the ephemere begius to fly. Sowe-
times it 's itself straight up on the
surface of 11e water on the end of ita tail,
flapping its wings one against the
other. It takes no nourishmeut in the
five or six hours which are the limit of
fts life. It seems to bave been formed
but to multiply, for it does mot leave
its state of a worm until it is ready to
depesit its eggs, and it dies as soon as
they are depceited.

In three days' time one sees appear
and die all species of ephemeres. They
last sometimes ontil the tifth day, for
the reason that scme malady has affect-
ed some of them and prevents them from
changiug at the same time as the
others.—Exchange.

They
brought the seed from Russia.

An experienced farmer thinks this a
good season to put in plenty of spring
wheat, sowing it early, and getting it in
a good depth. He believes that the
price will not be lower than now, at
least, until after the main part of the
crop shall have been threshed.

There is a theory now firmly estab-
lished that any subject parsued intelli-
gently will edneate, and it is contended
that there is no study, including agri-
calture, that will not educate a man if
closely followed. The so-called educated
man is_often very ignorant of the com-
mon knowledge that is essential on every
farm. An education does not mean a
course in a college, and there is rich
education that one can get withoat ever
leaving the farm.—Chancellor McLean at
the Farmers’ Institute, Fremont.

The fungus disease in potatoss shows
itself in roughness of the skin—the
leaves drop, the potatoes stop growing,
the tuber becomes watery and is not
good for food. Where the disease bhas
been prevalent, plant no potatoes on the
same ground for a year or two; destroy
all weeds, and when planting is done,
get the new seed potatoes from a more
porthern latitude. Mr. Powers of Bat-
ler county, with seed from Wisconsin,
about doubled the ordinary crop, getting
1500 bushels of number one potatoes
from five acres.

Isaac Noyes of Waterloo read a very
interesting paper before the Farmers’
Institate at Fremont, on the feeding of
cattle. We quote one paragraph: “We
should be careful in selecting the stock
at all times. I would buy calves all the
time, and buy the best, and feed them
liberally during the spring, and turn
