MOSBY TAKES ISSUE REGARRDING

WHAT THE LAW CONTEMPLATES

Cattiemen Have Sixty Days’ Notice in
Which to Pull Down Fences—Du-

— Colonel Mcsby,
special agent of the gemeral land of-
fice. charged with the duty of report-
ing illegal fences on the public do-
main ip Nebraska is not at all satis-
