He therefore did not know
there was such a law, nor that the re-
form sheet was pgetting more spoils
from the viclation of that law than
any other paper in Platte county, un-
til be read it in his*‘ personal organ’’.)
This is the law. We ask taxpayers
to read it. It provides unmistakably
for a certain legal rato. The law is
violated in Platte county. Five dem-
ocratic newspapers. ilollding the
Biene, are receiving 25 per cent more
than the legal rate. The Telegram
geta more of the spoils than any other
because it does the printing for the
rest, and gets pay for it. And yet the
Telogram refers to the Journmal's
charge as “‘amusing’ and eays it is a
dispute between the two ‘‘German
mewspapers.’’

The Journal has no gquarrel with the
Biene nor with any other paper in
Platte county. The editors of these
papers are our personal friends. as are
the members of the board of super-
visors.

The
board of sapervisors have exceeaed
their legal righta.

The Biene,as a'* German newspaper’’
is not entitled to the rate fixed by law
for mewspapers printed in a **foreizn
language,’’ becanse it has not qualifi-
ed under that law, by making an afii-
davit of 1500 circulation. The Biene
is therefore in the same boat with the
other democratic papers. It has the
same right to a part of the legal rate
as all the other papers, no more, no
less. The law provides for the publi-
cation of the proceedings in ‘‘omne
newspaper of gemeral circulation.”
The ‘“one"* designated can divide the
legal rats as it wishes.

The Telegram and the Biene, instead
of attempting to deny that they are
partaers in taking illegal spoils, are
trying to prejudice the Germans
against the Journal. They wounld
make the Germans believe the Journal
is trying to prevent the farther pub-
leation of the proceedings in German.

Do the editors of these papers mean
to say they will not publish the pro-
ceedicgs unless they are paid an illegal
mte? The Journal publishes them,
not only without pay, but with great
expense of time and labor to get for
oursvives the copy that is furnished
free to our democratic brethren.

Are these democratic papers endow-
od with certain divine qualities of
superiority that they refuse to do with-
out illegal pay the work that the
Journal does free of charge?

We make no personal charges against
the members of the board of super-
visors. They doubtless believe that
the ‘‘reform’* organ, the Telegram,
would have exposed them long ago if
they were not acting according to law,
and simply fullowed custom withous
Riving the matter serious thought.

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STORY OF OUR STATE DERBT.
Following is a record of the state
debt as taken from the state suditor's

hooks :

In the case of the last balance, the
fiscal year really ended November 30,
1900, but the account iz carried foward
to Jaunary 2, 1901, as that was the last
day of Fasion administration and
skows the condition iz which they
left the state debt when they went out
of office.

In other words, at the beginning of
Mr. Poynter’s administration,the state
debt was $1,571,654.01 and at tke close
of his administraton amonnted to $1,-
165,899.40, an increase during his two
year of $194,215.39. But this is not
all,—when the Fusion administra-
tion went out of office, they left us a
legacy iu the shape of deficiency bill
amounting to $149,112.05 which we
had to pay. This amount added to
the increase of $194,215.3%, shown
above, makes a total increase during
Poynter’s administration of $343,327.-
44. That is, the state debt on Jannary
2, 1901, at the close of the Kusion ad-
ministration, instead of being $1,765, -
899.4C, as shown by warrants anpaid,
was in reality $1,915,011.45, showing
an increase in two years of $343.327. 43,
as sbove stateC. The debt on Sep-
tember 1 of this year was $2,088,210.-
56. The difference between this and
the last amount given above as the
amount of the debt at the close of the
Fusion sdministration is $16S,229.11.

This is to say, whilo the Fasiorists,
during their last two years, increased
the debt $343,000 in round numvers,
during nearly four years of Republi-
administration tioe debt has been
Ll:uud only $168,000 in round nom-

You will notice that during the
bicanium beginning January 1, 1891,
the state dobt increased over $200,000:
During these years Boyd was govern-
or and all state institutions were in
the hands of Democrats and Popalists.

Duoring the next biennium, from
January 1, 1893 to 1895, the debt de-
reased over $200,000, and during these
vears Cronnse was governor and all
state institutions were in the hands of
Republicans. During ths next bien-
ninm, from 1895 to 1897, there is an
enormous increase in the debt. Dar-
ing these two years Holcomb was gov-
ernor and all state institutions were
in the hands of the Fusionists. Of
course the Fasionists cannot be charg-
od with this enormouns increase inas-
much as it is doe in a considerable
measnre to the Bartley defuleation.
The suspense account at that time
was 765,000 in round nambers. This
included the Bartley defaleation and
the amounts lost in broken banks.
During the biennom {rom January 1,
1897, to January 1, 1899, thers wasa
cmsiderable reduction in the debt.

During these years Holcomb was
governor and the Fusionists in charge
of all state institutions, but during
these years the Fusionists cannot
claim fall credit for the reduction be-
cause Bartley turned over £326.000 in
rouand numbers in cash, which waes
applied at once to the reduction of the
debt. During the bienniunm from Jan-
uary 1, 1899 to, Janoazy 1, 1901, as 1
bave stated above, the debt increased
from 21,571,684.01 to $1,815,011 45, —
that is to say an increase of £343 000
in round nambers during the two
years. During there two years Poyn-
ter was governor and the ¥usionista

in control of all departments of the

CIGARETES AND TRUANCY.

The trant officer employed by the
board of education ~f Columbus to
enforce compliance with the compnl-

5 | sory education lInw finds a close rela-

tion between cigarettes and truancy.

The boys who play *‘hookie’”, in
nine cases cat of ten, are founad to be
‘‘cigarette fionds'’.

The parent: of a fourteen-year old
boy were visited by the truant officer
a few days ago, nand notified that the
boy would be forced to attend school.
The next day the boy was seen on one
of the residence streets smokivg a
cigarette and teaching two younger
boys how to roll and light cigarettes.
Tue voungest boy was not more than
seven years old. The oldest boy was
asked if he bought ths cigarette
wrappera and tobacoo himself. He
replied in tho aflirmative. When
asked *“ Who sold them to you?'’ he
said, “‘Oh I won't give 'em away."
Then he was asked why he was not in
schonl and he said **Oh, I don’t like
to go to school, and I'll be d— if I'll
go if I don't bave to.’”* This is only
one example out of many that cnuld
be given. As many as a dozen boys
in west Colambus have been seen to
assemble in barns to smoke cigarettes.

These boys are all of school age. and
some of them from the . best homes in
Coloambus. The Journal calls the
attention of the poblic to this matter
not for the purpose of moializing or
delivering a lecture on tne use of to-
bacco. Manv men smoke without
apparent harm. Bot it is established
by cbservaticn, by experience, and
by expert medical aathority, that
cigarettea blunt the intellect, dwarf
the body, wesken the vital organs
and degrade the moralg, especially of
young boys in the foramtive period of
life. And it is apiversally true that
boys who smoke cigarettes dislike
school and very rarely keep up their
grades.

In view of these facts, it is as much
the concern of the commaunity to keep
boys from the unse of cigareites as it
is to force them to sttend school. If
the community is justified in enforcing
a compulsory education law on the
ground of public policy, it iscertainly
warranted on the same ground, im en-
forcing the law on our statute books
which forbids the sale of cigarettes
to minora under eighteen years of age.

And if the community will enforce
its anti-cigartte law, it will to alarge
extent save the expense of enforcing
the compulsory education law, and it
will save the physical, intellectual
and moral health of the boys at the
same time.

The tobacco dealer who selle cigar-
ettes io boys, or the degenerate indi-
vidaal who buys cigarettes and gives
them to boys in violstion of Iaw,
should be prcsecuted to the limit.

This question should receive serious
consideration on the part of Colum-
bus parents. We have not overdrawn
conditions ar they exist. We stand
rendy to prove evem more than we
have asserted. And we stand ready to
do our small part in sapporting the
Board of Education if they see fit to
begin enforcing the compulsory edu-
cation law by making an example of
the tobacco dealers in Columbus. who
are violating the anti-cigarette law.

Mr. Berge, the fusion candidate for
governor, is going uwp and down the
state telling the people how the fus-
ion administration reduced the state
debt by $6i6,063.79. To prove his
assertion he states that when the
fusionists went into powar im 1896
the republicans left an indebtedness
of $1,936,273 47 in the geperal fond and

power the sinking fand debt was
wiped ont and the general fund debt
was reduced to 1,726,447.72, thus mak-
ing the apparent saving given. Mr.
Berge’s figures are correct as far as he
goes but like every other politician
who seeks to deceive the people and
make votes through prejodice, he
doean’t go as far as straightforward,
bonest truth demands. He neglects
to state that when the fasionists took

When it is farther
considered that the republicams have
bean compelled to make extraordinary
appropriations amounting to over
$200,000 for rebuilding the Norfolk
hospital and the penmitentiary, which
were destroyed by fire. and for the
state exhibit at St. Louis, the repab-
lican financial record becomes a mighty
creditable one compared with that of
the faosionists.

Numerous sttempts have
been made in the pnst to accumplish
such revision, bat tne short time occu-
pied in a legislative sewsion, the vast
amount of work to be accomplished,
and the magnitudgr and difficulty of
the task, have prevented its consum-
