The Black Governor.

All were dressed in
their finest clothes, with swords and
powdered hair, and often a long
false cue tied on behind. When
all had gathered together, the vote
was taken by the opposing parties
forming into two long lines, with
the respective candidates at the
head; the lines then were counted
and the longest line elected its
candidate. After the election a
supper and dance was given, for
which the white owners of the new-
ly elected Governor had to pay.

Food Report.

Regularity in Meals.

'Several articles have been written
by physicians and laymen on the in-

juries to health from iuufficieiit
food. People in this country, of
every class, from tbe highest to the
lowest, are subject to criticism, both
on account of their method of pre-

paring, and also of using their daily
food. Much may be said of the
preparation of food, but of late the
chief stress seems to bo laid upon
the amount cateu. A writer's state-

ment in a recent issue of the Globe-Democ- rat

that many women neglect
the midday meal, or make it a light
luncheon instead of a hearty meal,
is, as every housewife knows, true.
When there are neither husband
nor children for whom to prepare
the meal, a woman who is not fond
of cooking will resort to any sort
of a makeshift in order to save her-

self from a visit to the kitchen.
This, of course, is applicable to those
who are not in affluent circumstan-
ces. Criticism on our food are not
applicable to any one class of our
people, however, for the wealthiest
merit even more criticism than the
poorest.

In order to fulfill the objects
sought our food should possess three
requisites: It should be sufficient
in amount; it should be nutritious;
and it should be eaten at regular
intervals. Much has been written
of the first two requisites, but little
attention has been paid to the third,
which is most important. The food
in most households is usually suf-

ficient in amount, because nature
regulates this, and her demands, if
possible aro complied with. It too

often happens that the food is not
as nutritious as it should be, and
this deserves attention. But spas-

modic and irregular methods of eat-

ing are the most serious evils that
threaten the health of the house-

hold. When women, as stated,
neglect the noontide meal, or take
a late luncheon, it is not the small
amount eaten, .but the change of
hour, or failure to eat at all, which
causes the undermining of health,
and ultimately dyspepsia in its final
stages. The reason for this seems
evident. Nature is regular and
systematic in her operations, and to
crowd the stomach with work at
one time and to leave it nothing to
do at another; to let it be surfeited
one day and hungry for food the
next; to possibly follow regular
rules for years and then break them
without regard to consequences, will

ruin the best digestive organs ever
in existence. If mothers knew and

appreciated this fact there might be

less sweetmeats and dainties given
to children between meals. There
is nothing truer than that regular
habits prolong life, and yet it takes
many people all their lives to learn
it. People might expect to jump
from a hot bath to a cold draft
without a shock as to go from a
feast to a famine at all sorts of ir-

regular hours without serious injury
to their digestive organs. Globe- -
Democrat.

Through Death Valley.

Death Valley was, in the main,

disappointing, as I think it will be

to any tourist. I could not realize

that Telescope Peak, the loftiest
Penamint, rose about two miles
above the lowest part of the valley;
nor that this lowest point was 200

feet below sea level; nor the
weather being then comfortable
that in summer the air is kilndried
until it contains but one per cent,

of humidity; nor that the well-shad- ed

thermometer has ranged, ac

cording to various authentic obser

vers, all the way from 122 to 135

degrees Fahrenheit. Put there
were some things I appreciated ful
ly, and one of them was a saud-stor-

I saw the air filled with a

dusty fog clear to the mountain
tops, while the sun grew dark and

bright by turns as the fog increas-
ed and lesseued; I Saw plumes of
dust waving above the cloud masses

as do the feathery plumes of fog
above the cyclone, and saw slender,

sinuous sand-spou- ts a mile high,
careening down the valley in the
arms of the gale. It was a marvel

ous exhibit of the powers of nature.

To most tourists Death Valley
presents a complete picture of deso

lation. The mountains are rugged
and devoid of verdure; the lowland

is a salty waste, where only the
mosQuite, thorny and guarled, and
the sage-bus- h of the color of ashes

thrive. Even these have a constant
struggle for life with the searing
sand-storm- s. As to the fauna of

the country, one finds the gauntest
of coyotes and the leanest of wild

cats; the lizard and the rattlesnake,
each with hornn; the centipede and

the tarantula. In the wniliugs of
its mammali, the terror of its rep-
tiles, and the suffocation and op-

pression of its atmosphere, Death
Valley is in the aeason a veritable
type of the fabled sheol. Its dan-

gers have never been, nor can
scarcely be adequately described.
And yet because of its magnificent
geological pictures of tho wonder-
ful powers of nature, because of its
resources iu salts and minerals, be-

cause of the enthropological studies
of the region roundabout, and be-

cause of the novel experiences which
the tourist will surely have, there
are few places that will better repay
him for his time and trouble. John

India Rubber.
The existence of rubber and some

knowledge of its properties must
have been known to the Mexican
Indians, a long time before it was
discovered by the whites, says the
Youth's Companion, The first
mention of it was made by Herrea
in his account of the second voyage
of Columbus, when he speaks of a
ball used by the Indians made from
the gum of a tree, which was light-
er, and bounced far better than the
famous windballs of Castile.

Torquemada, writing nearly a
century later, also speaks of the
rubber, which he found was used
by the natives in case of hemorrha'ge
and for various other diseases.
Mixed and taken with cocoa, it
made an excellent healing emollient
for the lungs, and applied external
ly it possessed properties of special
value in removing tightness of the
chest. The first accurate informa-
tion regarding this wonderful plant
was furnished by La Condamine, a
French scientist, who was sent in
1735 by the Government of France
to measure an arc of the meridian
near Quinto. This brought him to
the heart of the rubber-growin- g

country, and much valuable infor-
mation was thus obtained.

Nevertheless, rubber remained
practically unknown, save as a curi-
osity, for many years after that, aud
it was near the close of the eight-
eenth century wheu Dr. Priestly, in
a preface to his work on "Prospect-
ive," called attention to rubber as
"a novelty for erasing pencil marks,"
stating that "it is sold iu cubical
pieces of half an inch for three
shillings each." For this purpose
it was imported into England, but
it was little used except by artist,
until about 1520, nearly three hun
dred years after its introduction to
civilization.

The successful manufacture of
surgical instruments was then ac-

complished, and the wonderful ca-

pacities of this strange new product
began to be known, hud the com-

mercial world realized the fact that
a new force had entered the indust-
rial field, which was destined to
play an important part in the arts
and manufactures of the nineteenth
century.

Salmon Catching.
Salmon has ever formed the sta

ple food of all the native tribes
dwelling within the reach of any of
the streams flowing into the Pacific
Ocean from the Sacramento to the
Yukon. Even such tribes as the
Shoshones, living as far in the in
terior as Eastern Idaho, depended
largely upon the anuual run of sal
mon in the Snake river, as did tribes
living toward the headwaters of
other tributaries of the Columbia
and Frawer rivers. Salmon was al
so an article of barter between the
river tribes and those not bo favor
ably located, who sold ponies and
the skins of wild animals to the
fishermen in exchange for the rank-smellin- g,

sun-drie- d royal chinooks.
Each tribe had its favorite fishing
places, generally near some rapids
or obstruction in the stream, where
they encamped for weeks at a time
during the summer season, laying
in a supply of fish for the winter.
The methods of fishing were vari-
ous, and were adapted to local pe
culiarities. Traps, ppears, arrows,
dip-ne- ts and other means of captur
ing or killing the fish were U6ed,
and in the shallow waters near the
eource ol the streams, "driving"
was often resorted to. By this is
meant that tho Indians formed a lino
and waded out iulo the water, grad-

ually closing in toward the shore in
the form of an arch aud driving the
fish in a confuted heap into a buiall
frpace, whero they wero caught iu
tho hands aud thrown upon the
bank.
