City Debt Reduced.

The fiseal vear of the eity finan-
s l'llilt‘[] il I"t']!. '.’H'lll, Illl.ll tlll'
Comptroller’s report shows a balunee
in favor of the city to the amount
cof 88,3885.08.  To that balance we
| understand there is to be added the
amonnt derived from liguor tax, the
receipts from delinguent tax sales,
licenses, ete.. which would make the
balance in favor of the city amount
to at least $12,000,  In other words,
the expenditures of the Commen
Couneil are about twelve thousand
dollars less than the city's income,
and the floating debt will be redue-
ed that amount. The funds that
come ont with the balances are the
contingent, fire and police, the
amount of which is R12,783.82,
The highway fund is overdrawn
£1,00343, and the cemetery fund
$331.41. The balance in favor of
the city is therefore 88.388.98, as
the |iii{‘rr.'lu't- between the amount
appropriated and the orders drawn
during the year. The Aldermen
have done well and have largely re-
duced the floating debt of the eity.

In a few weeks the Democratic
city convention will be held, to
place in nomination candidates for
city officers. The officers to be
chosen at the eleetion on the 3d of
next month are Comptroller, Re-
corder, six Supervisors, six Alder-
men, Members of the Board of Ed-
veation and six Constables. The
election of the city officers, Alder-
men, Supervisors and Members of
the Board of Education, is of great-
er importance to the people of Al-
pena than in any past year, owing
to the peculiar position at present.

His
election showed his extreme popu-
larity, for in 1872 the district went
Republican by 6,000, and he earried
it, two years later, by 1,700, He
ran again in 1876, but this was the
hot year of the Tilden and Hayes
campuaign. und he was defeated with
Lthe other Democrats.  He was ap-
pointed to fill Chief Justice Morse's
pliace when the latter resigned from
the bench to make a race for the
governorship, and held that posi-
tion ably until Jannary 1.  He has
been a grand master of Masons for
the state.

HENRY A. HARMON,

Henry A. Harmon was born in
Baratoga county, N. Y., in 1847
He graduated from Union College
in 1868 und the same year came to
Detroit. He studied law here with
Newberry, Pond & Brown, and was
admitted to the bar in 1870, He
has been a member of the school
board three different times, serving
in that capacity altogether six years,
He is now a member of the library
hoard.

ROBERT E. BUNKER,

Robert E. Bunker was born in
Jackson county in 1848, He 1-
uated from the University of Mich-
igan in 1872, For several years he
devoted himself to school work and
was superintendent of schools at
St. Johns and Muskegon. He went
back to Ann Arbor to take the law
course in 1879, and was admitted to
the bar the same year. He grado-
ated from the law course in 1880,
and at once took up his residence
in Muskegon, where he has lived
ever since, He has been a member
of the Board of Education at Mus-
kegon since 1880, In 1884 he was
a candidate for state Senator, but
was defeated.

Crinoline to Be or Not to Be.

Mr. George M. Becker, Domocratio
member from Hennepin county, in which
Minneapolis is situated, caused » sensa-
tion In the Minnesota Legislature, on Feb.

See, I It shall be unlawful for any
sorson to manufacture or sell, or to offer
ot sale, or use, or permit to manufncture,
galo or use of any hoopskirt, or hoop-

skirts, or anything like thereunto, within
the limits of Minnesota.

See. 11, Any person violating this nct,
or In any way ussisting the violation of
any provision of this act shall be punish.
od by a flne of not less than &6 nor more
than 225 for each offense, and shall be
imprisoned in the county jall for a period
not excesding thirty days.

Wuerras, It haviog come Lo our kuow-
ledge that certaln persons claliming to
ropresent the Interests of Alpenn, have
prevalled upon Representative Blakley
to Introduce a bill contalning certain
amendments to the charter of this city,
among which I8 ono that reduces the
number of wards In the clty from six
down to four, and another 18 an smend-
ment that has the effect to remove from
offics our entive Board of Pollice Com-
missloners and creating a new  boand,
naming the members thereof In the Lill,
and providing that the term of one mem-
ber of the Im{u\l explre ocach year, and
his succossors bo elected by the people,
and still another Is to reduce the term of
our Mayor's office from two to one year;
therslore,

Jlewlved, That we most earnestly but
respectfully protest against the changes
above referred to, believing us we lrmly
do, and as every true American eltlzen
should, In the prinelple of “‘local soll-
overnment" leaving every city aml vil-
age In our State the Inhervent vight to
munage its own local affairs In its own
way, subject of course to the constitution
of the United Btates and of this Btate.
We thercfore enter our protest against
the proposod changes, for the following
ronsons:

First. Wo belleve that reducing the
number of wards from six to four would
bhave the effect to give the Impression
throughout the country that our city was
on the decline and shrinking in populn-
tion and business enterprise, and thereby
prove lnjlurioms to the future growth, and
greatly detract from the good ropmtation
that our young and thriving moetropolis
of :mrthcru Michigan has gained in the
ust.

SBevoml. We lhave o population of
anbout 15,500 poople, which would make,
with four wards about 4,000 to sach ward,
cach ward large enough for o city in and
of itsell; and owing to tho very large
registration list, if you passed tho pro-
posod change It would require that each
ward be sub-divided luto two and somoe
of them threo voling precinets, which
would involve more expense to the eity
In conduocting elections, ete., than now.
With four wards the bill provides for the
suno number of ward officors, ns whilo it
reduces the numberof Aldermoen to elght,
it at the same time lnereases the mem-
bors of the Board of Education from six
to elght; nud so also with the number of
Supervisors which It Incroases to eight,
thereby making twenty four ward offfcers,
iust the same as now, which would not
ossen the expense in that regard, but on
the whole would be greatly increased by
the pre r}nu&nl chungoes,

Third. Wo therefore bolieve that ¢
interests of the ity and tho taxpay ors
thereof are bolter subsorved and yetter
protected with our present council of 12
Aldormen than a lessor number, ng the
authors or promoters of any schome
would flnd it more difficult to secure the
necoraplishment of their purposes with u
council of twelve than a council of eight.

We would also represent that our eitl-
zons gencrally, of all rm'lluﬂ. ure well
satisfled with the pumber of wanls as
they now are, and bolleve It would be for
the best Interests of all concerned to allow
them to romain without any change,

We are also opposed to any change lu
the manner of appointing our Polico
Commissioners.  Our present systom pro.
vides for their appolntmonn by the Mayor,
subject to the approval by the Council,
which takes the polico department and
its managemont out of the hands of the
ward politicians, and thercby seeures hat-
tor and more officient sorvice than If they
wore obliged to court favors with wurid
heelers to seoure their election. Wo be-
lieve that this has been the experience of
all cities in the management of their police
departinent, Our present board 18 com-
posed of good, respectable cltizens, selee-
ted solely for their ullar fitness for
the position. They have brought the
department under the strictest dicipline,
and havo selected and compiled a codo of
rules for their government which arc rig-
Idly onforoed and have the tendency to
make our polioe department very efficient
and strictly non Isan, as evidenced by
rule 34, which is strictly enforced, and
roads as follows:

“84. No one will be appointed on
the Police for his religious or politi-
cal opinions, and officors  will avold
all religious or political discussions
In the station houses or oclsewhere
while on duty: they should not interfero
or makoe use of the influence of their
office in elections, but may quietly
exercise the right of suffrage as other
eltizens; and no member of the Pollce
Foreo will be permitted to be a delegate
or representative to or moember of any
political or partisn convention, whose
purpose is the nomination of any candi-
date or candidates to any politi office.
He shall not take part in any convention
held for the nomination of any candidate
for any such ofice."” 1

Under thelr management our city s

now one of the best governed n the pollee
dopartment of any city in the State, as
everything 18 quiet and orderly, and the
lives and property of our ecitizens are
safoly guarded and well protected at all
time.  Our peoplo are well satisflod and
fool secure with the present managemoent,
and would depreciate and respectfully
sondemn the proposed changes st this
time, believing that our eity should be
consulted In the managomont of its own
affairs,
Wao are nlso tremendously opposed to
shortenlng the term of the Mayor's office
In our city to ono year, ns wo boelleve
such a chango would bo detrimental to the
bust Intorests of our city government,
The term of two years Is quite satisfac-
tory to all and works well as It now is,
for the reason that it glves us botter ser.
vice.  Our present city oflicials, or all the
principal _ones, hold thelr ofee for two
ears. The Mayor anfl Treasurer are
olocted at the same clection for two years;
and at the next succocding annual elec-
ton the Comptrollor and Recorder ure
oleoted. These two yoar torms, and the
system of alternation gives us the bene-
fit of having two experionced officers hold
over each , thereby giving our city
overnment the benefit of r exper-
enco In the We thereforo trust the
term of our ot be allowed to remaln
atl two yoars.
