Low Voica Shows Eefinemnt.
Man inherited from his immedi-

ate ancestors, the apes and monkeys,
a voicie of considerable altitude, "in
which the lower tones were almost
unknown. The monkeys chattered
to their fellows from tree to tree in
shrill head tones, the natural vocal
expression of a weak and timid race,
in whose physical formation the
head had begun to hold an import-
ant place.

whose voices have never been sub-
jected to discipline.

The voices of country people
accustomed to magnificent distances
and conversation at long range
are, if not keyed higher, oftener
used in the upper ranges than those
of city people who feel obliged by
the necessity of good breeding to
moderate their tones.

Postage Stamps Are Very Modern.

The man who has the mania for
collecting postage stamps is known
technically as a philatelist. Phila-
tely was much ridiculed iu its early
days, and is still, both by the press
and those nt acquainted witn its
value.

Postage htamps, as but few are
aware, are of recent invention, and
it is only since 1810 that Icttcra
have been stamped, With the ad-

vent of the postage itamp, rates
were greatly lowered. Before that,
in England, the charge for sending
a letter the shortest distance was
sixpence, but with the introduction
of the stamp it fell to a penny.
The introduction of the postal sys-
tem as it at present exists in nearly
every country on the globe, is cred-
ited to Great Britain, which in 1840
issued covers and envelopes to pre-
pay letters all over the kingdom.
This plan was adopted through the
exertions of James Chalmers, al-

though the honor has long been
given to Sir Rowland Hill.

The first country to follow was
Brazil. In 1812 a set of three
stamps was issued, consisting of
three large numerals denoting the
value printed in black. Then came
the cantons of Switzerland and Fin-

land with envelopes which to-d-

are very rare; next came Russia.
United States, France, Belgium,
Spain, Bavaria, and other countries
followed in the train, until at the
present time there is scarcelv a por-
tion of the globe inhabited hy civil-

ized people that has not a postal
svstem.
