the middle of October. A much
larger percentage than usual was
sowed the early part of October.

The area eowed this year com-
pared with acreage sowed in 1802
is estimated as follows: - Southern
counties, 75 percent; central coun-
ties, 77 percent; northern counties,
01 per cent, and state, 77 per cent.
The reduction in area here indicated
is not greater than it was reasona-
ble to expect, and is duo in part to
low price, and in part to the dry
weather.

Wheat is doing fairly well. It
is small because late sowed, but it
is yet growing, and but little dam-
age has been done by insects. Less
thana dozen correspondents in the
southern counties report damage
by insects. Compared with vitality
and growth of average years - the
average condition is as follows:
Southern counties, 88 per cent;
central, 00 per cent; northern, 98
per cent, and state 89 per cent.
The per cent for the southern coun-
ties is the same as in 1891, but five
points above the condition Novem-
ber 1, 1892.

The total number of bushels of
wheat marketed in October is 1,
127,516. The number of bushels
reported marketed in the three
months August, September and
October, is 4,654,020, which is 787,-11- 7

bushels less than reported
marketed in the same months last
year.

Corn in the southern counties is
estimated to yield 44 bushels of ears
per acre, in the central 54, the
northern 61, and the state 47. The
average yield of corn in the state
for a long series of years is about
50 bushels of ears.

The acreage of clover seed har-
vested in the southern counties is
about two-third- s, and in the state
seven-tent- hs of an average. The
yield in the southern counties is
1.12 bushels, in the central 1.47
bushels, and in the state 1.20 bush-
els per acre. The yield of the
small, or June clover, is very light,
but the mammoth jields fairly well.

Potatoes are estimated to yield as
follows: Southern counties, 54 per
cent; central, 62 per cent; north-
ern, 68 per cent, and state, 57 per
cent, of an average crop.

The condition of live stock is
rather below the condition one year
ago, the averages however, are all
above 90 per cent.

The statistics of land in farms in
May of this year, as shown by re-

turns made by supervisors, are as
follows: Total number of farms
in the State, 141,235; acres of im-

proved land, 8,306,022; acres of un-
improved land, 4,347,877; average
size of farms, 90.02 acres.

The statistics of wheat, corn and
oats raised in "1892 and acres of
wheat in 1893, as shown, bv the
farm statistics, are as follows:
Acres of wheat, 1892, 1,622,244;
bushels, 25,284,190; yield per acre,
15.59 bushels.. Acres of wheat in
May 1893, 1,582,127.

As a rule, 1893 has been marked by
shipwrecks, cyclones, railroad dis-

asters and general depression, and
election followed in the same wake.

The Democracy of the country
has been too long in existence with
stood too many more significant
defeats in the vears cone by to- w

be much worried over the Republican
victories of last week's elections. We
may meet temporary defeat, only
to rise and fitrht the harder for
right.

The report for September from
the Bureau of Statistics of the
Treasury Department continues to
tell the story of our lessened trade
in consequence of Mchinleyism
During the month our imports
free and dutiable, amounted to $46,
803.590. aerainst S07.4li0.002 in
September, 1892 a falling off of
$21,162,472. For the nine month
ending with September 30, the im
ports were $625,331,972, against
$636,100,009 for the corresponding
month of 1892, a falling off of
nearly eleven millions. Our ex
ports for September were in ex
cess of the' exports of September
year ago; but for the nine months
they were $66,958,409 less than for
the corresponding month of 1892
Here is a total falling off in trade in
nine months of nearly $78,000,000

There will be no chancre in the
political complexion of the United
States senate as a result of last
week's elections.

The terms of the Senators Wil
son, of Iowa, Republican; Hunton,
Virginia, and Lindsay, Kentucky,
Democrats, expire. The legisla
tures elected will choose men of
the same political tendencies as
their successors.

At the present the United States
senate consists of forty-thre- e Dem
ocrats, thirty-nin- e Republicans,
three Populists and three vacancies
the states of Montana, Washing
ton and Wyoming having but one
senator each, owing to the failure
of the legislatures to elect and the
decision of the United States senate
that the governors could not ap
point to fill the vacancies.

The November "elections resulted
in the Republicans carrying, by
large majorities, the states of Ohio,
Massachusetts, Iowa, and New
i one. lhe officers elected were
mostly local and have but little ef
fect on national affairs. At De
troit the Democrats elected their
candidate for Congressman, and in
dicates that Michigan Democrats
are still firm in their belief that a
reduction of the tariff taxes would
prove beneficial, as the recent panic
has showed Democrats the bad ef
fect of the McEinley tariff law. In
Virginia and Kentucky the Demo
crats wero successful. The Repub
lican victory in New York was
owing to a great extent to the re
volt of thousands of Democrats,
who voted for Republican candi
dates in order to condemn the ring
methods by which unworthy can-

didates had been nominated on the
Democratic ticket. We consider
the recent elections have but very
little significance as far as regards
national questions, and they will
not affect Congressional action to
any great extent. The tariff taxes
will bo reduced.

Secretary Gresham reports that
the Hawaiian Government was
overthrown by the United States,
and holds that it should be restored
by the United States as an act of
simple justice. If these are the
facts and that is to bo the outcome,
was ever a mighty nation put in a
more humiliating position than
this has been placed in by the
astounding action of Minister Stev
ens? If the greatest of republics
finds itself in a position from which
it cannot extricate itself honorably
without using its power to restore
a puny barnacle of royalty to a
grimcrack throne, how infamous
was the conduct of the republic's
representatives who abused their
prerogatives to put it in such a po
sition, by entering into a plot with
rapacious aliens to overawe and rob
a weak people of their institutions
and their fatherland! In this light
the Hawaiian incident is not only
the most shameful page in the re-

cord of the late administration, but
it is one of the blackest which
darkens our whole national history.

It
may be but a temporary reverse, if
the defeated party heeds its admon
ition and acts with greater wisdom
in the future. To do this, they
must rally more than ever about
their President, and be mindful of
the reasonable requirements of the
business of the country. If they
fail to do this, other defeats await
them, and defeats not as easily re
covered from as this may be.

Nation's Library.
The process of gilding the dome

of the congressional library build
ing has progressed far enough to
indicate that when completed this
golden dome will one of the most
conspicuous and beautiful objects
in Washington. There are not
many gilded domes in the world
The Hotel des Invalides in Paris
the Connecticut state house at
Hartford, and - the Massachusetts
state house at Boston, are the best
known. The dome of the new
library building is larger than any
of these twro-thir- ds larger, it is
estimated, than the famous dome
of the state house in Boston
There is a total surface of 10,000
square feet to be gilded. More gold
will be used on this dome than any
other in the world. This is ap
propriate to the new library build
ing, as the structure will be the
largest of its kind, covering no
fewer than four acres. The con
tract for the granite alone was $1,
250,000, the largest contract for
stone ever awarded at a single time
The building will not be completed
for four years. When finished it
will have a capacity, according to
the calculations of Librarian Spof-

ford, to accommodate all the books of
the world for 100 years to come
and still leave seven-eight- hs of its
available space applicable for other
purposes. The rotunda is 140 feet
in diameter 44 feet greater than
the rotunda of the capitol. It will
be finished in marble from floor to
ceiling and will surpass the famous
reading room of the British mu
seum. Ex.

Assessment Insurance.
Members of fraternal, or assess

ment insurance companies through
out the country will be interested
in the forth-comi- ng annual session
in Chicago of the national frater
nal congress, which is composed of
the supreme officers and delegates
of all secret organizations having
an insurance feature. Since the
beginning of the year the mortality
among some of these organizations,
despite the fact that no epidemic or
unusual sickness has prevailed, has
obtained extraordinary dimensions,
and in one organization at least,
which boasts of a large member
ship, no less than six double assess
ments have been made during the
spring, the death list having been
heavier than during the terrible
epidemic of la grippe. Consider
able of this mortality, moreover,
has been among members of com
paratively recent connection with
the organization, decided irregular- -
ty or carelessness in the matter of

expert medical explanations being
thus apparently demonstrated.
There is considerable alarm over
these developments among the
members of different societies, who
argue that if these conditions pre-
vail in a comparatively healthy
period bankruptcy will inevitably
follow a serious epidemic, and the
conditions that have brought about
this state of affairs will be thorough- -
y ventilated at the congress. Ex.
