McKinley Wages.

Professor Bemis, of Chicago, an
authority on statistics, has been
giving his attention to the bitumin-
ous coal miner. He discovers that
the average wages of the 24,828
miners of Illinois were only $6.87 a
week: of the 19,601 Ohio miners,
£6.76; of the 53,780 bituminous
miners of Pennsylvania, $7.55, and
of the 70,660 anthracite men, #6.21.
The report of 1892 of the Ohio bu-
reau of labor statistics confirms
this, for it gives the average weekly
earnings in 1802, in that state, as
$6.77. In most states wages aver-
age about $2 a day, when the men
have work, but this is usually not
over 200 days in the year,

It will be remembered that soft
coal is protected to the extent of 75
cents per ton, and that mine owners
oppose the lower duty of the Wil-
son bill on the ground that it will
decrense wages. What better ev-
