If the coustant stimulation of
higher tariff rates could, as their
advocates claimed, have given busi-
ness larger profits und labor larger
pay, the last twenty years must
have witnessed u steady decline in
the number alike of the business
failures and labor strikes. Instead
of that, both huve gone on increas-
ing together. From 1873 to 1882,
inclusive, ten years, 74,078 failures
are recorded in this conntry. That
wins  unprecedented.  But in the
cight vears from 1883 Lo 1802 the
more appalling totul of 82,000 fail-
ures were registered. * * % %
Their number rose to very neurly
11,000 in 1800, the year of McKin-
ley's climax tariff. The next year
protection having touched the high-
est mark of all our history, the list
of insolvents touched high-water
mark, too, and 12,278 failures were
the melancholy product of the last
and greatest effort to tax the coun-
try into prosperity. And this tale
of disaster wus overstepped agnin
in 1893, after two full years of the
highest tariff ever enncted, by a
grand total of 15,5680 failures, rep-
resenting liabilities of £462,000,000.
—Baltimore Sun.

The Potters and the Tariff.

Voluntary arbitration has scored
a point in the settlement of the dif-
ficulty at the Trenton, N. J. pottery
works, says the Saginaw News.
The Trenton potters in Janury re-
duced wages from 25 to 40 per cent,
and this reduced seale was adopted
by manufacturers in Baltimore,
West Virginia and Ohio, The men
struck to the number of 15,000, and
gince then have lost in wages over
500,000, Senator Smith of New
Jersey was called upon to arhitrate,
and his efforts have met with sue-
cess,  Under the terms of the agree-
ment the strikers accept a reduction
of 124 per cent, which is something
of u victory for them in view of
the original reductions made.

But there is a lesson to be drawn
from this besides the evidence of the
efficency of voluntary arbitration.
The settlement of this trouble
should haye been made weeks ago,
and would have been had not the
pottery manunfacturers been run-
ning a trust, which gave average
profits of 22% per cent, for the three
years prior to 1801, and since then
profits of 294 per cent. Tn $100
worth of pottery the lubor cost is
$45.08 and the tarilf is %60, The
Wilson bill, imposing duties of 85
and 40 per cent, the rate McKinley
defended in the Wood bill of 1878,
is not what the manufacturers
wanted, They were permitted to
make their own schedule in the Me-
Kinley bill, and there has never been
any pretense at a taviff equal to the
difference of wages hetween this
conntry and abroad.  And they
wanted the same subsidy advan-
tages in the present revision. But
the fact is notorious that while pro-
fits have gone up the potters’ wages
have gone down by reduction,

It is no wonder that the pottery
workers are beginning to insist that
they should have a fraction of the
tariff protection.

Let Labor Stop and Reason,

A new gospel has suddenly found
hordes of disciples in this land of
freedom and enlightenment, says the
Free DPress. Its  fenels set at
naught wmany principles that have
withstood the test of ages and made
possible the way to the world's pres-
ent advanced stage of civilization.
While it professedly rests on a deep,
broad basis of human sympathy, its
practical workings tend to increase
the suffering and retard the general
prosperity of the race. Though
springing from a soil consecrated to
liberty it centralizes power in a de-
gree unparalleled outside the do-
main of an absolute monarchy, It
vests in a single man the authority
to stay the hands of thousands upon
thousands of those who live by the
swent of the brow, and consign
them to a helpless period of en-
forced idleness.

This remarkable creed says that
it a bricklayer employed in New
York takes nmbrage at his employ-
er und induees his fellow-bricklay-
ers to join him in stopping work,
then the man who holds the desti-
nies of hundreds of thousands of
honest toilers in the hollow of his
hand wmay say to the contented
blacksmiths in Seattle, the prosper-
ous wugicians at Newport, the ci-
garmakers at New Orleans, the
struggling miners in West Virginia,
and the railrond men all over the
country, that they must for an in-
definite period forfeit the incomes
upon which they and those dear to
them are dependent. They must

forego the aggregated millions they

are making, disgracefully desert
kind and considerate employers,
violate their contracts and sit with
folded hands in the grim shadows
of poverty until the bricklayers of

Gotham reach some kind of a settle-

ment of their difficulty.
It is an old-fashioned idea that

unremitting toil finds the way to

rosperity and success, but this

way entirely different. Even in a
time when depression is universal,

when the business of thousands of |
employers is tottering :mu the
vorge of ruin, when man rers
are running at a loss either through

consideration for labor or with a
hope of better times near at hand,
when millions are offering labor for
which there is no market, when rail-
roads which pay st all are not pay-
ing more than 2 per cent, when pro-
ducts are as cheap as they huve been
at any time doring the century,
when a dollar earned will go four
times ng fur as it would m the doys
of artificial prosperity that followed
the war, the imperial hend of u
labor combine orders o strike and
millions are deducted from the
enrnings of those who find it so
difficult to lay by for the proverbial
rainy duy if they fuil to put in full
time at their employment.

Time and time again has labor
thus sapped the strength which its
leaders profess to be  developing.
If the workmen of this country are
serfs and slaves, as the walking
delegate assures them they are, they
ure voluntary serfs and slaves who
bow tu the galling yoke imposed by
As blind wdher-
euts to an autocrney that has no
proper place in our modern history,
they ure demanding a broader liber-
ty. Proud of their individual sov-
ereignty a8 American citizens, they
transfer their individuahty to the
custody of one man, whose man-
dute iz as irrevoeable as that of des-
tiny. They seek to gain wealth by
snerificing it.  Their sympathy does
not extend to suffering workmen
who do not endorse their peculiar
creed, for these commit an offense
if they seek the employment that
men of the combination desert, It
is passing strange ab this age of the
world that each of a million Ameri-
can citizens will surrender the ex-
ercise of his will to one untried and
extremely uncertain man.

Some of the baking powder companies
are operating a cunning trick upon house.
keepers in sending ecanvaseers around,
tryiog to Impose upon the unwary what
is called the fonming test,

A chemical analysis has rocently been
made of the baking powders In whose In.
terest the fraud Is being worked, and It
is found that a drug has been Introduced
which makes s froth like the syrup In
sodn water.

Pure crenm of tartar and sodn wover
produce a froth like this; but the trick Is
woll caleulated to decoive those who do
not know the action of & pure baklng
powder In producing leavening gas. If
any lady Is suffiolently interested In the
matter to prove the fraud, lot her buy at
the drug store two ounces of pure cream
of tartar and one ounce of sods, mix
them thoroughly, then put o portion in a
glass nod add water—this will reveal the
nction of a pure baking powder. Any

wier that froths or foams difforontly
rom what tho pure materials do js sure
to contnin some form of adulteration.

A bokiog powder manufactured in Chl.
cogo, nnd the opo most actively used In
humbugging the housckeepers lately, s
known to contaln albumen lnlrmluﬂ-«.i for
the special purpose of decelving the eye
in those tests. This adulteration has no
leavening power whatever; it fs a flthy
aubstanco, Ermlucml from the slaughter
houses in Chicago, and i¢ nothing more
thau decomposed blood. It 18 used sim-
iy because it makes a great show of
roth—to decelve the housokeeper.

Persons to whom this so-called tost 18
shown will do woll to be earcful, bofore
using any such powder, to ascertain the
extent of its adulteration.

Pure cream of tartar never froths in
wator; its action is to liberate leavening
gas In the dough, It Isn sclentific fact
that alum powders, and those composed
of blood albumen, aro the worst forms of
adultorated baking power. But (hese
can alwnys houllstltu{ulahwj by the froth
they give off, instead of that natural effer.
vescence which takes place with a cream
of tartar baking powder,
