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OUR COUNTY ROADS.

Persons may grow weary writing of and

discussing the question of county roads;

and the readers of the local papers may

become tired of seeing periodical articles

on the subject; but the only way to effect

a reform or get rid of an evil is to keep on

talking about it.
There can be no doubt that one of the

most serious troubles the people of Taze¬

well have to contend with is that of the

bad county ^roads. Under our present
road system they seem to grow worse in¬

stead el better. The large amount of loss

inllicted upon the tax-payers by being
compelled to tiavel over such wretched

highways, especially in winter time, can

hardly be estimated. This loss, when

added to the discomfort of driving and

riding over roads that are almost impas¬
sable, ought to make the men of property,
the tax-payers, and even the men who

gain their living by daily toil, tbiuk more

conservatively about the matter. Who is

to blame for the bad roads? The people
who refuse to be taxed sufficiently to make

good roads and keep them in repair. It

takes money to build roads and to keep
them in proper condition. There is but

one legitimate way to raise revenue for

buch purposes and that is by uniform, just
levies. Demagogs have ranted to the peo¬

ple so long about heavy, burdensome taxa¬

tion that a great majority have always
been ready to crucify any public-spirited
citizen who, for any honest reason, pro¬

posed or advised an increase of the tax

rates.
It is a sL ame ns well as a great incon¬

venience for a wealthy county like Taze¬

well to have such terrible public roads.

Every intelligent citizen will not deny this,
and everybody would like to see them bet.
ter. If there could be one continuous

good macadamized road, running from

east to west the entire length of the county,
it would soon be followed with branch
roads of like quality going into all the

neighborhoods. The county could well af¬

ford to spend from fifty to one hundred

thousand dollars to make such a road, and

the people could well afford to puy any

additional taxes that might be required to

meet the interest on a debt created for

th it purpose. We have on former occa¬

sions showed that the heaviest taxes the

property holders in the county are paying
are occasioned by being compelled to use

such bad roads. The road tax could be

doubled by the county authorities to pay

for good roads and the tax-payers would

be less burdened than they are now by
the indirect taxation imposed upon them

by the muddy, rough and badly graded
county highways.
The road taxes are not heavy, the rate

is small,'and when we take into considera¬
tion the fact that real estate is not assessed
at more than one-third its value the road

tax is really insignificant.

DEATH OF AN EMINENT DIVINE.

On Friday morning, the Gth inst., at

2:20 o'clock, Kev. Dr. Moses D. Höge, one

of Virginia's most distinguished citizens

and the most popular and well known

preacher in the South, died at his home

in Richmond, Virginia. Dr. Höge was

born the 17th of September, 1817, and
from early manhood up to a few months

prior to his death his life was an active

one. Perhaps, the history of Virginia
does not record a longer and more useful

career. Born and reared in the Old Do¬

minion, his life's work was devoted to the

advancement of the land he loved so well.

From 1S45 to the date of bis death he was

pastor of the Second Presbyterian church

at Richmond, and there never was a time

in the history of that church when its con¬

gregation would have exchanged him to

be served by any other living preacher.
He was not only popular with his own

congregation and with his branch of the

Christian church, but with all denomina¬

tions and all who ever heard or knew

him.
Dr. Höge was a man of striking person¬

al appearance, a fluent speaker, pro¬

foundly learned, forcefully eloquent, and

of charming manner. With such a man

for its pastor the church to which he min¬

istered could not but experience a contin¬

ual spiritual and temporal growth. He

drew to hear him not only the most dis¬

tinguished residents of Richmond, but

prominent men from all sections who were

visiitors in that city, having won a reputa¬
tion both national and international as a

pulpit orator.
Dr. Höge was a thorough scholar, a

brilliant writer, and true patriot. It has

been said*that during his life he addressed

more ecclesiastical bodies than any man

in America, and as editor for five years

of the Central Presbyterian he won a wide

reputation. As a chaplain in the Confed¬

erate army he showed his devotion to the

cause of the South, but at the conclusion

pf the civil war he was an earnest advo-

cate of the remove] of Motional feeling be¬

tween the North and South. In the death
of Dr. Hope his State and tht Nation have

lost one of their most useful and distin¬

guished citizens, the pulpit one of its

most brilliant orators, and the church one

of its strongest pillars.

The proposition for the Federal Gov¬

ernment to pension Confederate soldiers

can never meet with success. There are

two insurmountable difficulties in the way.

The tirst is the opposition of the Confed¬
erate veterans, who would be reluctant to

be placed in the altitude of paupers, reci¬

pients of the bounty of the Government

they tried to overthrow. The second is

the impossibility of the government of the

United States to legally givesuch pensions.
It would be entirely improper, and dan¬

gerous to set such a precedent. Those

who fought for the Confederacy and are

still loyal to the South, but who now

acknowledge allegiance to the "Stars and

Stripes" cannot but see that it would be

dangerous to the Union to take such a

step.as it would be giving, indirectly, a re¬

ward to the men who tried to destroy the

Union. The Federal Government can't

afford to take such a step,and the Confed¬
erate veterans cannot consistently consent

to become pensioners on its bounty.

Aguinaldo has billed Manila with a

manifesto in which he protests Dgainst
General Otis signing himself Military
Governor ofthe Philippines, and declar¬

ing that he returned to the Philippines on

an American ship for the sole purpose of

conquering the Spaniards and to win the

independence of the islands. It will be

remembered that this same Aguinaldo re¬

ceived a large bribe from the Spaniards to

leave the islands and never to return. He

took the bribe but lias returned, and now

..vants to Uike charge of affairs after the
Americans have driven the Spaniards out.

Maybe he is trying to get another large
sum from the Americans as an inducement

to leave. Is this the kind of man to take

charge of the welfare of eight millions of

people? Would the anti-expansionists
have the United States Government turn

the control of the Philippines over to such
an unworthy man ?

Mb. Bryan continues to declaim against
what he calls imperialism, without sug¬

gesting anything that shall be done in con¬

nection with the Ph'lippine question that

is not being done. In other words, he is

dealing with a theory and ignoring exist¬

ing conditions.

In a speech delivered before the An¬

drew Jackson League, held at theT. emout

House in Chicago on Saturday night,
Mr. Bryan said the Chicago platform will

live in history. So it will, as the most

perfect demagogic paper on which any

political party ever stood.

Bryan addressed a Jackson Club in

Chicago on Saturday night, the 7th inst.,
and Altgeld addressed a Jackson Club at

Omaha the same night. So it seems that

Bryan and Altgeld are still standing to¬

gether. They would make a good repre¬
sentative ticket for the Democracy in

WORLD OF BUSINESS.

Year Begins With the Kind of Demand

That Counts.
New York, Jan. G-.^R. G. Dun & Co.'s

Weekly Review of Trade says:
The year begins with the kind of busi¬

ness demand that counts. For months
there has been a rising demand for ma¬

terials, but now the crowning demand for
finished products begius to advance prices
in the iron and steel industry about 1 per
cent., without quotable changes in pig ex¬

cept at the East. Beams have advanced
$2 per ton; bars fi, and plates are

strong, with an Australian order for 32,000
tons refused at Chicago because the works
sue already overcrowded. Many thousand
cars are covered by orders at Pittsburg,
10,000 tons are taken for agricultural
works at Chicago, 105,000 tons rails are

taken by the Pennsylvania Company, the
Midland Railroad Company of England
has ordered twenty locomotives from the
BalJwin Works, and many other home
and foreign orders are reported. The de¬
mand has never been greater at the be¬
ginning of the year than it is now. The
wooden manufacture has a similar em¬

barrassment. While 100 quotations of
wool by Coates Brothers, of Philadelphia,
average 18.03 cents, against 20.71 a year
ago, the market is gradually yielding, be¬
cause people appreciate the magnitude of
stocks on hand, which the Boston Com¬
mercial Bulletin reports at 291,000,000
pounds, an increase in its accouut of 114,-
000,000 pounds for the year. Obviously,
this means a great movement from the
farms to millers' stocks and Eastern mar¬

kets, but prices are not low enough to en¬

courage large buying or consumption by
the manufacturers. The only heavy¬
weight goods yet opened are at reduced
prices, as had been expected, and it is still
uncertain how far the trade for the com¬

ing season may prove satisfactory.
Cotton goods are in fair demand, with

cotton at 5,S7 cents, and while nobody
can guarantee that the price will not go
lower, it is believed by competent obser¬
vers that the market for goods is so far re-

¦ieved of ac -umuiated surplus that prices
are not likely to decline materially, even

if cotton falls.
The movement of cotton thus far indi¬

cates a crop over 300,000 bales larger than
that of last year in spite of a natural dis¬
position and concerted efforts to hold it
back. As producers are not this year in
unusual need, a movement so heavy
hinders any advance in price, although
taking of spinners have been as large in
1898 as in any other year, and exports
larger than before.
The wheat movement has to sustain the

largest foreign demand movement ever

known for wheat and corn together, and
Atlantic exports of 5,314,420 bushels,
flour included, against 2,840,318 last year,
with Pacific exports of 614,833, against

872,44(> last year, would give some reason

to anticipate higher prices, were not the
Western receipts 4,101,532 bushels against
2,876,072 for the same week last year.
The wonder is that tiie foreign demand

for corn continues so heavy 3,572,512
bushels having been exported in tlie week,
against 2,954,890 in the same week last

yrar.
The country is on the lip grade, *\nd the

men who expect it to take the downward
road have yet some time to wait. There
are no indications of the reaction which
always follows a large and rapid business
recovery, and existing conditions in the
industries and in foreign trade by no

means forbid the hope (hat the increase
may continue, as it did after the revival
in 1SS7, for several years.

Exports compared with imports con¬

tinue to indicate an enormous balance in
cash ilue this country, and gold imports
begin again.

Failures for the week have been 243 in
the United States, against 322 last year,
and 24 in Canada against 32 last year.

from the ballot-l>ox, no matter what the
race and color of the individual, and we

advocate that interest with every energy
at our command. The negro leader and
agitator iu as pernicious as the white bull¬
dozer. The country's peace depends
upon the absolute suppression of both
classes.
That is the position of every Southern

white man, except some of the politicians
who wish to profit by juggling, and some

of the voters who have an idea that polili-
cal jugglery is necessary to prevent neg.o
rule. For our part, we do not believe in
cheating and jugglery, and we are not to
be caught by the infamous argument that
"the end justifies the means." We do
not believe that good can be accomplished
by evil methods, and we know that elec¬
tion frauds throughout the South since the

Great is the Chicago Platform.

The declaration of the Illinois Demo¬

cratic State Central Committee in favor of
the Chicago platform and William J.
Bryan is the first answer to the suggestion
of ex-Judge McConnell of Chicago that the
16 to 1 issue be abandoned and another
one substituted. Judge McConnell found
himself in the position of the Apostle Paul
when he preached against the idol worship
at Ephesus and all the silver and gold¬
smiths of the city tried to drown his voice
by shouting: "Great is Diana of the
Ephesians."
The Democracy can be pardoned if it

clings tenaciously to the free silver issue.
There is no other cry under which it can

rally and with that issue eliminated there
is no reason for its longer existence as a

Like the Lpbesian silveremitbs
the occupation of the Democratic leaders
would be gone if the advocacy of the free
coinage of silver at the ratio of 16 to 1
were abandoned. The proposition of ex-

Judge McConnell was that the following
be accepted as the platform on which the
Democracy should rally: "We oppose all
trusts and monopolies in order that wealth
may not gain undue advantage and that
competition shall be free and unrestrained
among the people. We oppose the single
gold standard and favor the restoration of
bimetallism regardless of the action or de¬
sires of any other nation."
The Democracy cannot be blamed for

refusing to substitute such a milk and
water declaration for the defiant utterance
of the Chicago platform. No party ever

gained anything by taking a cowardly
course, and there is no probability the
Democracy will adopt one now. They
will cling to the Chicago platform, with its
free silver and socialistic features and wait
to see if some mistake of their opponents
will not give them another issue. It
should be the purpose of the Republicans
to make sure that the Democrats are not
given an advantage in this way.

On June 1, 1833, Mr. Croker writes tor

friend from his country seat.
"The season has been the most sickly

ever known. Everybody has had the in
fluenza. as it is called, and though no

body, or very few, indeed, have died, il
seems to have disposed those who have il

to take the opportunity of dying of any
other disease they may happen to fall ir
with."
The disease seems to have established t

comparatively permanent foothold in the
British Isles at that period just as seems

to be the case now in ibis country, foi
nearly four years later, or on February S,
1837, Mr. Croker writes to another friend
from a London parish.
"Our influenza, which kills nobody,

continues eomehow to people the grave¬
yards. Last Sunday there were between
eighty and ninety funerals in the little
church near you in Regent's Park, and as

many in proportion in all the other
churches in town. In Dublin the same

day there were 1,00 burials."
So this is another illustration of the fa¬

miliar adage that there is nothing new

under the sun.

The President's Colonial Policy.

Both Cuba and the Philippines present
a situation to-day frequent enough in the
past but never before met, precisely as it
is, under the President's colonial policy.

In both the Western island and the
Eastern archipelago insurgent forces which
could not have succeeded without the aid
of the United States are in arms at the
close of the war dissatisfied with the im¬
mediate outcome of a struggle which
leaves sovereignty in one case temporarily

and in the other permanently in the hands
of tin' intervening power.

six months ago, when the London
"Times" commented upon this probable
outcome, it predicted that in due season
the Unite I Writes would he forced sum-

ruaiir i icMi-litbc f ries in whose b-

halTit liad interfered. In a like pitna-
tiou in the p.<st, and history lias many
similar precedents, this policy has been
usually followed, but it has not been
adopted by President McKinley.

Instead, with both Cuba and the Phil¬
ippines containing troops enough to crush
resistance at a word, President McKinley
has patiently sent out to adjust differences
without collision by a recognition of mut¬
ual right". In due season the officers and
men of the Cuban army will be ottered in¬
dividually, not as an organization, a sum

sufficient to aid each man in obtaining
some peaceful pursuit. An appropriation
of $3,000,000 for this purpose has already
passed the Senat'-. It will l.e paid by
American officers on u careful examina¬
tion of Cuban muster-rolls us officers and
men surrender their anus and dissolve
their military organization.
Every possible effort will be made as

this goes on to convince the comiiiotide'S
and Ihn rank and tile of the iosU'gent
army of the good faith of the United
States and its purpose in the organisation
of a Cuban govermueut to recognize, fully
and fail ly, all classes of the population
and all interests upon the island. .Mani¬
festly, if this moderate, tactful and liberal

policy succeeds President McKinley will
have won a success greater than any in
the war.

A precisely similar policy is proposed in
the Philippines. Aguinnldo and his
"republic" actually occupies and admin¬
isters a Tag.de territory on the island of
Luzon less than that of New Jersey. The

region is open to naval approach from all
sides and the troops already i:i Manila
could suppress Aguinaldo's forces in a

month's campaign. The Visayan forces
in lloilo could be disposed of in even less
lime. An English Government lacing a

like situation would strike instantly and
let insurgent claims be considered later.
English colonial history is blotted with
like brutal resorts to force, and in dealing
with au Oriental population and its lead¬
ers grave danger exists that delay, concil¬
iation and consideration for inchoate rights
will be deemed, each and all, signs ol
weakness.
But an appeal to reason and self-in¬

terest prior to a resort to force consorts

with American public opinion. The in¬

surgent leaders and troops in the Philip¬
pine Islands deserve fair recognition.
There, as in Cuba, fair payment will be
offered. The purpose of the United States
to aid in the development of the Wands,
to establish an equitable administration
and to foster the largest practicable meas¬

ure of self-government will be made clear
to the inhabitants, slow as this work must

oe in a half-savage population. Force
will only be used when all other means

have failed.
If President M< Kinley's plan and

policy succeed it will open a new chap¬
ter in civilized dealing.-! with dependent
Asiatic races. Whether it succeeds or

not. it is right. Just men will approve
and good men will support it. It has
its plain and manifest risks. They are

serious. Hut Congress should give its
adequate trial all needed aid and sup¬
port.

ORCHARD AND GARDEN.

The common cranberry is snld to be

an attractive plant when properly cul¬
tivated in pots, and can endure a good
deal of neglect which would be fatal to
other plants. It needs to be kept cool
and moist. A compost of muck and
sand is the proper material for potting
it In.
We should not allow blue grass toset

I n our orchards as it consumes too much
of the water so essential for the ma¬

turity of perfect fruit. The roots of
blue grass have been known to pene¬
trate the ground to the depth of 10 feet.

Ilnrrelintc Apples anil Pcan,
In barreling apples it is quite safe to

pile the apples as much as two inches
abovewhere thehead will fit in the chine.
If pressed down evenly there is elastic¬
ity enough In the apple skin to allow
such compression without bruising it.
If the apples are not thus pressed down
they will shrink so as to be loose in
the barrel, and will thus bruise in
handling the barrels worse thnn they
would if pressed down. Pears cannot
he thus pressed down. They are best,
packed with.a paper around each, which
will keep It from touching Its neigh¬
bor.

Apples from Tonne Tre<»n.

The first few crops of apples that a

young apple tree bears are apt to be of
iarge size, but poor keeping qualities.
The extra size is usually because the
tree is growing fast, and furnishes more
snp than the fruit set can use to the best
Advantage. Besides, in a young, viror-
ous-growing tree, though there may be
many blossoms in spring, most of
these arc drowned out, and the blossom
falls to set. This is most apt to happen
when rain comes at blossoming time.
But we have known warm, dry weather
at blossoming to cause the fruit to
set poorly, indicating that too much
snp in the shoot produced as bad an ef¬
fect as too much rain outside. If young
apple trees bear profusely and grow
fruit less than the normal size of the
variety it is well to look for evidences
of the border on the trunk as the cause.

An apple tree when full grown,
healthy and in good shape for manu¬

facturing apples has from 300,000 to 600,-

It Po.isck«cs Truly IlemnrUablc Ad-
vantnpres Over the Old-Style

Soil Benches.

Florists and those who are interested
In growing flowers can easily make a

tiled bench which possesses remarkable
cdvantages over the old soil benches,
fcr if the first cost of the tiled bench Is
from 25 per cent, to 30 per cent, greater
than the wooden bench, It is a great
deal cheaper in the end, and the results
ore more satisfactory. While the druln-
Bg9 is perfect, still the soil will not dry
ko completely as with the bench with a

wooden bottom. The benches rest on

posts placed four feet apart; the cross

pieces are two by four Inches, and the
stringers upon which the tiles rest are

also two by four inches. The tile* used

may be two or three-incli, the two-inch
being slightly preferable, but the three-
inch covers so much more space for the
;aine amount of cost that they are

much more economical. On those
benches five inches of soil is placed, as

the drainage is so rapid that this depth
can be safely used, and depth is con¬

sidered desirable where the desire Is
to make a special flat, hollow tile for
f orists' use. If made with plenty of
sand in the clay to make it porous it
would make a good bench for flowers
nnd would perhaps be more convenient
than drain tiles..Scientific American.

How to Store Vearetablea.
Vegetables In cellars may be kept

plump and fresh all winter if properly
stored, sound, unbrulsed nnd the cel¬
lar ventilated. But at best, cellars
are unhealthy places to keep roots. A
ventilator should extend from the bot¬
tom of the cellar to the top of the
house. It can be closed during very
cold spells. Keep the cellar open as

long as possible in the fall and never

allow it to become too warm, especial¬
ly in spring. A thermometer is indis-
petisible. Keep the temperature just
above the freezing point Should se¬

vere cold cause It to drop below 32 de¬
grees, hang up a lantern or put in a
