In giving hie impressions of the Trauns-
vaal erigis, he said among other things:
“he erax of the question in dispole be-
tween the Boers and the English will, af
corall, be found to be the color line. 1
have given the subject a great desl of
study, and 1 have come (o this conclusion
When England abolished slavecy in Sonth
Alviea many years ago the Boers did not
relish it at all, and although they are the
descendants of ancestors who fled from
Europe in the sixteenth century to South
Africa in order to enjoy the blessing of lib-
e-ty, still they are bitterly hostile to 1le
Enelish iden of giving the natives of South
Afiiea anyihing resembling equal political
righte.  In the Transvial every man with
a drop of colored blood in him, whether he
is three-fourths Beer or not, is required to
wear a badge with a number.  He hag ab-
solutely no standing witl: the Boers, who,
whenever they can, hold the natives in
practical slavery.

1t is the shadow of & more humane
treatment of the colored mwen of South
Africa by the English that actuates Kru-
eer inrefusing to acknowledge the suze-
yainty of Grent Britain. The English,
Seoteh, Trish and Awerieans, who prinel-
pally make up the Ontlanders, have been
used to practical liberty. In the Trans-
vaal they pay pretty nearall the taxes and
still have nothing to say about the fran-
¢liise. This has grown to be intolerable to
the Epelish, Kruger is an anomaly of
piety and prejuwdice.

HIS SINS FOUND HIM OUT.

The Checkered Carver of 2 Man Whe
Founded n Begus Diamond
Mine In Arizena,

4T gaw o reference the other day to
the great Arizona dinmond field swin-
dle, said an old jeweler to a New Or-
leans Times-Democrat man, “It was
sprung on the public just 30 years
ago, and I remember the excitement it
created. The originator of the scheme
came {rom New Orleans. He was a
brilliant man, a chemist, geologist and
natural diplomat, but he laclked moral
counterpoise. He and his associates
procured a number of uneut stones
from Holland, and ‘salted’ a canyon
in the mountain south of the Gila river,
‘Then followed the ‘discovery’ and the
organization of a company and in o
few months nearly $200,000 worth of
«toek was sold. It was several years
liefore the exaet character of the swin-
dle was developed, and by that time the
affairs of the company were so con-
fused that nobody cared to undertake a
prosecution.

“I saw the ‘professor, as he was
called, nt Ogden, Utah, in 1884, and lLie
deseribed the whaole affair with great
rlee.  Afterward he was mixed up in
two other shady enterprises. One was
4 scheme for aging whisky and the
other was o device for refining sugar
by electrieity. Doth were fakes, but
he mude a lot of money out of them, and
as usnal eseaped punishment. It was
the ald gtory, however; he went broke
in the end and died a few years ago in
the charity ward of a Chicago hospital,
A geod deal of the diamond mine stock
was tuken in New Orleans, and I dare
gay some of it is kicking around here
to this day.”

GROUPER AND PARROT FISH.

The Characteristics of One Striklng-
1y Displayed In the Tank of
the Others.

The Bermuda groupers are 5o called
on account of their habit of grouping
together. There are plenty of fishes
that on oceasions by aceident or design
may come {ogether side by side, or in
some other regular order or formation,
but there are few if any that get to-
gether ns the groupers do. In the tank
of groupers at the agquarium, says the
New York Sun, these fishes may he seen,
half a dozen or more of them at a time,
ranged along the glass at the front of
the tank, heads all to the front, and
with their bodies lapping one another
diagonally with uniform regularity.
Sometimes at feeding 1ime they stand,
or rather suspend themselvesin the wa-
ter side by side, in a uniform rank,
heads up, near the surface, and wait
there for the man with the food, whose
step they may have heard on the plat-
form back of the tanks,

tendency to group was shown in an-
other way. - Into a tank in which there
were two parrot flshes there was put
also a grouper. One of these parrot
fishes was not feeling very lively; in-
stead of swimming around it lay on the
bottom of the tank, over in one corner,
just breathing and taking things easy.
This was the grouper’s opportunity,
and it stretched itself out on the bot-
fom of the tank right alongside the par-
rot fish and us close to it as it could get,
and stayed there.
