Road Bonds Sold

The board of supervisors met on last
Thursday to receive bids for the bonds
for the construction of good roadsin
this county voted last April. The fol-
lowing bids were made:

Weil, Roth & Company on $625,000,
interest 51 per cent, premium $3,100.
They also bid on $325,000, interest 5§
per cent, premium $1,450.

The Provident Savings Bank and
Trust Company Lid on $625,000, interest
6 per cent, premium $2,100.

Davis, Bertron Company on $625,000,
interest 6§ per cent, premium $100.

Seasongood & Mayer on $625,000, in-
terest 5} per cent, at par.

John Nuveen & Company on $125,000,
interest 5 per cent, premium $2,212.50.

The firat five bida were emphatically
rejected without discussion, and checks
sccompanying bids ordered returned, as
no bid would be considered at aver 5 per
cent. The bud of John Nuveen & Com-
pany was held for further consideration.
This firm later submitted some further
concesgions in the shape of furnishing
the bonds free and foregoing the annual
interest to time of delivery and allow-
ing the bonds to be matured serially,
which made their offer sufficiently at-
tractive for the board to sccept! The
preminm they pay and the further con-
cessions mede makes the bonds sell at
& shade over 102, which is perbaps the
best realized on county bonds in this
section.

It was rather expected that this isaue
might have beensold st 44 per cent, and
in fact some negotiations have been
made along this line. If such an offer
be received it is possible that the re-
maining §500,000 will be sold at that
figure, although the probabilities are
that no more will be sold until next
year, as there is no resson to think the
market for bonds will not be as good
and with a chance that they will be bet-
ter next year. In the meanwhile the
county has enough money to start the
building of the roads, and by next year
with the experience gained, the con-
