The warring Taft and Roosevelt farces
gathered at the coliseum in Chicago on
last Tuesday at noon for the opening of
the reputlican National Conventi

murk an epoch in the annals of Ameri-
can politics. Rarely have ever the prin-
cipalsina national political convention
enterod under greater stress of feeling
than now permestes the republican
gathering in Chicago. Tha very atmos-
phere is electric with bitterness and
animosity. Thousands whko could not
obtain seats in the econvention hall

thronged the lobbies and vicinity of the |

coliseum believing a sensation of one
kind or anothcr would develop in the
big hall at any moment, but the expect-
ed did not happen. Many political vet-
erana declared it the worst crush of hu-
manity within their conventicn experi-
ences.

Delegates began arriviog at the con-
vention hall an hour before the time set
for the opening, and by noon when
Chairman Victar Rosewater rapped the
convention to order, the great suditori-

had been organized. The point was sus-
tained by the chair, and from that mo-
ment until adjournment at T:45 p. m,
there was a continual struggle between
the daring and skillful parlismentari-
&ne of the contending factions.

The only real setion taken in the con-
vention on Tuesday that in any way in-
dicated the strength of the opposing
eandidates was the election of a tempo-
rary chairman, when Elihu Root, of
New York, won over Governor F. C.
McGovern, of Wisconsin, by n vote of
568 to 502, Three were absent, two
(Root and MeGovern) did not vote,
and there were thirteen scattering
votes. This was, apparently, a Taft
vietory.

Governor Hadley later renewed his
motion Lo substitute a Roosevelt list of
deligates for the tempora.y roll made
by the national committee. An agree-
ment had previously been renched that
after this mution wae made the conven-
tion should adjourn until 11 . m. Wed-
nesday with the Hadley substitute list
the unfinished business to be taken up
immediately on convening of the con-
vention Wedneaday.

WEDNESDAY.

The Roosevelt forces met their gee-
ond defeat in the Republican National
Convention today, in a session which
had for its feature a remarkable demon-
stration of nearly an hour in honor of
Governor Hadley, of Missouri, floor
leader of the Roosevelt forces. All the
Roosevelt delegates joined the demon-
stration, while many Taft states lent
voice. This remarkable demonstration
is interpreted by many as a forerunner
of a Hadley boom for president.

Hadley led the fight on the eonven-
tion floor today to oust ninety-two eon-
tested Taft delegates and to seat the
same number of Roosevelt delegates.
The convention refused to entertsin the
motion by 664 to 510. This transferred
the fight to the committee on ereden-
tials, which will take the matter up at
noon Thursday.

The gathering of the delegates in
Chieago this week forms the fifteenth
pationsl convention held by the repub-
lican party gince its birth more than
half a century ago.

The firat convention was in Philadel-
phiain 1856, and Edwsrd D, Morgan
called it to order on Jure 17th. Robert
