EVOLUTION OF THE COUNTRY
EDITOR.

Congre88iuan Charlea B. Landis
contributed to the April number of
"Succe&ses," a very interestingarticle
on "The Kvolution of the Country
Editor." Au extract from thearticle
follows:
The country newspaper men of to¬

day really mold the sentimeut of the
republic.and have doneso for thepast
fifty years. The metropolitan news-

papers cannot succeaafully champion
auy propoaition that ineeta with the
united opposition of the country press.
Great movements either aucceed or
fail in proportion as they are advo-
cated or oppoaed by the people who
live in small towns andon farms, be¬
cause the evenings of auch people are
devoted toreadingand rellection, or
to old-fashioned visiting, which
nieans an exchangeof views and fre-
quent discussiona. In moldiug these
views, the country editor is the chief
in8trument; and, after they are mold-
ed, he ia their chief exponent, and
thaa verdicts for hiatory are made.
The metropolitan cUllj odmes to

the small town, or lo the farm, and
ia so large that it is merely scanned
.read uiostly from the headline8.
The haahatid aad father peruses it,
toasea it asich*, and it i.-* suatched up
by the danghter, aho is through with
itaasoon aa she glaiava over the faah-
ion colutnn or reada the few para-
grapha of etiquette.

"Thia is what I want," aaya the
head of the house, :ia be takes up the
country weekly. Ile loolrs over hi8
apectacles and s iys: "This home
paper isjuat likc u lelter," and then
he aettles down and reads eve. v word
in it. Ile not only reads, but also
grasps the meaning of it all; and, if
there are three or fonr men who write
for the paper, he can tell by theatamp
of individuality who wrote this ar-
ticle aud who wrote that. The peo¬
ple in the country, where there are no

large towns, are simply a largefamily
and every item in the local paper is
of interest; and, as the father reads,
he comnienta: "Henry Arnold haa
diaposed of his lower eighty," and
"Phil Leslie'a oldest boy haa married
and moved to the Wilaon place," and
'Jone8 haa been given jndgenient in
that horse caae," and "There's a fea-
tival atZion Church Saturday night,"
and so on and so forth. Then hll
wife reproves him with: "Well, then
wont he a thing in that paper of iu-
terest to me if you keep on!"
And thua it ia that the paper is-

sued once every week by the country
editor is reud in the evening in the
home, and item after item discussed
and the editorial comments make an

iiidelible inipresaion. The country
newspaper man edits the paper from
the 6tandpoint of his own home and
fireside, and consequently edita it
honestly in accordance with con-
^cience and judgement. Too many
metropoliUu papera are edited by the
business manager; the fact is, too
tnuiiv editonal writers for metropoli-
tan papers are merely clerks detailed
from the counting-room, and kuow-
lcdge of this fact discounts in ad-
vauce the editorial expreaaion of the
citypres8. The country editor lives
in anenvirontnent where there is little
temptution to niake merchandise of
his editorial opinion, and where, if
his reputation for integrity were

siicces8fully aaaailed, he would be
compclled to dispose of his paper.
The couutry newspaper man, eu-

tering, aa he does, each week, through
tlie inedium of his paper, from one
to two thousand homea, is easily the
inoat intlueutial man in the county.
If he is laeel haadad and honeat, his
power for good ia beyoud estimate; if
if he is unscrupulous, he cau do in-
calculable injury, because the readera
of hia paper are alow to attribute
questionable motives to their home
editor, and besides, political discip-
line is so perfect in the country that
whatever the party organ of the
county say8 is generally considered
law and gospel.
Country cditora are bofn, or made

only by the machiueryof experience.
One cannot be made in a day. Money
Oai make a metropolitan newspaper
man in au hour. Give a country ed¬
itor money and he will make a met¬
ropolitan newspaper successful,
while not one metropolitan newspaper
man in a thousaud could make a coun¬
try newspaper succeed. Why? Be-
canse the metropolitan newspaper
man is not adaptable to circum-
stance8.

It would not surprise a country
newspaper man were he in a single
day to be called on to suggest two
or three subjecta for kigh achool
commencement eaaays, asked to write
an obituary for a leadiug citizen, re-

quested to advise a farmer on the
matter of a lnw-suit, implored to
tender hia good offices in settliug a

dispute among friends, entreated to
quiet domestic discord in a neigh-
bor's family that threatened to ripen
iuto divorce, or waited on by the
daughterof a farmer subscriber who
is about to mirry against her father's
will aud desires the wrath of the
parent stayed. A medley like this
would drive the editor in a large city
crazy.
To anawer all of these demands

calla for not only abihty, but also
judgement, discretion, tact, common
senae, and sympathy. It requires
more genuine genius to be a success¬
ful country editor than it does tocap-
italize and successfully organize a
trust.
The country newspaper man fash-

ions the politicaof this nation. Upon
him Lincoln leaned. Oliver 1\ Mor-
ton, Indiana's great war Governor,
said a acore of times that he could
not have aaved Iudiana to theUnion
without the asaistance of the country
editor8. They were alwaya brave and
fearless. One might be aasaulted and
hia plant destroyed, but he had hi8
wounda bandaged, put in a new ou t lit,
and fought on for Lincoln and the
Union and the freedom of the slave.
The country editor uominated

Cleveland in 1892, and will nomi-
nate Bryan in 1900, and all the met¬
ropolitan newsprper8 in the country
cannot prevent it. It was through
country editora that Mr. Hanna
worked, prior to the St. Louis con¬
vention, that uominated William Mc-
Kinley; and, when the Kepublican
membera of Congress to-day show an
inclination to ar.tagonize their Chief
Executive, it is the country editor
who wirea: "Stand by the President;"
and, with the representative who has
enough senae toobey the will of the
people, that telegram ia law, for the
representative recogni'/es in the ex-

preasion of the country editor the
voice of the community in the midst
of which he livea. The country ed-
itor'a inllueuce on county politics is
paraniount. He is a delegate to

I

the State Conventiou and is gener-
ally on the Committee on Kesolu-
tions. He iusists on candidates that
will justify eulogy and a platform
that he can honestly chempion. He
iusists on doing the county printing
when his party is ia power, and he is
right about it. He not only ought
to do this work, but should be paid
a good price, for even then the OOea-
munity would remain his debtor;
for, as a matter of fact, he does
more work for which he gets no pay
and casts more bread on the water
that returns to him in the shape of
badly soaked dough than any other
mau in any other profession.

If the final e8timate of a Baaa'a
life-work is made from the stand-
point of houe8t endeavor and aalfath
devotion to the commuuity la which
he livee, I am not afraid of the linal
8core of the coimtrv editor.

TIIEY SQlEEZi:i) 1IAIU>.
The San Francisco Cull explains

how theTobacco Trust auceessfullv
worked a cold bluff on the dealers of
Los Angeles not long ago.
The method of dictation is not

limited to the Tobacco Trust, but is
a weakness aftlicting all the other
trust nionopolies. It is nothing but
a legalized "staud and deliver" i-om-

mand of the old faahioned highwav-
men. This ia the Call's story:

"I'll givc you just lifteeu minutes
tostop the sale of alloutaide tobacco,
and handle only the goods of the
American Tobacco Company," said
Herman Ileyneman, of this city, as
he faced the tobacco dealers of Los
Angeles at a nieeting in that city a
few days ago. Coolly pulling out his
watch, Heyiieman noted the time,
and laying hia time-piece on the table,
proceeded to explain his position
more fully.

" P7e want you to handle our goods,
and I haven't the time to argue the
matter with you. If you do not
agree at once to do so, all that 1 have
to say is that I have a carload of
goods here aud 35 men employed to
8ell them. If you do not agree within
15 minutes to handle our gooda ex-

clusively l'll set these men to work
and cut prices 50 per cent."
And the bluff worked. The dealers

came to time before the 15 minutes
had expired, and eutered into an

agreement to handle excluaively the
goods of the American Tobacco Com-
pany, which Ileyneman represents.
The question may be asked, could

the dealers have done otherwise, and
we answer, not except at a great loss
to themselvesand the deetructiou of
their business, because had they not
come to the trusts'a terms it would
have undersold them for a few
month8, niakiug up for the loss at
San Francisco by a raise of prices
elsewhere.

THE BItAVi: BOKB8.
In one of the London papers a war

correspondent has graphically de-
picted a scene well calculated to stir
the heart of any man. It ia as
follows:

"I saw some of these old gray-beards, shattered by our shells, dyinggrimly, with knitted browaand fierce-
ly clinched jaws; saw some of their
beardless boys aobbing their souls
out asthe lifeblood dyed theAfrican
heath.
"Those things I have seen, and in

the ears of English men and women
let me say as oue who knows and
fain would speak the plain, ungildedtruth concerning frienda and foe,

proven worthy even of hia worst
enemy'a reapect.
"And it aaeaae to me that the

British n.ttion, with its long roll of
heroicdeeds, wrought the world over,
from Africa to leeland, can well
afford to honor the aplendid braverv
and self-saonfice of these rude,
untutored toilersof the soil.

"I have seen them die."
