The capitol stock is required bythe U. S. Government to be paid in

by National Banks befoie a charter
can issue.
The Directors of National Hanks

must each own, unencumbered, at
leaat one thousand dollars of stock
before they can become directors.
They are liable to the creditors of
the bank for double the amount of
their stock.

All transactions of a National
Bank must be hy action and consent
of its directors. Their liabilitymakea them cloae scrutinizers.
The government, without warn-

ing, sends its examiners to thor-
oughly overhaul the standing and
conduct of National Banks, and
when one is found to be going be-
hind or doing business not in con-
formity with Uncle Sam's laws, the
government takes charge of the in-
stitution and refunds the money to
the depositors.
These valient facts are true of

none but National Banks.
