Need of Churches,

We need as churches to stop bom-
barding the old ironclad sinners that
have Leen proof against 20 yvears of
Christian nssault. Alas for that chureh
which lacks the spirit of evangelism,
Epending on one chandelier enough to
light®00seouls to glory and 1o one carved
pillar enough to have made a thousand
men “plllars in the house of our God
forever” and doing less good than
many a log cabin meeting house with
tallow candles stuck In wooden sockets
and a minlster who has never seen a
college and does not know the differ-
ence between Greek and Choctaw! We
need as churches to get Into sympathy
with the great outside world and let
them kpow that none are so broken
hearted or hardly bestead that they
will not be welcomed.  “No says
pome fastidions Christlan; “I don't like
to be crowded In church. Don't put
any one In my pew.”

My brother, what will you do In heav-
en? When a great multitude that no
wan can number assembles, they will
put 50 in your pew. What are thoe se-
lect few today assembled In the Chrls-
tian charches compared with the might-
er millions outside of them? Many of
the churches are like a hospital that
Ehould advertise that its patients must
have nothing worse than toothache or
“run rounds.” but no broken heads, no
crushed ankles. no fractured thighs.
Give us for treatment moderate sin-
ners, velvet coated sinners and sinners
with a gloss on. It Is as though a man
had a farm of 2,000 acres and put all
bis work on one acre. IHe may ralse
never so large ears of corn, never so
big heads of whest—he would remaln
poor. The church of God has bestow-
«d Its chief care on one acre and has
raised splendid men and women In
that small Inclosure, but the field s
the world. That memns North and
South America, Europ®, Asin and Af-
fica and all the islands of the sea. It
is us though. after a great battle, there
were left G000 wounded and dying on
the fleld and three surgeons gave all

In the accentuation say, “Come!” or
they would long ago have been In the
Fingdom. My friends, religion is el-
ther a sham or & great reality.  If it be
a sham, let us disband our churches
and Christlan associations, If it be a
reality, then great populations are on
the way to the bar of God unfitted for
the ordeal. And what are we Aoing?
Drop Religlous Technlealities,

In order to reach the multitade of
outsiders we must drop all technleali-
ties ont of our religion. When we talk
1o people about the hypostatle union
and French encyclopedianism and Erag-
tinianism and Complutensianism, we
&re lmpolitic and as little understood
as If a physlcian should talk to an or-
dinary pationt about the pericardlum
and Interccstal muscle and scorbutic
symptoms. Many of us come out of
the theological seminaries so loaded
up that we take the first ten years to
show our people how much we know
and the next ten years to get our peo-
ple to know as much as we know, and
at the end we find that neither of us
knows anything as we ought to know.
Here are hundreds of thousands of
sinning, struggilng and dylng people
who need to reallze just one thing—
that Jesus Christ came to save them
and will save them now. But we got
Into & profound aund elaborate defini-
tlon of what justification is, and after
all the work there are not, outside of
the learned professions, 10,000
who can tell what justifieation ts. 1
will read you the definitions: “‘Justifl-
catlon Is purely a forensic pet, the act
of a judge sitting In the forom, In
which the Bupreme Ruler nond Judge,
who Is accountable to none and who
alone knows the manuer in which the
ends of his universal government ean
best be obtained, reckons that which
was done by the substitute In the
same manner as If it had been done by

They had religion driven
into them with a teip hawmer; they
were surfeited with prayer meetings;:
they were stuffed and choked with cat-
echisms: they were often told that they
were the worst boys the parents ever
knew bheeanse they liked to ride down
hill better than to read Bunyan's “Pil-
grim's Progress.” Whenever father
and mother talked of religion they
drew down the corners of their mouth
and rolled up thelr eyes. If any one
thing will send a boy or girl to ruln
soouer than another, that s It If I
had such a father and mother, 1 fear 1
should have been an Infidel.
Groonds For Unbelief,

Others were tripped up to skepticism
from being  grievously wronged by
some man who professed to be o
Christlan. They bad a partner in
business who turned out to be a
first cliss scoundrel, though a pro-
fessed Christian. Many years ago they
lost all falth by what happened In an
ol company which was formed anmiad
the petroleum excltement.  The com-
pany owned no land, or, if 1t d4,
thiere was no sign of oil produeced: but
the president of the company wns a
Presbiyvterian elder and the treasurer
was an Episcopalian vestryman, and
ong directgr was a Methodist class
leader and the other Oirectors prom-
luent members of BapUst and Congre-
gatlonal churches. Clrealars were got
out telling what fabulous prospects
opened before this company. Innocent
men and women who had a little
money to luvest, and that little thelr
all, sald: *I do not know anything
about this company, but so many good
men are at the head of It that It must
be excellent., and taking stock In It
must be almost as good as joining the
church.,” 8o they bought the stock and
perbaps recelved one dividend & as to
keep them still, but after awhile they
found that the company had reorgan-
Ized and had a different presldent and
diferent treasurer and different di-
rectors. Other engagomwents or
health had caused the former officers
of the company, with many regrets, to
resign. And all that the subscribers of
that stock had to show for thelr lnvest-
ment was o beautifolly ornamented
certilicate. Sometimes that man, look-
Ing over his old papers, comes across
that certitleate, and It 1s so suggestive
that ke vows he wants none of the re-
ligion that the president and trustees
and directora ef that oil company pro-
fosred. )

Of course, thelr rejection of religlon
on such grounds wes unphilosophleal
and unwise. 1 am told that many of
the United States army desert every
year, and there are many court mar-
tlals every year. Is that anything
agalnst the United States government
that swore them In? And if a soldier
of Christ deserts Is that anything
agalnst the Christlanity which he
swore to support and defend? How do
¥You Judge of the eurrency of a coun-
try? By a counterfeit bill? Now, you
must have patience with those who
have been swindled by religious pre-
tenders. Live In the presence of others
a frank, honest, earnest Christian life,
that they may be attracted to the same
Saviour upon whom your hopes de-
pend,

Remember skeptielsm always has
some reason, good or bad, for existing.
Goethe's irreliglon started when the
news came to Germany of the earth-
quike at Lisbon Nov. 1, 1775. That
60,000 people should have perished in
thot earthquake and In the after rising
of the Tagus river so stirred his Sym-
pathles that he threw up his bellef In
the goodness of God,

Light Up Darkness.

Others have gone Into skepticlsm
from a natural persistence In asking
the reason why. They have been fear-
fully stabbed of the fatal interroga-
tlon point. There are so many things
they cannot get explalned. They can-
not understand the Trinity or how God
can be soverelgn and yet man a free
agent.  Nelther can . They say, *1
don't understand why a good God
should let sin come Into the world.”
Nelther do 1. You say, “Why was that
child started In life with such disad-
vantages, while others have all phys-
leal and mental equipment? I cannot
tell. They go out of church on Easter
morning and say, “That doctrine of the
resurrection confounded me.” So it is
to me & mystery beyond unravelment.
U understand all the processes by
which men get Into the dark. I know
them all. 1 have traveled with burn-
Ing feot that bllstered way., The first
word that children learn to utter is
generally papa or mamma. I think the
first word I cver uttered was “why.”
1 know what It Is to have a hundred
midnlghts pour thelr darkness into one
hour.

Such men are not to be scoffed at,
but kelped. Turn your back upon &
drowning man when you have the rope
with which to pull him ashore and let

There are men who would give a thou-
sand workls, if they possessed them, to
get back to the placid faith of their fa-
ithers amd mothers, and It is our place
to help them, and we may help them,
never through thelr heads, but always
through their beagts, These skepties, | 1
when brought to Jesus, will be might-
Hy effectlve, far more so than those
wihio never examined the evidences of
Christianity.

when It was hot and with hands that
many year< ago turned to dust soothed
away your pain and with volce that
vou will pever hear again, unless yon
Join her In the better country, told you
to never mind, for you would feel bet-
ter by and by, and by that dying couch
where she looked so pale and talked so
slowly, eatching her breath between
the words, and you feit an awful lone-
liness coming over your soul—by all
thnt 1 beg rou to come back and take
the same relizlon.

Agaln, there Is a ficld of usefulness
but ilttle touched, occupled by those
wha are aeiray Iin their habits.  All
northern natlons, like those of North
America and England and Scotland—

that Is, In the colder climates—are dev-
astated by sleohollsm. They take the
fire to keep up the warmth. In south-
ern countries, like Arabii and Spain,
the blood Is so warm they are not
tempted to flery liquids. The great
Roman armies never drank anything
stronger than water tinged with vine-
gar, but under our northern elimate the
temptation to heating stimulants s
most mwighty, and millions succumb.
When a man's habits g0 wrong, the
church drops him, the social circle
drop= hlm, good influences drop him—
we all drop him. Of all the men who
get off the track but few ever set on
again.

Near my summer residence there isa
life snaving station on the beach, There
are all the ropes and rockets, the hoats,
the machinery, for getting people off
shipwrecks. One summer [ saw there
15 or 20 men who were breakfasting
after having just eseaped, with thelr
lives and nothing more. Up and down
our coasts nre built these useful strue-
tures, and the mariners know it, and
they feel that If they are driven into
the breakers there will be apt from
shore to come a rescue. The churches
of God ovght to be o many life saving
statlons, not o mueh to help those who
are in smooth waters, but those who
have been shipwrecked. Come, let us
run out the lifeboats! And who will
man them?  We do not preach enongh
to speh men. We have not enough
faith in their relense.  Alas, If when
they come to hear us we are laborfous-
Iy trying to show the diference bee
tween sublapsarianiem and supralap-
sarianiam, while they have a hundred
vipers of remorse and despalr colling
around and biting their mmortal spie-
its. The church is not chiefly for good-
ish sort of men, whose proclivities are
all right and who could get to heaven
praying and singing o their own
homes. It Is on the beach to help the
drowning. Those bad enses are the
cases that God likes to take hold of.
ife ean save a big sinner as well as a
small sinner, and when a man ecalls
earnostly to God for Lelp he will go out
to dellver such a one.  1f It were neces-
sary, God would come down from the
s8ky, followed by all the artillery of
heaven and a million angels with
drawn swords. Get 100 sueh redeemed
men In your chorches, and nothing
conld stand before them, for such men
are generally warm hearted and enthu-
slastle. No formal prayers then. No
heartless singing then. No cold con-
ventionalisms then
