thing I kunow. and that is that Christ
Jesus came into the world to save sin-
pers,” And so I have notlced in the
study of God's word, and in my con-
templation of the character of God
and of the eternal world, that It Is
necessary for s to drop this part of
my beller and that part of wmy belier
as being nonesseutial, while 1 eling to
the one great doctrine that man Is a
siooer, and Christ Is bis Almighty, and
divine Saviour,

Now, I take these three or four leaves
of my theology, and 1 find that, in the
first place and dominant above a!l oth-
ers, 1s the sunshine of religion. “When
I go Into & room, 1 bave a passion for
throwing open all the shutters. That
is what I want to do this morning. We
are apt to throw so wuch of the sepul-
chral into our religion and te close ihe
shutters aud to pull down the blinds
that it is only through bere and there a
crevice that the light streams.  The re
ligion of the Lord Jesus Christ Is a re
liglon of joy indescribable and unut
terable. Wherever 1 can find a bell |
mean to riug It.
