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GIVE THE MANN BILL A SHOW.

The Richmond News Leader for
some time has been hammering away
in opposition to the Mann bill, which
is now before the Legislature, and
while conscientious in its efforts, we
believe the imagination and thought
of the writer is very much influenced
by his personal wishes in the matter,
and congequently his argument seems
to be all one way. We may be in-
fluenced just as much in the oppo-
site direction as the ANews’ writer
and fall subject to the same charge.
We suppose we would have to “ac-
knowledge the corn.”

In Mondsy’s paper the editor of
the News-Leader has nearly a col-
umn article to show that local option
had no bearing upon reducing or in-
creasing crime throughout our State,
citing the recordsof our State peniten-
tiary for the five years during which
balf the State has been under local
option, and also making comparisons
of prohibition States with that of
ours, somewhat to the detriment of
the prohibition States. We have not
the facts at hand, but we venture to
say that while the records of the
State- penitentiary practically show
8 stand-off during the last five
years, the nnmber of criminals
during almost any five years pre-
vious to that period will show
a graduoal increase from year to
year. To make our argument good
we might tarn back to the time the
penitentiary was instituted and see
that the number of criminals has
gradually increased on au average
from year to year. So that if for
the last five years the number has
been kept at a standstill, when our
Increase in population and the spread
of civilization are considered, local
option, though oniy half in force
throughout the State, must be cred-
ited with baving checked the natu-
ral increase of crime. No one ever
before attributed Maine’s stunted
growth to prohibition. Her resources
and advantages are exceedingly small,
and because other parts of the coun-
try offer much greater opportunities
to young men the State has been
depleted of progressive citizens.
Neither is it fair to make compari-
son of crime in the Carolinas any
more than it would be to take Ken-
tucky or certain portions of Texas.
The temperament of the people is
different, laws are different, and
their execntion enforced or unen-
forced as it may be.

The C1TIZEN has never advocated
prohibition and cannot say that it
desires to see this State a prohibi-
tion State, but we do wish to see
such a law as the Mann bill become
operative and the democracy of the
people given exemplification. We
know from actual experience that
local option has had a wonderful
effect as a deterrent upon crime
within our own county confines; and
if here, why not elsewhere? In this
we speak from knowledge of the
facte and not from comparisons
where the cases are not parallel.

THE bill which Senator Cromwell,
of Norfolk, has presented to regu-
lute the sale of fertilizers may be of
some little bevefit to the farmer,
but it is unnecessarily stringent upon
the manufacturer and dealer, If
carried oul the benefit to one will
uot begin to offset the injury done
to another class of our people. Un-
less special provigion is made for it
we do not see how the farmer of
Tidewater is to procare his raw fish
fertilizer on anything like the cheap
terms he now does, if, as Senator
Cromwell proposes, all goods must
contain at least eleven per cent. veg-
etable matter. Distinction should
be made between manipulated com-
mercial products and raw material;
otherwise the farmer will have to
pay more for his raw fish, which is
made the basis for so much of the
goods handled throughout Virginia,
and but for which the farmer would
have to pay u highly increased rate
for his manures.

THE question has arisen anent the
new Constitution affecting the col-
lecting of taxes. Those negroes who
were disfranchised have received in-
formation that the poll-tax cannot
be forcibly collected. Such of them

DEATH OF SENATOR LECATO.

The Friend of-firl‘ishnrmnn and
Oysterman Passes Away.

Dr. Geo. W, LeCato, State Senator

from Accomae county, and one of
the noblest and ablest of Vir-
ginia gentlemen, modest and retirin
but sincere and true to every hig
feeling, died Thursday night at New
Ford’s Hotel, where he had lived
during his attendance on the present
session of the General Assembly.
The Times Dispatch echoes the
sentiment of all who knew him in
the following: “His anxiety to be
here and to discharge his legislative
duties moved him to come to Rich-
mond when because of his feebleness,
he would better have stayed at home,
but his sense of duty was such that
no persuasions of family or friends
could induce him to remain away.
And here he fell at his post, his
work well done and a good and dis-
tinguished name well earned.”

The Senate ratified the Panama
Caval treaty. Senators Daniel, Mar-
tin, Morgan, Pettus and Teller cast
the only votes in the negative. Poor
old Senator Morgan nearly collapsed
when the fight finally ended. He
had made the fight of his life, prob-
ably his last fight, to have the
Nicaragva route selected. “I voted
against the treaty because I wanted
an American canal controlled by
Americans,” said Senator Martin.
“I thought as we were going to build
a canal at a cost of millions of dol-
lars, it should be under our absolute
control. The Panama Canal will
not be. The treaty provides that
the canal shall be policed by the
Colombian Government. This is my
chief objection to the treaty,” Sena-
tor Martin concluded, “and there
are many minor reasons.”

FISH AND OYSTER NOTES.

Old England and New England
both are having trouble over oysters
caught from waters where there are
sewage dumps,

In the New Jersey Legislature the
House has passed a bill prohibiting
fyke and pound-net fishing in the
waters of the State. This is at the
instigation of the “kid glove” hook-
and-line sports.

A combination of oyster growers
and dealers, representing invested
capital of about $3,000,000, and the
largest in the oyster trade in the
country, has been formed under the
name of the Rhode Island Growers’
Association.

The recent heavy rains have made
the water in the upper Rappahan-
vock very muddy and fresh, which,
if continued, would prove destruc-
tive to oysters. For the t two
seasons oysters have died from the
spring freshets to a great extent.

Much regret is expressed among
the leading oyster people that April
of this year is not to be taken off.
The bill shortening the season does
not become effective until July 1st
next. It is stated that the Chesa-
peake Bay is full of Jersey boats
bere after seed oysters.

SOME BILLS INTRCDUCED.

Bill toamend the “Land-Grabbers’
Act.”

Messrs. Lyell and Lawson have
introduced bills relieving the Treas-
urers of Lancaster and Middlesex of
delinguent tax bills.

Senator Cromwell, of Norfolk
county, presented a bill to amend the
law regarding the sale of fertilizers.
The bill requires manufacturers to
file with the Commissioner of Agri-
calture a guaranteed analysis of esch
brand sold in the State, ‘stating the
“sources from which the phosphoric
acid, nitrogen and potash are de-
rived.” The bill further stipulates
that no fertilizer shall be sold which
does not contain as much as 11 per
cent. of plant food. No manufac-
turer sball change the composition
for a year after registering with the
commissioner, and then not until
the comsent of the commissioner
shall have been obtained, and to pay
a fine of $25 to $200 for each offence.

OYSTER FIGHT OFF.

When House bill 95, relating to
the breaking of the Baylor oyster
survey, was reached, a substitute was
offered by Mr. Cardwell, and the
latter was engrossed, and later passed.

This action was the result of a
compromise between Mr. Jordan, the
patron, and the vyeter people.

The substitute measure reads as
follows:

1. Be it enacted by the General
Assembly of Virginia, That W. D.
Cardwell, E. C. Jordan and 8. Wil-
kins Matthews, members of the
House of Delegates and Julian
Bryant and Asa D. Watkine, mem-
bers of the Senate, be and they are
hereby created and appointed a
Special Joint Committee, and are
hereby authorized and directed to
investigate and report to the General
Assembly all the facts, as far as they
may be able to ascertain them, in
connection with the proposed leasing
out of the barren area and exhausted
oyster rocks, beds and shoals within
the Baylor Geodetic Survey; and said
Special Joint Committee is directed
to report specially:

First: How much bottom, if any,
there is within the said survey, which
was either barren at the time said
survey was made or which has
become 20 exhausted by overwork or
otherwise as not to be profitable to
be worked by the licensed tongmen
of the State authorized to work the
same, and which will not reseed itself
vaturally within three years.

How much, if any, of
such barren or exhavsted bottom is,
for any cause, worthless for planting
purposes, so that the same will not
be applied for by planters,

Third: How much, if any, of such
barren or exhausted bottom can be
leased out to planters without in-
juring or endangering the profitable
natural oyster rocks within said
survey.

Fourth: Whether or not the leas-
ing of sach barren or exhausted
bottom would be to the best interest
of all the people of the State.

Fifth: How much, if any, ground
suitable for planting pnreoaes and
which will probably be taken up by
the planters, there is outside of the
said survey.

Sixth: Any other facts which said
committee may deem useful to the
General Assemblyin determining this
question.

2. The said committee is avthor.
ized to sit daring the session of the
General Assembly, as well as daring
the vacation of the same, and may
employ one clerk and a surveyor,
should the said committee deem
either or both necessary.

3. The Auditor of Pablic Accounts
is hereby authorized to draw his war-
rant upon the treasury for the neces-
Bary expenses, ete.

4. The Board of Fisheries is hereby
authorized and directed to render the
said committee all the assistance
they can, including the use of one of
the police steamers,
