YUGlnU'S GAME LAW.
Many amendmenta have been made

to tbe gaoie law of the State, tbe
full text of which ia given below.

Section 2070 (a). 1. It shall be
unlawful to shoot at, kill or captnre
auy wild water fowl or wild turkeyat any time dnring the night in tbia
8tate, or at any time to oapture them
in traps orneta or other contrivancea,
or to uae reflectors or other lighta, or
sneak boata or artiflcial ialands in de-
tecting or capturing or ahootiog of
wild fowl or game of any kind, orto
hnnt or shoot mnskrata at nightwith a light in tbetidewater aections
of the State, or to shoot any game on
land or water in thia State with a
gun larger than au eight bore.

2. It ahall be unlawfal for any
peraon to hnnt, kill or captnre in
any manner, or bny, offer for aale, orhave in poaaeasion aay wild turkeys,pheaaanta or grouae, qnail or nar-
tndgea or woodcock eaat of the Blue
Hidge mountaina between Febrnarythe first and November the firat, andweat of the Blue Rtdge mountaina
between Deoember the thirty-firatand November the firat, or to track
any of them in anow, except wild
turkeya, or to trap or cet them at
any time, or to deatroy their neate,
egge or young at any time, or to kill,chaae or capture, orbuy, offer for
aale, or have in poaaeasion any wild
deer between January the firat and
October the firat, or to track or hnnt
them in snow, to kill or to capture,
or buy, offer for aale, or have in poa¬
aeasion, any winter water fowl be¬
tween April the firat and October the
fifteentb, or sumnier or wood ducka
between January the firat and Aug-
U8t the firat, or any rails, or mud
heda, gallinulea, plovera, aurf birda.
snipe, aand nipera, willeta, tatlers or
curlewa, between January the first
and July twentietb, or robina between
April firat and Febrnary fitteenth.

3. It ahall be unlawfal to shoot|

or otherwise hunt any wild water
fowl or any game birds protected bytbe lawa of this State later than
half an hoor after sonaet or earlier
than an half an bour before autiriae,
or to ahoot or hunt any game iu this
State on Sunday.

5. All acta or parta of acta in
conflict with thia aection are herebyrepealed, but tbe board of supervis-
ora of any county ahail have the
power to ahorten the opeu aeaaon in
their aaid county and may peimit the
shipment of wild water fowl frora
aaid county or out of the State, and
by regulations, not inconaiatent with
the .'provisioos of thia aection, mayfurther protect the game within their
Baid county.

6. Notbing in thia aection ahall
be conatrued Uj refer to tbe bird
known aeaora.
Sec 2070 (b). It shall be the

duty of the city or corporation courta
of the citiea, or the jndgea thereof in
vacation on the application of five
re8ident freeholdera of any city to
appoint two auitable peraona in auch
city aa game wardens, whoee juris-diction ahall be confined to their re-
spective citiea and where the Board
of Superviaora of any county aball
requeet tbe judge of theCircut Gourt
of aaid county ao todo, the aaid judge
shall, upon the application of five
reaident freeholdera of any magiste-
rial diatrict in aaid county appoint
one auitable peraon in such magiste-
rial diatrict aa game warden, wboae
juriadiction ahall be confined to aaid
tnagiaterial diatrict

2. The aaid wardens ahall hold
oftice for the term of four years from
tbe date of their appoiutment abd
shall qualify according to law.

3. It ahall be the duty of aaid
wardens to enforce all 8tatutes of
thia State, and of the United Sfcates,
for the protection and propagationof wild water fowl, game birda and
game animals or aong or insectivo-
rous birds. The aaid wardens ahall
have the power aud it shall be their
duty, to arrest any Deraon detected
by them in the aet of riolatiog anyof the aforeeaid lawa, or any peraon
against whom a warraut ahall have
been duly iasued upou the iuforma-
tion of any other person for such
violation.

4. Tbe aeveral cotnmanders of
tbe oyater police boata of thia Com-
monwealth are hereby conatituted
game w.irdens of this State, whose
jurisdiction aa such wardena shall
extend over the lands and watera of
this Commonwealth witbin their
aeveral juriadictiona aa commaudera.

5. Any court judge or justice
haviug jurisdiction over the offense,
if aatisbed upon affidavit that there
is reaaonable cauae to believe that
any wild water fowi, game birda,
game auimals or song or inaectivo-
rou8 birds or parta there caught,taken, killed, ahipped, or about to
be ahipped, or in transit, contrarv to
the lawa of thia State, or of the Uni-
ted Statea, are being concealed or
atored in any place, shall iaaue a
aearch warrant and cauae aearch
therefor to be made iu any auch
place.

6. All game auimals, wild water
fowla and birda, protected by law, or
parta thereof, found uuder such war¬
rant, shall be aeixed by the warden
or other officer making the aearch,and ahall be disposedof as the court,
judge or justice having jurisdiction
may direct. All guna, gunning or
hunting appliancea found in auch
aearch shall be aeized by aaid warden
or other officer, and beld aubject to
the paymen t of the tiue preacribedby law for the offense charged and
the cost of proaeciition.

7. Any peraon or peraona inter-
fering with any of the said wardens
in the diacharge of their duty, or re-
. ating lawful arreat, ahall be deemed
guilty of a niiedeaieanor, and on cou-
victiou thereof shall be tined not
leaa than five dollars nor more than
fifty dollara.

8. All fioea aud penaltiea im¬
poaed and collected under the pro^""vieions of this chapter ahall be paidto the Commonwealth, and in ad-
ditioo to aaid fines and penaltiesthere ahall be aaseaaed agaioat the
offender in every caae of convictior.
two dollara and fifty centa, and be
paid to tbe warden who shall proee-cute the conviction.

9. If any warden appointed un¬
der this aection ahail refuae or wil-
fnlly neglect to prosecnte any peraonfor violating any of its proviaions, hia
appoiatment shall be revoked, and
upon conviction ahall be fined not
exceeding twenty dollars.

10. All money paid to or collec¬
ted by clerka of courta aa huntinglicenaes ahall conatitute a fund for
the paymen t of the aaid regularlyappointed game wardena of thia
8tate, aa herein pwpiaed, an<j the
clerk ahall, after deductiug a fee of
fifty centa for iasuing such a liceuse,
on firat of April of each year, pay in
equal amounta to the aaid warden or
wardena of his county such sum aa
may be in hia hauda ariaiug from
the ittuanc* of 8uch licenaea : pro-vided no one warden shall reoeive
more from this aource than three
handred dollara m any one year.Section 2070 (c). 1. It ahall be
unlawful for any peraon not a resi-
dentof thia State, to hunt or kill wild
water fowl, wild turkeya, pheaaanta
or grouse, woodcock, partridgea,quail or other game birda, or deer,within thia State uotil he ahall havefirat aecured a hunting licenae, pro-vided, however, that the non-resident
children of resident ownera of landin this State, shall beallowed tohunt
on the lands of his parent aa tboughhe waa a reaident of thia State, audthe non-reaidont gneat of a residentland owner ahall be allowed to hunt
on the lands of his hoat aa thoughhe were a reaident of thia State,when aocompanied by aaid hoat or a
memberof hia host'a family: pro-Tided aaid hoat receive no compeusa-tion directly or indirectly from aaid
guest.

2. Upon the peraonal applicationof any non-resident to the clerk ofthe Ctrcuit Court of any county inwhich he firat begina to hunt, auchclerk ahall upon paymen t of ten dol¬
lara, iaaue to such non-resident, a
hunting licenae during the open aea-

son in thenx months next following.3. Itsball be unlawful, except ajhcreinafterprovided, toshipor traos-
port, or to cauae to be shipped or
transported, from this State, whetheralive or dead, wild water fowl, wild
turkeys, pheasants or grouae, wood-
cock, partridges, qaail or other gamebirds, or any deer or vension, killed
or captared within this State.

4. Anj persoo authorized to hont
under the laws of tbis SUte may,during the open season, take withhim out of the State, either iu his
personai poasession or as his baggage,on the same conveyance with him,not in a olosed package, but exposedto view oot exceeding thirty wild
water fowl, Qfty quail or partridges,ten pheaatnts or grouse, three wild
turkeys, one deer or plovers, snipe,saudpipen, willets, tattlers or curlew,not exceeding tweuty-tive of each or
not exceeding one hundred in the ag-gregate, Uwfully killed or captnred
by himaelf: provided the same shall
be plainljlabelledor tagged with tbe
name and address of such person;and any citizen of this State may,during the open season, sbip or have
trausported from this State, as agiftand not for marketor sale, so statiog
on the sbippitig tag, one deer dnringthe season, and uot exceeding three
wild turkeys, six pheasants, twelve
wild water fowls, eighteen partridges
or qoail; provided, that such gameshall beshipped exposed to publicview and unconcealed, and each
paroel or package shall be plainlylabelled or tagged with tbe name
and address of the donor and of the
donee, and that number of each of
such game so sbipped. This section
shall not apply to sora or rabbits or
bares.

5. It shall be deemed a violation
of this section for any person to
deliver aoy of the game herein men-
tioned toanycommon carrier or per¬
son for shipment or transportation
ont of the State.

6. Nothing in this section shall
be construed to preveut cotnnion car-
riers from carrying or transporting
any of tbe game berein meutioned in
nnbrokeo packages from beyond tbe
confines of this State through the
same to some poiot in anotber state.

7. Any person or corporationviolatingany provisionof this section
shall be gnilty of a misdemeanor and
be liable to a fine of fifty dollars for
each offense, or imprisoned in jailfor i.ot exceeding sixty days.

8. No person charged with an
offence under this sectiou shall with¬
in tbe meauing thereof be deemed a
residentof this State who shall not
have resided within tbe limits of the
State twelve mouths next precedingthe time when the alleged ofleuse
was committed, unless he shall have,bona flde taken up his resldence in
this Commonwealth.

Section 2071. If any person with¬
out the conaent of the owner or ten¬
ant, shoot, hunt, range, fish, trap or
fowl on or in the lands, waters, mill
ponds or private ponds of anotbcr,which are enclosed, or the boundaries
of which or the streams adjacent to
which constitute a lawful fence, or
on any lands, waters, mill ponds or
private ponds of another, east of the
Blue Ridge mountains, or iu the
waters on said land, he shall be
deemed guilty of a tresspass.

Section 2072. If any person shoot,hunt, range or fowl on the lands or
in the water courues comprehendedwithin the survey of any proprietorof lands in the counties of Alexan-
dria, Fuirfax, Prince William, Staf-
ford and King George, and within
five miles of navigable tidewater,without license in writing from the
owner or tenant of said lands, he
shall, besides being liable to auch
owner or tenant in an action for
damaget, foifeit to the informer
three dollars for the first offense, six
dollars .for the second offense, and
nine dollars for each succeeding of¬
fense, tbe forfeiture in each case to
be double if the offense be committed
in the night or ou Suuday; and be
shall lilcewise forfeit to tbe informer
iu each instance his boat or other
means of conveyance, his guns, dogsand all his shooting and hunting
apparatus used in the commission of
the offense, aod be liable for all costs
and expenses incurred in apprehend-ing and prosecuting him for the re-
coverj of said forfeiture.

Section 2073. Any person violat-
ing eitber of tbe two preceding sec-
tions may be arrested, and the prop-erty forfeited under the last section
may be seized with or without war-
rant by any sheriff or constable or
any game warden of the Common-
wealtb within their respeciive joris-dictions. and held toawait judgment.If the offender be acquitted, any
property seized shall be released.

Section 2074. If a person be cou-
vlcted a third time of any of the
offenst* mentioned in this chapter,the jostice rendering judgment there-
for shall reqnire him togive a recog-nizance, with sufficient surety, for
hia good behavior for a year; and if
he fail to give auch surety commithim to jail for one month, unless he
soouer give it.

Section 2078. lf any peraon ahoot
or kill a tatne deer having a bell or
oollaron ita neck he ahall pay to the
ownerthe value of auch deer.

Section 2079. lt ahall be unlaw-
ful at any time to kill or captnrethe turkey buzsard, or black buzzard,
or to kill or ship alive out of the
State the mocking bird, or kill or
capture the thrusb, gold fincb, oriole,
wren, rain crow, cardinal or red bird,wood robin, blue bird, martin, atarl-
ing, or any wild bird other than the
game birda named iu thia chapter, or
to destroy their nesta or egga, or to
pnrchaae or offer for 8ale any such
wild bird after it haa killed or
caught, provided, that nothing here-
in contained shall be conatrued to
apply to the English sparrow, greathorned owl, sharp shinned hawk,
cooper hawk, crow, crow black bird,
or rice bird.

Sec 2080. If any peraon violatea
any of the proviaiona of the precedingsectiona he shall be fined not leaa
than two dollara nor more than
twenty dollara, and impriaoned in
jail until the line is paid, but not ex-
ceediog thirty daya.

AN EXTRAVAGANT AGK.
Great complaint ia now made cou-

cerning the higu coat of living, and
there ia some ground for it. lt doee
coat more to live, it doea cost inore
for aotne of the neceesities of life,but the increaaed coat of living ia
due iu the main to our taate for lux-
ury, to our extravagance. There
never waa such a luxurious age; there
never waa auch an extravagant age.Some meu have made a great deal of
money during tbe past few yeare,and they are aetting the pace in ex-
penditores. Othtra who have uot

men are harder up with an income of
two thousand dollara a year than they
were with an income of one thousand
dollara a year, the reaeou beiug that
thpir expenditure8 grow in greaterproportiou than the increaae in in¬
come. It la almo8t invariably the
case.

Here is one of the dangers of pros-perity. We have been living at a
rapid pace; we have been going in a
whirl; we have been spending moneylike water, and tbe trouble is that in
doing so, we have been falling into
luxurious babita and cultivating ex-
pensive tastes.
This prosperity must eome to an

end by and by, and many men will
bave to eome down to hard pan.Those who have been sensible enougbto see it and to invest their earuingsin good property will be ready for
tbe hard times, but those who have
wasted their substauce in riotous
living, wbo bave fonned a taste for
luxuries, will be worse off than they
were before, aud those who have goneinto debt will be in a bad state sure
enougb.. Times-Dispatch.
