“PORT ARTHUR MY TOMB.”

50 WIRES BRAVE GENERAL STOESSEL.

Rains Stop Fighting in The North, But Port Arthur
Is Winning a Place in History.

THE GREYHOUND “NOVIK" AND WHOLE CREW PERISH IN FEARFUL
MIDNIGHT FIGHT.

TROUBLE

The rainy season in Manchuria is
uear its close, the last fearful rains,
it 18 believed, having fallen.

The most familiar term in Russian |
army and naval circles just now is|
thie: “I regretski to reportski.”

They are cracker-Japs, aren’t
they? Well, reckon we can feed

The Japanese “My Country, 'Tis
of Thee,” runs as followe:

“Kimi ga yo wa,

Chilyo ni yachiye ni,

Sazare ishi no;

Iwao 1o narite
Kouko no musu msade.”

Now sing it.

Mutsuhito, Emperor of Japan, is
entitied to & high rank among the
rulers of nations, for no living mon-
arch has been more fortunate than
he, and few monarchs in all history
have been so successful in guiding
the destinies of a State. Years ago
he voluntarily gave up the power of
a despot and gave his people a von-
stitutional government. Although
an absolute monarch he loved qivil
liberty, and his abdication of auto-
cratic rule has no parallel in history.
His is the oldest reigning hounse in
the world, he having come in direct
descent from the founder who reigned
seven hundred years before there was

u Pope.

The Chunchuses, or Chinese
bandits, near Mukden, number
10,000 men. These men are in the

employ of the Japanese. There are
many Jupanese officers among these
forces, who are used to harass the
Russians. During the visit of
American officers the bandits brought
in the heads of five Cossacks on
pikes. The Chunchuees pride them-
selves on their horsemanship, and
the visiting oflicers owe their welcome
among them to some West Point
riding tricks showed them by Capt.
Boyd, of our army.

A striking incident of the naval
engagement of August 10th, 1n which
Russian Admiral Withoft was killed
and his ship Czarevitch sunk, was
the surrounding of the battleship
Retvizan by Japanese torpedo boats,
the other Russian vessels having
gone to the assistance of the Caure-
vitch,  The Retvizan desperately
attempted to break through the line,
and tried to ram a cruiser which
appeared, but she was fairly blown
out of her course by a hail of shells
from the cruisers, which began now
participation in the conflict. Every
officer of the Czarevitch was either
killed or wounded.

WITH KUROPATKIN.

The Japanese army in the North
is quietly watching Kuropatkin as
would a cat & trapped and wounded
mouse. Kuroki bhas sent a portion
of his army to assist in storming
Port Arthur, and yntil Arthur's full
is announced the Japanese strategist
will probably make no move against
the Russians. Kuropatkin has ounly
the northern outlet to escape through;
on the East and South are the Jups
and on the West is Chinese territory
with a scowling Chinese urmy to
harass him should he violate inter-
national Jaw and march across
neutral territory. Russia’s great
General—who,. by-the-way, plead
with his autocratic master uot to
undertske hostilities with Japan
until better prepared—is in a peril-
ous situation, but military students
expect any moment to hear of his
falling upon his pursuers and trying
issue with them while their forces
are weakened from the several divis-
ions being sent to Port Arthur, and
not waiting until the southern Japu-
nege army can join Kurokiafter Port
Arthur’s fall. However he may act
hia chances are desperate. He can-
uot well take up his line of retreat,
for as soon as he moves from his
fortifications the Japanese, which
outnumber him, will fail upon
him while unprotected. So what is
most galling to so gallaut a spirit
Kuropatkin must sit and watch the
meshes close around him with only a
faint glimmer of hope that Port
Arthur will hold out long enough
for St. Petersburg to send reinforce-
ments to Mukden. Unless reinforce-
ments reach him there is hardly any
doubt that Russis’s great Gen-
eral and the flower of her army will
fall & prey to the indomitable Japs,

AT KAMIMURA'S MERCY.

Before going to press last week a
dispatch announced the destruction
of the Rurik, & large Russia battle-
ship, by Admiral Kamimura’s eastern
squadron, and the escape of the fast
croisers Rossia and Gromobia. An
official dispatch from Vladivostok
shows that nearly every officer on the
armored cruisers Rossia and Gromo-
boi was either killed or wounded in
the battle. Rear Admiral Jessen
narrowly escaped the fate of Admiral
Withoft at Port Arthur. He was
standing on the bridge of the Rossia,
when it was wrecked by a shell.
The two Russian cruisers were liter-
ally riddled, their guns and engines
being partly dismantled. The escape
of the Ruesian vessels from Admiral
Kamimura’s four armored cruisers is
regarded as a wonderful piece of
lock. It is presumed that the pur-
suers of the Bussian ships did not
dare go far north, fearing that some
of the vessels of the Port Arthur
squadron would break through the
Straits of Korea,

Details of the fight between the
Russian Vladivostok squadron and
Vice-Admiral Kamimura’s vessels
are given by a Russian correspondent
as follows:
“The cruisers Rossia and Gromo-
boi, two of the survivors of our
squadron, are again in this (Vladi-
vostok) harbor after one of the most
desperate battles of modern naval
warfare. 1alf of the officers "and
40 per cent. of the men were killed
or wounded in the unequal fight.
The gallant Rurik was lost and the
Rossia and Gromoboi became almost
helpless cripples, but there is grim
satisfaction in kunowing that they
carried out their orders fighting so
88 to weaken Admiral Kamimura’s
squadron, with the object of al lowing
the Port Arthur squadron to force
the of the Koresn straits,
which had hitherto been im ble.”

of the recent naval battle in which
the Rurik was sunk, saye: “The
whole thing was an inferno. "T'he
Japanese fired melmite from their
largest guus and lyddite from the
next caliber. T'he results were terri-
fying. Itis now known the Rus-
sian gunoers failed almost entirely
to damage the Japanese ships. ltvis
felt there must be something wrong
either with the guns and ammuni-
tion or training of the men.”

The frightful execation done by
Admiral Kamimura's gunners upon
the two Russian cruisers that have
Just returned to Viadivostok seems
to indicate that the “man behind the
gun” is of more importance than the
gun itself or its platform. Ship for
ship the three leading Russian ves-
sels in the recent fight near Korea
were superior in guns, gize and armor
to the Japanese, but one of the three
was sunk and the survivors were
budly mauled and limped back to
port in an almost disabled condition.
Neither can be considered fit for
further action wuntil repairs are
made. What sarprises the world is
the fuct that the victory was won by
Jap vessels which, from the physical
point of view, were much lees capable
of offense and much more vulnerable.
The Japanese in this case it appeurs,
a8 in many others during the war,
attacked with great impetuosity suna
kept down the enemy’s fire by the
rapidity of their own shooting. “Pil-
ing in” om the Russisne with more
numerous, if inferior, ships, they got
and kept control of the situation.
But it 18 not to be supposed that the
Russians were idle all this time. If
the Japanese were not so reticent
about their caenalcies it would doubt-
less appear that their victory oost
them dear. Their “unprotected”
ships, after the action, must have
been like shambles. In fact, on sea
and land the war seems to be a
specially uncanny one,

NOVIK LOST TO RUSSIA.

The Japarese cruisers Chitose and
Tsushima defeated the Russiun
cruiser Novik, and after a running
tight forced her ashore near Korsa-
kovsk, Sakhalin lsland, 550 miles
northeast of Vladivostok, for which
port she was evidently making. ‘I'he
Novik guve the Japanese a long
chase, huving escaped from Admiral
Togo after the fight of August 10th,
when the Czarevitch was sunk and
the other Russian ehips soattered.

The Novik was the fastest vessel
in the Russisn navy and was called
the “greyhound.” Evidently injuries
received at Port Arthur prevented
her escape from the untiring Japs
who were scouring the seas tor her
and her compauion ships. The
Novik was dangerous as a commerce
destroyer.  She has been splendidly
handle, and bravely fought through-
out the war, and Japanese naval
ofticers and the public generally have
frequently expressed admiration for
the cruiser, her commander and her
crew. A severe storm occurring at
the time of the sinking of the Novik
prevented the Japanese from rescu-
ing the crew. Her complement was
334 men.

The harbor of Korsakovsk, Island
of Sakhalien, off which the battle
between the Novik and the two
vessels of Admiral Kamimura’s
squadron took place, is noted for
sunkeu rocks. It iz believed that
the Novik, driven ashore in a sinking
condition by the Japanese fire, com-
pleted her destruction by striking
one of these rocks.

For picturesqueness possibly no
naval fight in the world’s history can
compare with this. A most fearfu!
storm was raging the night of the
battle and the lurid glare of the
lightning and the peals of natur’s
thunder were accentuated by the
destructive belches from the three
gre‘yhnnnda of the eastern geag. The
awful drama was closed by & magnif-
cent ship's being literally pelted
ushore by the force of the ememy’s
bulls and crashed asunder by the
prtiless rocks on the wild coast five
hundred miles from civilization.

TROUBLE IN CHINA,

Becuuse the Russian ganboat Rye-
shitelni, which fled to Che Foo, a
port of China, would not come out
and fight or else disarm and lay up
until the war was over, & Japanese
boat went in and took her by force
and towed her to s Japanese harbor,

The Russian Minister has sent to
the Chinese Government a strong
uote charging it with complicity iu
the Ryeshitelni affuir, churging the
Chinese Commodore with cowardice
or treason, and demanding a full ex-
planation, the restoration of the
destroyer and severe punishment of
the Commodore. The Chinese (jov-
erngent has demanded from the
Jupanese the restoration of the Rye-
shitelni. Japan refuses to undo the
act, and international complications
way result, bringing China into the
war,

Britain and America insist upon
China’s remaining nentral. Further
complications, however, have arigen,
and it is feared that the world, al-
most, will yet become involved in
war. A Japanese torpedo boat
steamed into the harbor of Shaoghai,
China, cleared for action, and came
to anchor near the Russian cruiser
Askold, which is in a dock next to a
Standard Oil Company warehouse.
The American destroyer Chaungey,
which had gone out to meet the
Japanese boat, slipped in between
the latter and the Askold and an-
chored. The Chinese Taotai (or
mayor) has ordered Lhe Askold to
leave or disarm. The Russian Con-
sul flatly refuses to do either. The
matter ig being discussed by the
Powers, and their representatives at
Shaughai will be instructed.

Chinese authorities will not per-
mit farther work on the disabled
ltussian ships at Shanghai, and they
will be disarmed. The Sevastopol
is reported dumagel by a mine at
Port Arthur, and Che Foo sends out
the information that the ships in the
harbor are unable to fight.

PORT ARTHUR HANGS IN BALANCE
The long-looked-for time has
evidently come when the siege guns
of the investing Japanese armieg
are rendering the anchorages of

Russian fleet within the harbor of

Port Arthur vnsafe. It is probable
that the high-angle fire from these
Kuns was finding its way through
the protective decks and threatening
engive roows and magazines., Hence
the sudden sortie of the whole fleet
in an sttempt to reach Vladivostok
or effect a junction with the armored
cruisers from that harbor. T'he
fleeing ships were intercepted by the
Japanese, and the results the
battle were fearfully disastrous to
Russia. Not only was the attempt
to effect a junction with the Vladi-
vostok squadron frustrated, but the
Port Arthur fleet was scattered and
wany of its ships so badly crippled
that they must be stricken off the
list of effectives. The “Czarevitch”
hus fled to the neutral port of Tsing-
Tau, where she must be dismantled;
the five other battleships are reported
by Admiral Togo to huve returned,
badly damaged, to Port Arthur,
where they will be again under the
lire of the Japanese siege guns. Of
the cruisers, the “Askold” is in the
neatral port of Shanghai, badly
crippled, the Novik destroyed and
the other cruisers not yet accounted
for. The rout of the Port Arthur
fleet is complete. Immediately fol-
lowing comes news of the defeat of
the Viadivostok squadron by the
ships under Admiral Kamimurs.
The “Rurik,” of 10,940 tons, was
sunk; the “Roesia” and “Gromoboi”
fled to Viadivostok as wrecks.

The ships still at Port Arthur are
expected any moment to make
apother dush. They cannot live
beneath the rain of fire and shell
from the Japanese land batteries.
Vice-Admiral  Prince Ouktomsky
hss heen ordered, should the worst
come, to eally forth for a death
struggle, sud there is no question
that these instructions will be
carried out both in letter and spirit,
but if for any reason a final sortie
proves to be impossible the Admiral
18 to destroy his ships and to make
certain that their wreckage shall be
ubeolutely irreparable.

The etorming of Port Arthur,
which the foreign dispatches say is
progressing, is riveting all attention.
T'he brave, stubborn resistance which
General Stoessel is making is evoking
bigh praise, and are hoping almost
#gainat bope that he will be able to
hold out, iu spite of the heavy odde
againgt him. 'The Japanese forces
are within two miles of the Port on
both sides and their guns command
the entire city. Great damage has
been done by the Japanese artillery
fire, which has started blazes in
many sections of the town. The
Russians’ guns have been almost
silenced but the four hundred Japa-
uege guns keep up a continuous
roar.  According to the latest reports
received here, the Japanese are mass-
ing infantry columns at Etse on the
west aud below the Urlung forts on
the eust fur a simultaneous assaunlt,
which they propose shall be the last.
General Stoessel 18 said to have less
than 15,000 effective men with
which to meet this attack.

Japanese shells have ignited light-
ers in the docks which contained
supplies of coal, resulting in a ter-
rilic conflagration. Many of the
buildings have been demolished and
and the hospitals are crowded.

The Mikado has received from the
commander of his forces at Port
Arthur the Russian general's repl
to the Imperial demand for the sur-
render of the forces. In hie reply
Lieutenant-Generyl Stoessel expresses
his thanks for the humanitarian
offer to grant safe conduct to all
non-combatants through the Rugsian
lines. The demand to surrender
Stoessel refuses uncompromisingly
aud declares his garrison will fight
to the last man in defense of the
fortress.

The Japanese are charging, reck.
less of life, and taking the fortifica-
tions around Port Arthur one by
one. Inone attack last week they
charged over a huge mine field, when
there was a terrible explosion and
the men were blown to atoms. Itis
eatimated the Japanese had 10,000
casualties. The Japanese are said to
be driving large herds of cattle over
the Russian mines, trying to explode
them. The Ruseians in some in-
stances capture the cattle, and this
ussists their food supplies, '

Russians are compelled to at last
admit that Port Arthur must fall,
But the stolid Russian is makiog
the reckless Tap pay dearly for his
prize, not even Sevastapal or Plevns
knew such & reckless seige and de-
structior of life, Port Arthur will
stand prominently in the history of
the world henceforth,

The Japanese losses are said to
have been enormous during the
three duys’ desperate fighting, 35,000
men having been killed or wounded.
The Russisn loss is said to have
been 10,000,

The lategt advices from Port
Arthur indigate that while the Japa-
nese have captared several additional
minor forts in the vicinity of Golden
Hill, there is no immediate prospect
of taking the fortress by storm.

PORT ARTHUR TO BE HIS TOMB.

Moscow, Aug. 22.—General Stoes-
sel, commander of the Russian gar.
rison at Port Arthur, has abandoned
all hope of holding out much longer
against the persistent attacks of the
Japanese troops under (eneral Nogi.
This was shown in a private tele.
gram received today by a friend of
the Hossian general living here, The
telegram reads: *“Farewell forever,
Port Arthur will be my tomb.”

This is taken to mean that the
Japanese are dangerously near the
main fortress, and thatthe fali of
the city is now only a matter of s
few days. The recipient of the tele-
gram says that he received a letter
from the Russian general lagt week,
saying that the Japancse were mak-
ing rapid sdvances on the city,
