The one hundred and twenty-sixth
session of the Virginia Annual Confer¬
ence of the M. E. Church, South, con-
vened in Norfolk Wednesday of this
week, Bishop Alpheus W. Wilson, of
Baltimore, presiding. A number of
changes will likely occur; about twenty-
five ministers will be compelledto move
because of the time limit, and this will
necessitate other ^changes. The ques¬
tion of the relation of Randolph-Ma-
con College to the church is to be con-
sidered, and in all probability it will
claim much of the attention of the Con¬
ference. A lively session is expected.
The eighty-fifth session of the Bap¬

tist General Association of Virginia
opened in the First Baptist Church,
Richmond, today, and the indications
are that there will be a record break-
ing attendance. Over 800 delegates are

expected as well as twice that number
of visitors. The Association represents
1,010 white Baptist congregations.
Many prominent men of the denomina-
tion are to be present and important
questions will be brought to the front.
Of these the move for greater Rich¬
mond College, and the Endowment Fund
of $100,000 for that institution is one.
