OYSTERS GOOD.
Reports Agree That Com-

ing Season is to Be a
Good One.

Washington, D. C, Sept. 2..Assur-
ance of an abundant supply of whole-
some oysters during the preaent newly
opened aeason is given by Dr. H. F.
Moore, expert on oyaters and aaaistant
of the United States Burcau of Fisherie*
who returned today from an extended
and exhaustive inveatigation of the
oyater beda of Maryiand and Virginia.
'The State Koards of llealth are

ttking active intereat in the aupervision
of the beda to insure cleanlineas," aaid
Dr. Moore. ' 'and the pure food bureau of
the Department of Agriculture ia maiu-
taining strict superviaion on all inter-
state ahipment8. Many caaes of typhoid
fever are unfairly charged to the oya¬
ter. While some caaes may be traced
to the mollusk, the oyater is not res-

ponsible for as many cases of the fever
it ia credited with. Every precau-
tion is being taken, though, and the
boards of health of the several States
in the Kast are prohibiting the planting
and replanting of oyster beds in impure
waters."
The natural beds of Maryland and

Virginia are well stocked with the oys¬
ter growth and the planters of theae
States have a considerable supply of
the bivalves.

(Richmohd Tim«t Dispatch.l
The month with an "R" is here and

with it oysters. Not of the amall, lean
variety, but of the kind that generally
come at midseason. All the oysters re-
ceived yeeterday were taken from Vir¬
ginia beds. In reaturants the counter
where the bivalves are served was the
most popular. It is roughly estimated
that 500 dozen were sent in to supply
the demand.
One hotel proprietor boasts the larg-

est aale, having served more than aixty
dozen on the half shell, and an¬
other is second, with more than forty
dozen. "This will be the greatest year
the Virginia tongers have ever known,"
aaid one dealer, "as the demand will
about equal the aupply. It is almoat
impos8ible to get oysters North, and
thia will greatly increase the output
from this State. The oysters received
are of a much better grade than they
were this time last year, and in fact,
we could not complain if they do not
improve aa the season advances."
Jteports from Norfolk indicate that

the outlook ia good. Some planters
have examined their private beda, and
finding them well stocked with oyatera
of good quality, are led to hope for a

prosperous season. In addition. the
tongers expect the market to be strong,
as the "sets" in Narragansett Bay and
along I^ong Island Sound were failures
this year. The Virginia bivalves will
therefore be in demand, and ahould find
a ready market in the North.
The consensus of opinion among

dealers this year ia that the entire crop
will be from 15 to 20 per cent, better
than last year. They judge thia, how-
ever, from the favorableness of the
summer season for the growth and de-
velopment of natural rock.
Thia is pleasant news to all who are

intere8ted in the welfare of thia great
industry, and should be the occaaion of
rejoicing throughout Tidewater.

[Balliinore Amarlcan.l
It ia claimed by those throughly ac-

quainted with the business that the
present supply in the Chesapeake Bay
and its tributaries promise to be larger
and of finer quality than during last
season. as a great many medium-sized
oyster8 which were left on the beda
have had a chance to mature, and these
will constitute the principal catch of
the season. Reports from different
sections of the Bay and its rivers are
meager, but from the accounts of boat-
men there will be plenty of oysters for
the local supply and the packing houses.
The opening of the tonging season for

oysters was marked by the beginning
of work on local oyster grounds by
most of the oyatermen. Proapecta of s
large catch are excellent, while tbe dry
season haa improved the flavor of the
oyatera by allowing the water to become
salty. Pricea are low at thl» season
and moat of the oystera are csught and
bedded.

[Norfol* I.ad»rar ntapatc'h.J
Captain Tilton Conklln, one of the

largeat oyater plantera in thia aection,
aaid today that the indlcatlona polnt to
a good oyater season In Virginia ao far
aa the aupply ia concerned. The oya-
tera have had favorable weather for
early apawning, are now fattening up,
and he thinka everything pointa to a
fine year
The outlook for good prices for Vir¬

ginia oysters aeems good. They are
somewhat ahead of the Maryland oy8-
ters and just so long as the Virginia
market can keep in advance of the
large supply sent out from Baltimore
following the begjnning of "oyster
dredging," the local packera wjll dp
well. The Chesapeake oyater dredgera
deliver most of their hauls to the Baltir
rtiorw market.

ITha Waahing-U>n lleraUJ.
Virginia oyater growers and plantera

are pleesed with prospecta for the aoar
aon, which begins on Tueaday, It j*
atated that the advance ordera alreadybooked give evidence of tbe fact that
the publlc is oyater-bungry, and the
dealers are pleased with the outlook for
supplying the demand. Virginia oy»,
ter.s are, it ia reported, 8om«what fur^
ther advanced than those of Maryland
and for this reaaon the local dealera
expect that the trade will be brisk from
the start, more so than usual.
Last season Norfolk dealers were

practically barred from themore North¬
ern markets on account of the plenti-
ful crop in the Connecticut and Rhode
Jsiand beds. Consequently, they had
only the Southern and Middie Western
trade to depend upon. Hot weather in
theae localitjes contributed toward de-
creaaing the demand there, for it ia
a well known fact that the average
eonsumer will not eat oyatera unlesa the
temperature is unusually low. Warm
weather seems to destroy entirely the
taate for the bivalves.

Coupled with the speeches were some
strictures upon the Commission of
Fiaheries. 1 he tone of the press wouldlead one to believe that the Chamber of
Commerce has been so impreased bythese exparte views it will likely urgethe next Legialnture to follow them out.lt strikes me that your body could
hardly go before the Legislature forti-
fied with only one view of the greatoyster prohlem. In fairneaa to itaelf,I do not see how the Chamber ean stopits ears to the tongers' side of the ques-tion, to aay nothing of omitting views
that might have been presented by the
oyster ofticials, who shculd (and I believe
are) absolutely conservative, takingsides with neither of the extremists.

mission, and more than glad if it couldhave been at a time when Mr. Arm¬
strong waspresenting his views.

NORTB POLE_ DISCOVERED.
Amcrican the Hrst to Reach the

Covcted Goal.
The American explorer Cook, after

two yeara, on Wedneaday of last week
reached civilization and wirea the newathat hia party reached the North pole
on April21. 1908. This waa recorded in
our columns last Fridav.

This event has set all the world agog.Nothing haa so completely occupied the
public atage for many years. After
prolonged fight againat famine andfroet Dr. Fred A. Cook. of Brooklyn,has, according to his story, at last suc-
ceeded in reaching the North Pole. A
new highway, with an interesting atripof animated nature. haa at laat been
explored. Big game haunts were lo-
cated. which will delight the aportamanand extend the Eskimo horizon. I^ndha8 been diacovered, upon which restthe earth's northernmost rocks. A
triangle of 30,000 aquaremilea has been
cut out of the terrestrial unknown

Dr. Cook's narrative to the King of
Denmark and the scientists when he
landed Wednesday is reduced aa follows:
The only witnesaes I had were two

Eakimoe, certainly, but in all polar ex-
peditions observations have been made
by one man. I regard the Eakimo as
much more intelligent in finding posi-tions than the white man in the Arctic.
These people aa a rule are not absolutelyignorant. They know that the earth ia
round. They have aname for the
pole, which they call the "Bhr Nuil."
Concerning the ice around the pole,

so far aa I could see. it was slightly
more active than at one or two degreea
south. It drifted somewhat more to
the south and east. Ita general char-
acter is not very different from that at
other places. We stayed around the
pole for two days making many obser-
vations. We planted the Stars and
Stripes at the spot we believed to be
the pole. I placed a emall silk flag in a
brass cylinder with my card and the
record of the journey with the date.
The drift ice may carry the flag away,but to me that is a matter of indiffer-
ence. I should have been very glad to
have found land there.

I am quite prepared to place my ob-
servations before any geographical so-
ciety in the world. I think there is no
doubt about my obtaining authoritative
recognition. I offer my observationa to
science the aame as other men have
done, and I accept the responsibility.
As to the temperature at the pole.

it was minus 83. I took about 400
photographs. one of which shows the
American flag flying. These as yet
have not been developed.
Queationed regarding his great speed,

Dr. Cook said:
"The daily distance eovered on the

northward trip was slightly less than
fifteen miles; on the aouthward trip it
was ten miles. This ia not an abnormal
distance for Eakimos on the ice. They
often travel fifty or sixty miles with
doga. One of the greatest advantagea
of our trip was that I did not take a
famine route. We hadgame for a long
time. perhaps for a hundred milea. We
fed our dogs well throughout the winter
'n Greenland, and ran them 400 milea,
giving them fresh meat every day. Thua
we brought them to the polar zone fat
and well. We had the beat men and
the best dogs."

PEARY GETS THE POLE.
Within Fivc Days From Cook's An-

nouncement Comes News of
Another Discovery.
Strange coincident that, after four

centuries of atruggle two Americana
should announce within a week of each
other that each had reached the North
Pole.

Lieut. Peary's meaaagea on Monday
were brief: "Stars and Stripea nailed
to the North Pole"; "Have made good
atlaat"; "I have the Pole April 6"
(1909).
When he gets lower into civilization

we ahall know more of his feat.
LATER: Via Baltimore yesterday

morning:.The following meaaage was
received here Wedneaday:

Indian Harbor, Labrador (bywireleasCape Ray, N. F.), Sept. 8.-I have
nailed the Stars and Stripea to the
North Pole. This ia authoritative and
correct.
Cook'a story ahould not be taken too

seriously. The two Eskimoes who ac-
compamed say he went no diatancenorth, and not out of aight of land.
Other members of the tribe corroborate
their 8tory. Peary.

NARROW ESCAPE.
Perry Miller and brother, of Mathewa,

left Norfolk Sunday afternoon in a
gasolene boat, bound to East river.
About 7 o'clock while off York Spit the
boat it ia suppoaed atruck a trap atake
and swamped. They made a raft out
of hatches put on life preservers and
drifted with the ebb tide, which took
them to Back river. Perry reached the
ahore and went tothe light-keeper, who
went out about 150 yarda from ahore
and got the brother who waa exhuuated.
Jt waa between 12 and 1 o'clook st
night when they were reacued.

WARSMPS SALUTE MAURY.
Juat before it eteamed from Hamp-

Roads yeaterday morning, the crulaer
diviaion waa paased by the Virginia
oyater polioe boat Commodore Maury,
which waa returning from Tappahan-
nock, where a monument waa unveiled
Wednaaday. The Maury had aome
Norfolk militiamen aboard and it saluted
the crulsera.

The inter-
ment waa Saturday afternoon in the
family burying ground near Broun's
Store, in Northumberland.
On Friday raorning, August 6th, the

aoul of Mrs. B. C. Brent left its mortal
dwelling, where it had resided for 47
years, and fled to ita eternal home, and
since Sunday afternoon, August 8th.
her body has been resting quietly in
the cemetery of Bethel M. E. church.
Mrs. Brent hefore her marriage was
Miss Florence Edwards, of Illinois.
About two years ago Mr. Brent and his
family moved to Virginia, and since
that time they have made Lancaater
county their home. Mrs. Brent became
sick very suddenly and it was soon
realized by her phyaician and familythat her physical condition waa ex-
