The
deceased was born at Good Ground,
Long Island, N. Y., March, 1814. He
served in tbe Federal navy and army in
the early ».."... ;.r.d shortly after the
vnr came to Virginia and ina'igurated
the menbaden fish fertilizer industry
h. re. His ia tbe well known firm of
Beilows & Squires, of Ocrans. In-
terment will be at 2 o'uiock this
afternoon in tbe White Stone Metho¬
dist cemetery, the Odd Fellows, assist-
-tadby the Maaons, ia both of which
orders he was prominent, having charge
ol tbe service^.
