Tbe half be for
warded was ni-ely charred along (he
Inner edge. and the story would huve
beeu ui-cepii-d oy trcaxury utbVials bad
It not been tbat witbin tweiity-font
hours therv was recelved from a bauk
iu tbe aame state tbe other half of the
uote.
The theory of treaaury otm/lal* «ral'

tbat wliile more or leaa !utoxi<-at<*d ihe1
mnn had atruggled for poiaeeuakiai of
the bill witb aome one wbo had wrest-
ed balf of it from him; that the de-'
sjtoiler hud turued the hnlf Into Ihe
bank aud rcceived five dollnrs for it;

up for owhile.
Twenty-fonr hours ln'^ n hlg shlp-

ment of mutilated currenvy cnme from
a subtreasury ln the west. The offlclal
who had ordered tbe elaim beld up
asked wbetber tbere were any half
notes ip tl)is sbipnient. Ia four or
five mluuteM a clerk brougbt blm the
misslug hnlves of the tdlls the Cleve-
land man had sent tn.
Tbe attempt to defraud was plaln.

Tbe inatter was at once put into the
hands of the secret servlce division.
and a man waa sent weat to invesli
gate. Tbe man who bad made the afti
davlt confeased at once. He hnd cut
tbe bllls ln halves aud for one half
of them obtained $25. The other half
he singed and nttached to hia afhdavlt
Tbe grosa proflt of fheswindle eould
not have been more tban $2o. and for
that trifliug suin the man forfeiled his
llberty for a year and a hnlf..Wash
ington Star.

Southey'a Induatry.
Soutbey probubly deserves to rank

aa tbe most iudustrioua of autbors.
In tbe greater part of bla life be spent
fourteon bours a day in comi>ositlon.
He had slx tables iu his library. He
wrote poetry at one, history at'anoth-
er. erlticism at a thlrd, and so on with
the other subjects upon wblob he was
engaged. He once descrlbed to Mme.
de Stael the dlvlaion of his time.two
hours before breakfast for bistory. two
bours for reading after. two boura for
tbe composition of (loetry, two hours
for crlticlsni, aud so on through all bls
worklng day. -And pray, Mr. Soutb¬
