, The burning of the body and attempt to
Preak open the jail are classed as misde-
meanors, The alleged Jynchers are indictel
for murder in the first degree.

The grand-ju y report accompanying the
indietment is a document of seven or eight
pages of legal eap, anl s In substance ns

_then give an account cf the negro Thomuas

-+ Bmith's assault and robbery of Iirs. Bishop,
of his enplure and conflnement in the city
Jjall; and tell how the Judge of the Hustings
Court in order to insure a speedy trial nt
once summoned a special grand jury to In-
vestigate the crime. Notwithstanding this
alnrgg number of persons not disposed to
allow the law to take it's cours®, assembled
in froont of the jail, and staid there all day,
in a threatening attitude, To protect the
prisoner nnd sustain the law, Muyor Trout
called out the militury company.

Belween 7 and 8 o'clock in the evening
the crowid, nugmented it was said by par-
ties from (he country, forced the pleket | ne,
and was so turbulent that the Mayor and
others, who had mingled with them warniug
them to desist, bad to retire fulo poiice
hoadgoarters,  Notwithstandivg the vrowd
had Leen warned th t the guns of the sol-
diers wers loaded with powder and ball, nud
that they would s oot, the moh made an
attack on the side door of the jail, shaltter-
ing it badly.

Finding their efforts to make them desist
wore answered by jeers and missiles th:
order was given {o the military to fire, The
yuch continued to erowd towards the bulld-
ing untii the military on the north end
(front) of the jail wers forcéd tofire. In
the confusion and darkness it was impossl-
ble for the military to distinguish gpeetutors,
who had elected to stay there nt their own
pertl, from rivlous law-breakers, and while
gome spectators may have been Killed, a
portion of the killed and wounded w re tak-
ing nn netive part in the attempt to break in
the jail.

Although Mayor Trout, alter being
wounded, was urged by his friends to leave
the jnll, the grand jury are of tho opinion
that the ends of justice could bave been ut-
tained if the juil hal been held, The pris-
oner never sbould have been tuken out of
jail, With the spectators absent, as they
would have been in n second attack, the
mob would bive been much less formidable
and easier dealt with. The police force, the
grand jury says, was in n demoralized con-
dition, After the Mayor was taken away
theycoull have ren oved the prisoner to a safe
place, and the eity would have been spared
the digraceful scenss of thut might and of
the following day, when it bal no proteetion
und was atsolutely glven over to mob law.
There were no means for good citizens to
g+t together to aid in vistoring order,

The riolous speeches then made cannot by
ecensurol to severely. The sttempt to drag

the dend negro through the streets, and the

burning of his body was an exhibition of
brutality bardly ever exhibited in a clvilizad
country, nod the bravs men who, in the faca
of an sngry mob, resisted this, deserve the
highest commendation. In conclusion, the
grand jury says if trials for erime were has-
" tenad, the lnw would be vindieated, and the
public wounld be content to let the culprit re-
ceive his punishmeat legally. Judge Woods
thanked the grand jury for the ecare and
fidelity with which they had discharged
thelr duty, and dismissed thom from furiher
Bervice,

Subject: “Unsafe Lifebonts.

! Texr: “Then the soldiers enf off the r
3{”‘” boat and let her fall off."—Acts :

While your facesare yet somewhat bronzed
by attendance on the international boat con-
test between the Vigilant and the Valkyrie 1
address you, Good things when there is no
betting or dissipation, those outdoor sports.
We want more fresh alr and breesiness in
our temperaments and our raliglon. A stale
and slow and lugnubrious religion have
done jor other times, yet will not do for
these, But my text calls our attentlon toa
hoat of a different sort, nnd instead of the
Atlantio it Is the Maditerranean, and instead
of not wind enough, ns the erews of theVigi-
lant and the Valkyrie the other dsy come-
plained, there s too much wind and the
swoop of a Euroclydon.

Iam not calling your attention so much
to the famous ship on which Paul was the
distinguished passenger, but to the lifehoat
of that ship which no one seema to mnoties.
For a fortnight the main vessal had been
toased and driven, For that two weeks, the
socount says, the passengers had ‘‘contin-
ued fasting." I suppose the salt water,
daghing over, had spoiled the sea bigcuit,
and the passengers were seasiok anyhow. -

The sailors sald, “It {s no use; this ship
must go down," and thﬁ roposed among
themselves to jower the and get into
it and take the chances for reaching shore,
although thﬂt&t«ﬂ.&ﬁd they were going to
get over the of the big ship and
into the Hf only to do sallors' duty.
That was not sailorlike, for the gatlors that I
have known were all inlrsp'ld fellows and
would rather go down with the ship than do
such a mean thing as those Jack Tars of my
text attempted.

When on the Mediterranean last June the
Vietorin sank under the ram of ths Camper-
down, the most majestio thing ahout ﬁf.a
uwlul soene was that all the sailors staid at
theirgooudo their duty. Asa olass ail
averthe world sallors are valorous, but thess
sailors of the text were oxmpﬂunai ani pre-
tended to do duty while they werereally pre-
paring for flight in the lfehoat, But tgﬂa
‘‘marines” on board—sen soidlers—had in
egpecial charge o Mttle missionary who was
turning the world npside down, and when
these marines saw the trick the sailors were
about to play they lifted the cutlasses from
the girdle and chop ! chop! went those cut-
lasses into the ropes that held the lifeboat,
and splash ! it dropped into the sea,

My text describes it, “The soldiers cut off
the ropes of the hoat and let her fall off.”
As that empty lifeboat dropped and was ca
sized on a sea whers for two weeks win
and billows had been in battle I think that
many on board the main vessel felt thelr
last hopeof ever renching homs had vanished,
Tn that tempestuous sea a small boat could
not have lived five minutes,

My subject is ‘‘Unsafe Lifeboats." We
_cannot exaggerate the importance of the
liteboat, All honor to the memory of Lionél
Lukin, the coach builderof Long Acre, Lon-
don, who invented the first lifaboat, and Ido
not biame him for ordering put on his tomb-
stonein Kent the inscription that you may
still read thére:

“This Lionsal Lunkin was the ficst who
built a lileboat and was the original inventor
of that prineiple of satety by which many
lives and much property have heen pre-
served from shipwreek, and he obtained for
it the king's patent in the year 1785.”

All honor to the memory of Bir William
Hillary, who, liviag in the Isle ol Man, and
nfter assisting with his awn hand in the res-

cus of 805 lives of the shipwresked, stirred |

the English Parifament to quick sotion in
the construction of lifeboats, Thanks to God
for the sublime and pathetie and divine mis-
sion of the lifeboat. No one will doubt its
important mission who hasread of the wrack
of the Amazon in the Bay of Biseay, of the
Tweed running on the resfs of ths Gulf of
Mexico, or* of the Ocean Monnrch on the
coast of Wales, or of the Birkenhead on the
Cape of Good Hope, or of ths Royal Charter

8,000,000 men following the s2a, to say noth-
ing of theuncounted millions this moment
ocean passepgers, We ‘Jand-lubbers,” as
sailors oall ns, may not know the difference
between 4 marline spike ‘and a ringbolt, or
an{&hlng about heaving a log, or ng ont
a flying jibboom, or furling 4 topsall, but we
all realize to greater or less extent the im-
portance of & lifeboat in every marine equip-
ment.

But do we feal the Importanceol a lifeboat
in the matter of thesoul’s rescus? Therears
times when we all feel that we are out atsea,
and as many disturbing and anxious ques-
tions strike us as waves struck that vessel
against the sides of which the lifoboat of my
text dangled.

All of us who are ac-
customed to thinking want to reach some
polld shore of au.ﬁ{.t{{ and satisfaction, and it
any one has & go lifaboat that we ma
honorably take I wish he would unswing it

In times of revival when sinners flock into
the inguiry room the moat of them are kept
from deciding aright beeauss they know so
many Christians who are bad. The inquiry
room becomes o World's Fair for exhibition
of all the frailties ot church members, so that
if you helluve all is there told you you would
be afrald to enter a church lest you get your
pockets picked or get knocked down.

The biggest boat on aarth is
the goapel lilaboat. You must remember the
proportion of things, and that the ship-
wreoked craft is the whole earth, and tho
[ifeboat must be in proportion.

You talk about your Campanias, and your
Tueanias, and Euur Majestizs, and your Clty
of New Yorks, but all of them put together
are smaller than an indian's canos on Beh-
roon Lake comparad with this gospel Iifehont
that is large enough to take in al Nations,
Room for ons and room for all Got in!
“How? How?” you ssk.

Well, I know how you feel, for summer
bafors lnst on the sea ot #inland I had the
same experience, The ship in which wa
aufled could not yenture nearer than a mile
trom shore, where stood the Russian palace
ol Peterof, and we had to get into n small
boat and be rowed ashore. The water was
rongh, and sswe went down the Indder at
the side of the ship we held firmly on to the
railing, but in order to get into the bout we
had at last to let go.
