day Sermon.

subject: "Ihe Gates ot Ileaven."

Tut: "On tho east three gates; on tho
north three gates; on the south three gates;
on tho west threo gates.".Revelation xxl., 13.
Tho Cashmere gate of Delhi, where con-

Verged a heroism that makes one's nerves
tingle, the Lucknow gate, still dented and
scarred with sepoy bombardment, the Made¬
line gate with its emblazonry in bronze, the
hundred gates of Thebes, the wonder of
centuries, all go out of sight before tho
gates of ray text.
Our subject speaks of a great metropolis,

the existence of which many have doubted.
Standing on the wharf and looking off upon
tho harbor and geeing the merchantmen com¬
ing up the bay, the Hags of foreign nations
streaming from the topgallants, you immedi¬
ately make up your mind that those vessels
come from foreign port3, and you say: "That
is from Hamburg, and that is from Mar¬
seilles, and that is from Southampton, and
that is from Havana," and your supposition
is accurate. But from th© city of which I am
now speaking no weather-beaten merchant¬
men or frigates with scarred bulkhead have
ever come. There has been a vast emigra¬
tion into that city, but no emigration from
it, so far as our natural vision can descry.
"There is no su^h city," says the undevout

astronomer. "I have stood in high towers
with a mighty teleseope and have swept the
heavens, and I have seen spots on the sun
and caverns in the moon, but no towers have
ever risen on my vision, no palaces, no tem¬
ples, no shining streets, no massivo wall.
There is no such city." Even very good peo¬
plo tell me that heaven is not a material or¬
ganism, but a grand spiritual fact, and that
the Bible descriptions of it are in all cases to
betaken flsruratively. I bring in reply to
this what Christ said, and He oughtto Know,
"I go to prepare".not a theory, not a prin¬
ciple, not a sentimont, but "I go to prepare a
place for you." The resurrected body im-

fdies this. Ifmy foot is to be reformed from
he dust, it must have something to tread on.

If my hand is to bo reconstructed, it
must havo something to handle.
If my eye. having gone out in
death, is to be rekindled, I must havo
something to gaze on. Your ndverse theory
jeems to imply that tho re3urrecte I body is
to bo hung on nothing, or to walk in air, or
to float amid the intangibles. You may say
if there be material organisms then a soul in
heaven will be crampe.l and hindered in its
enjoyments, but I answer, Did not Adam
and Eve have plenty of room in the Garden
of Eden? Although only a few milos would
havo described tho circumference of that
place, they had ample room. And do you
not suppose that God, in the immensities,
can build a place large enough to give the
.wholerace room, even though there be ma¬
terial organisms?
Herschel looked into tho heavens. As a

Swi&s guide puts his Alpine stock between
the glaciers an 1 crosses over from crag to
crag, so Herschel planted his telescope be¬
tween the worlds and glided from star to star
until he could announce to us that wo live
in a part of the universe but sparsely strown
with worlds, and he peers out into immen¬
sity until he finds a region no larger than our
Bolar system in which there are 50,000 worlds
moving. Aud Professor Lang says that by a

philosophic reasoning thero must bo some¬
where a world where there is no darkness,
but everlasting sunshine, so that I do not
know but that it is simply because wj havo
no telescope powerful enough that wo can¬
not see into the land where thero is no
darkness at all and catch a glimpse of
the burnished pinnacle. A3 a conquer¬
ing army marching on to take a city comes
at nightfall to tho crest of a mouutaln from
which, in tho midst of the landscape, they
see the castles they aro to capture nnd rein
in their war chargers and halt to take a

good look beforo they pitch their touts for
the night, so now, coming as we do on this
mountain top of prospect, I command this
regiment of God to rein tn thoir thoughts
and halt, and beforo they pitch their tents
for tho night take one goo I. tong look at tho
gates of the great city. "Ou the cast three
gates; on tho north threo gates; on tho
south threo gates, and on the west threo
gates."
In the first place, I want to examine tho

architecture of those gates. Proprietors of
large estates are very apt to havo an orna¬
mental gateway. Sometimes they spring .ia
arch of m-isonary, tho posts of tho gato
Banked with lions in statuary, the bronze
gato a representation of intertwining foliage.
bird haunted, until the hand of architectural
genius drop3 exhausted, all its life frozen
into stone. Gates of wood and iron and
stone guarded nearly all the old cities.
Moslems have inscribed upon their gateways
inscriptions from tho Koran of the Moham¬
medan. There have been a great many
flue gateways, but Christ sets His hand
to tho work anl for the upper
city swung a gate such as no

eye ever g&39d on. anton shed or inspiration.
With the nail of His own Cross Be cut into its
wond rful traceries stories of past suffering
and of gladness to come. There is no wood
or stone or bronze in that gato, but from top
to base and from side to side it is all of pearl.
Not one piece picked up froii Ceylon banks,
an 1 another piece from the Persian gulf, and
another from tho island of Margarette, but
one solid pearl picked np from tho beach of
everlasting light by heavenly hands and
hoisted nnd swung amid the shouting of
angels. The glories of alabaster va*»e and

forphyry pillar fadeout beforethis gateway,
t puts out the spark of feldspar and dia¬
mond. You know how one littlo precious
6tone on your finger will flash under the gas¬
light. But, obi tn brightness when tho
great gate of heaven swiugs. struck through
and dripping with the light of eternal noon¬
day.
Julius Onsar paid 125,000 crowns for one

pearl. The Government of Portugal boasted
of having a pearl largar than a pear.
Clfl >patra and Philip II. dazzlod tho world's
vision witii precious stones. But gather all
these together and lift them and add to them
all the wealth of tho pearl fisheries and s-it
them in the panel of ono door, and it doo3
not equal this magnificent gateway. Aa
almighty hand hewed this, swung this,
polished this. Against this gateway, on the
one side, clash- ail the splendors ot earthly
beauty. Against this gate on the other
side "beat the surges of eternal glory.
Oh, the gate, the gate! It strikes an in¬
finite charm through every one that passes
it. One step this side of the gate and we are

paupers. One step the other side of the gato
and wo aro kings. The pilgrim of earth
going through sees in the one huge pearl all
his earthly tears in crysta'. Ob, gato of
light, gate of pearl, gate of heaven, for our

weary souls at last swing open!
When shall these eyes tby heaven built walls
And pearly gates behold;

Thy bulwarks with salvation strong
And streets of shining gold?
Oli, heaven is not a dull place! Heaven

ls not a contracted place. Heaven is not a
stupid place. "I saw the twelve gates, and
they were twelve pearls."
In the second place I want you to count

the number of those gates. Imperial park3
and lordly manors are apt to have one expen¬
sive gateway, and tho others are ordinary,
but look around at these entrances to heaven
andcount them One,two,three,four,flve,six.
seven, eight, nine, ten, eleven, twelve. He.°.r
it, all tho earth and all the heavens! Twelvo
gates!

I admit this is rather hard on sharp sectari¬
anisms! If a Presbyterian is bigoted, he
bringa his Westminster assembly catechism,
and he makes a gateway out of that, and he
says to the world, "You go through there or

Stay Ont." If a member of the Roformed
Church is bigoted, he makes a gate out of
the Heidelberg catechism, and he says, "You
go through thero or stay out." If a Metho¬
dist is bigoted, ho plants two posts, and he
fays, "Now, you crowd In between those two
posts or stay out." Or perhaps an Episcopa¬
lian may say: "Hereis« liturgy out of which
I nta-iento mako a gate. Go through it or

rt-17 nt," or a Baptist may say: "Here is a
water gate. You go throucrh that, or you
must stay out," and so in all our churches
and in all our denominations there aro men
who make ono gate for themselves and then
demand that tho whole world go through it.
I abhor this contractednoss in religious
views. O, small soulod man, when did God
give you the contract for making gates? I
tell you plainly I will not go in that gato. I
will go in at any ono of tho twelve gates I
choose. Here is a man who says, "I can
moro easily and more closely approach God
through a prayerbook." I say, "My brother,
then use the prayer book." Here is a man
who says. "I believe there is only one mode
of baptism, aud that is immersion." Then I
say. "Let me plunge you." Anyhow. I say,
away with the gate of rough panel and rotten
posts and rusted latch, when there are
twelve gates and they are twelve pearls. .

The fact is that a great many of the
ohurches in this day are being doctrinod to
to death. They have been trying to find out
all about God's decrees, and they want to
know who are elected to bo saved and who
are reprobated to be damned, and they are

keeping oh discussing that subject when
there, aro millions of souls who need to have
tho truth put straight at them. They sit
counting tho number of teeth in the iawbone
with which Samson slew the Philistines.
They sit on the beach and soe a

vessel going to pieces in tho offing
and instead of getting into a boat and
.ulling away for the wreck, they sit discuss-
.ng the different styles of oarlocks. God in¬
tended us to know some things and intended
us not to know others. I have heard scores

of sermons explanatory of God's decrees, but
came away more perplexed than when I
went. The only result of such dismission is
a great fog. Hore aro two truths which aro

to conquer tho world: Mau, a sinner; Christ,
a Saviour. Any man who adopts those two
theories in his religious belief shall have my
right hand in warm grip of Christian brother¬
hood.
A man comos down to a river in time of

freshet. He wants to get across. He his to
swim. What does he do? Tho first thing is
to put off his heavy apparel and drop every¬
thing he has in hts bands. II3 must go
empty handed if ho is going to the other
bank. And I tell you whon we havo come
down to the river of death and Unlit swift
and raging we will havo to put off all our
sectarianism and lay down all our cumbrous
creed and empty handed put out for the other
shore. "What," say you, "would you
resolve all tho Christian church into
one kind of 'church? Would you make
all Christendom worship in tho same

way, by tho samo firms?" O'j,
no. You might as well decide that all peo¬
ple shall eat tho same kinl of food without
reference to appetite, or W3ar tho samo kind
of apparel without reference to the shapo of
their body. Your ancestry, your tempera¬
ment, your surroundings will do *.lde whether
you go to this or that church a 11 adopt this
or that church polity. Ono church will bast
get ono man to heaven and another church
another man. I do not caro which ono of
the gates you go through if you only go
through one of the twalva gatei that Je3us
lifted.
Well, now I seo all the reJeemed of earth

coming up toward heaven. Dj you think
they will all get in? Yes. Gate the first, tha
Moravians come up; they believed in tho
Lord Jesus; thoy pass through. Gate tba
socond, the Quakers como up; they hava
received the inw.arl light; thoy have trusted
In the Lord; they pass through. Gato tho
third, the Lutherans como up; thoy had tho
same graco that mila Luthar what ha wis,
and thoy pass through. Gate tho fourth, tho
Baptists poss through. G.ato tho fifth, tho
Frea Will I'aptist.s pass through. Gato tin
sixth, the lb-formed Church passes through.
Gate tho seventh, tho Congregationalists
tiass through. Gato tho eighth, tho Gorman
taformod Church passes through. Gata
tho ninth, th3 Monodists pass through.
Gate the tenth, tho Sabbatarians pas3
through. Gato tho elovonth, tho Church of
tho Disclp'es pass* through. Gate the twelfth,
tho Presbyterians pass through. Bat thora
are a great part of othar denominations who
must come in, and'groat multitudes who con¬
nected themselves with no visible church,
but felt the power of godliness ia their heart
aui showed lt in their Ufa. Where is their
gate? Will you shut all tho remaining
host out of tha city? N). They may
come in at our gate. Hists ot Gnl, if
you cannot get admission through any other
entr.anco, como in at tho twelfth gate. Now
they mingle bofore the throne.
Looking up at tha ono hundred anl forty

and four thouaanl, you cannot toll which
gato they carno in. Ona Lord, ono faith, ono
baptism, ono glassy soa, ono doxology, ona

triumph, one heaven! "Why, Luther, how
did you get in?" "I oama through the third
gate." "Crammor, how did you gat in?" "I
came through tho eighth gate." "Adouiram
Judson, how did you get through?" "I caine

through the seventh gate." "Hugh McKail,
tho martyr, how did you got through?" "I
oamo through tho twelfth gate." Glory to
God, twolvo gatos, but ono heaven!
In tho third placa, notic3 tho points of tho

compass toward which theso gatos look.
They are not on one sido. or on two sides, or
ou three sides, but on four sides. This is no
fancy of mino, but a distinct announcement.
On tho north threo gates, on tho south threo
g.ates, on tho eas^hroo gate3, on the west
threo gates. WhaWoosthat mean? Why, it
means all nationalities are inaludal, and it
does not make any difference fro.n what
quarter of tho earth a man comos up; if his
heart is right, there is a gata open before
bim. On the north threo gatos. That means
mercy for Lapland and Siberia and Norway
ami Sweden. On tho south threo gatos.
That means pardon for Hinlostau anl
algiers nnd Ethiopia. On tho east thres
gate3. That moans salvation for China
and Japan and Borneo. On tho west
three gates! That m»a-is redemption for
America, It does nat mako any differ¬
ence how dark skinnc 1 or how palo
faced mon may be, they will find a gato
right before then. Those plucked bananas
under a tropical sun. Tnese shot across
Bussian snows behind reindeer. F:-.>m Mex¬
ican plateau, from B mian campania, from
Cnineso teafleld, from Soiland dyke, from
Bootch Highlands they come, they come.
Heaven is not a monopoly for a few preolOUi
souls. It is not a Winds jr castle, built only
for royal families. It ts not a snail tow.i
with small population, but John saw it, and
he noticed that an angel was measuring it, an 1
he measured it this way, and then he meas*
med it that way, and whichever way ho
measured it it was if>93 miles, so that Baby¬
lon, and Tyre and Nineveh and Bi. Pe
burg and Canton an I Pekin an I I'.iris anl
Landon and NewYork and all the deadend*"**
of the past and all tin living cities of tho
present added together would not equal tho
census of that great metropolis.
Walking along a street, you can, by the

contour of tho dress or of the face, guess
where a man comes from. You say: "That
i3 a Frenchman; that is a Norwegian; that is
an American." But the gates that gather in
the righteous will bring them in irrespective
of nationality. Foreigners sometimes gat
homesick. Some of the tenderest an I most
pathetic stories hava been told of th asa who
left thoir native clime .and longed for it until
they died. But the Swiss, coining to tho high
residence of heaven, will not long any more
for the Alps, standing amid tho eternal hills.
The Bussian will not long auy more for the
luxuriant harvest field ho left now that ho
hears tho hum and the rustle of tho harvests
of everlasting light. Tho royal ones from
earth will not long to go back again to the
earthly court now that they stand in tha
palaces of the sun. Those who once live I
among the groves of spice anl oranges Will
not long to return now that they stand under
the trees of life that bear twelve manner of
fruit.
While I speak an r,verla<-!'ng throng is

pouring through the gates. They ara going
up from Senegambin, from Patagonia, from
Madras, from Hong Kong. "What," you say.
"do you introduce all tha heathen into
glory?" IteH*you the fact is that a major¬
ity of the people of those climes die in in¬

fancy, and the Infants ail gi straight into
everlasting life, aud so tho vast majority of
those who die in Chiua and India, the vast

majority who die in Attica, go straight Into
the skies.they die in infancy. On-, hundred
and sixty generations havo beau bora sin u
tho world was created, andso I ostimatothat
there must be 15,000,000 children in glory. If
at a concert 2033 children sing, your soul is
raotured within you. Ob, tho transport
when 15,000,000 little ones stand up in white
before the throne of God, their chant drown-
in*.? out all th« stupendous harmonies ofDs¬
seldorf and Leipsic. Pour in through the
twelve gates.
Oh. yo redeemed, banner lifted, rank after

rank, saved battalion after saved battalion,
until nil tho city of God shall hear tho
tramp, tramp! Crowd .all tho twelva gates.
Boom yet. Boom on the thrones. Boom In
tho mansions. Bwm on tho river bank.
Lot thetrumpat of invitation be soundedun¬
til all earth's mountains h '.ar tin shrill blast
and the glens echo it. Let missionaries t<*ll
it in pagoda and colporteurs sound it across

the western prairies. Bhont lt to the Laplan¬
der on his swift sled. Hallo it to the Bedouin
ci,¦crin-' a'woss the »! -*t. New*, news!
A glorious heaven .an 1 twelve gates to get
into it! Hear it, O you thin blooded nations
of eternal winter.an thc north three gates!
Hear lt, O you rtronsed inhabitant*, pantiug
under equatorial heats.an tho south threo
gates!
But I notice when John saw these gates

they were open.wide open. They will not
always be so. A'ter awhile heaven will hava
gathore 1 up all Its Intende I p >nulation and
the children of God Will have come home.

The Dog's Bark Has Become More Ex¬
pressive as His Culture Advanced.
The mest curious Imitations whrcb

we And la dogs is as to the measure of

expression to which they have at¬
tained. Among the savage forefathers
of the modern dog the characteristics
of all their utterances was, to a great
extent, Involuntary, nnd once begun
the outcry was continued In a me¬

chanical manner.
The effect of advancing culture on

the dog, however, has been gradually
to decrease this ancient undifferenti
rued mode of expression by bowling
cind yelping, and to replace it by the
much moro speech-like bark, says a

writer In Scribner's Magazine. There
ls some doubt whether dogs possesses*!
by savages have the power of uttering
the shan), specialized note which is so

characteristic of the civilized form of
their species.

It ls clear, however, that if they have
the power of thus expressing them

selves they usc it but rarely. On the
other band, our high-bred doge have to

a great extent lost, the power to express
themselves in the ancient way. Many
of our breeds appear to have become
Incapable of ululating. There is no

doubt but the change in the mode of ex¬

pression greatly increases the capacity
of our dogs to set forth their stat'il ol
mind.
If we catch a high-bred dog-one with

a wide range of sensibilities which we

may may find in breed* which havo
long been closely associated with man

.we may readily note five or six va¬

rieties of sound in the bark, each of
which ls clearly related to a certain
slate of mind. That of welcome, of

fear, of rage, of doubt, and of pun' fun
arr almost always perfectly distinct to

the educated ear, and -mis, rlthough
the observer may not be acquainted
With the creature. If he knows bim
well be may be able to distinguish vari
ous other Intonation*.those which ex¬

press Impatience, and even an ('lenient
