HER POSITION PAYS.

Queen Victoria Haa Found Ruling a

Very Profitable Callina.
Victoria has found queenhood a very

profitable calling. Figures for fifty-
seven years of her reign show that the
British people have given ber under
the nnme of civil list expenditures
1110^275,000. In addition to this vast
total, .?4S,670.7H5 has been expended for

the maintenance of seventeen resi¬
dents, st al iles and the like. The total
direct expenditure of the Queen alone
is over $1,800,000 a year. There is at

this date an annual expenditure in ad¬
dition for other members of the royal
family of $1,300,000. The thrltj old
lady who lias this vast Income at her

disposal has taken care to "make hay
while the sun shines." Of course, the

money has been voted to enable her to

keep up tbe ornamental state consid¬
ered necessary for a royal position.
But it is just this she does net do. Vic¬
toria, besides valuable continental
property, is the owner" of three estates
in the United Kingdom. They are Bal¬
moral, In Aberdeenshire, Scotland; Os¬
borne House, Isle of Wight. Hamp¬
shire, and Charlemont, Surrey. They
embrace 5,561 acres, with a rental
vaiue a year of $27,S0o. At twenty
years' purchase that would be $556,*
100. In fact, they are worth double
that amount.
. Queen Victoria, they say. b:is her lit¬
tle superstitions. She believe? that ar¬

ticles made by blind persons bring
good luck; that spilling salt brings bad
luck; and she would probably not give
sixpence for her kingdom if hy any un¬

The Eminent Washington Divine's

Sunday Sermon.

Subject: "Sh.Till We Hu ve Another
Minnoo."

Text: "If the tree fall toward the south,
or toward the north, io the plaoe where thu
tree failed), thero it shall be." . Eccl, ll., 3.
There is n hovering hope In the minds of a

vast multitudeof people that there will be an
opportunity in the next world of correcting
the mistakes of this; that however complete
a shipwreck we may make of our earthly life,
it will be on a beach up which we may walk
to a palace; that as a defendant may lose his
case in a Circuit Court and appeal it and
have it go up to the Supremo Court or Court
of Chaucery and ali the costs thrown over on
the other party, so a mau may lose his case
in this wot ld, but in tho higher jurisdiction
of eternity havo the decision of the earthly
case set aside, all the costs remitted and the
defendant be triumphant forever.
Tho object of my sermon is to show you

thatconvnon sense declares with the text
that such au expectation is chimerical. ¦.If
the tree fall toward the south, or toward the
north, in the place whero the tree falletb,
there il shall be." There are those who say
that if the impenitent and unfortunate man
enters the next world and sees the disaster,
as a resu't of that disaster he will turn, the
distress the cause of his reformation; batt we
have ten thousand instances all around
about us of people who have done wrong
and disaster suddenly came upon them
.did the disaster heal them? No,
they went on. There is a man flung
ot dissipations. Tho doctor says to him:
"Now, mv friend, if you don't stop drinking
and don t stop this fast lite you are living,
you will die." The patient thanks
the physician for his warning and gets bet¬
ter; he begins to sit up, begins to walk around
the roo v., begins to go to business and takes
the same round of grog shops where he got
his morning dram and his evening dmm and
the drams between, Down again. Same
doctor. Same physical anguish. Same med¬
ical warning. But now the sickness
is more protracted. the liver more

obstinate, the stomach more irri¬
table, the digestive organs more rebellious.
But still, nuder medical skill, he gets bitter,
goes forth, commits tho same sacrilege
against bia physical health, Sometimes ho
wak-sup to see what he is doing, and he
realizes he is destroying his family and that
his life is a perpetual perjury a^aiust his
marriage vows, nnd that that broken-hearted
woman is so different from the roseate wife
he married that her o!d schoolmates do not
recognize her on ihe street, and that his sons
are going ont in Hie under the taunt of a
father's drunkenness, nnd that his daus-hterg
are going out in life under the scarifi¬
cation of a disreputable ancestry. His
nerves are all a jungle. From crown of
head to sole of foot be is one aching, rasp¬
ing, crucifying, damning torture. Where is
he'.' Ho ls in hell on earth. Doej it stop
him? Ah! no. After awhile delirium trc-
mens poms out upon his pillow a whole
jungle of hissing reptiles. His screams hor¬
rify the neighbors as he dashes out ot bed
crying, "Take these things off of me!" He
is drinking down the somfort of his family,
tho education of his children, their pros¬
pects for this life and perhaps their
prospects for the life to come. Pale
and convalescent he sits up. Physician
says to him, "Now, my irood fellow,
I am goiug to have n "plain talk with
you. If you ever havo au attack of this
kind again you will die. I can't save you,
and all the doctors in creation can't
save you." Tho patient gets up, starts out,
goes the same round of dissipation and is
down agau; but this time medicines do not
touch his case. Consultations of physicians
say there is no hope. Death ends the scene.
That process of inebriation and physical suf¬
fering and medical warning and dissolution
is taking place within a stone's throw of
where you sit and in cverv neighborhood of
Christendom. Pain does not reform. Suf¬
fering does not cure.

DISASTERS AND CASUALTIES.

By tho explosion of a portable boiler at

Rochester, N. Y , th*-ce men were probably
'atally and twenty slightly injured.
The steamer Oceanica, of tin* Lehigh Val-

oy Transportation Company, aud the pro¬
peller Chisholm were sunk in a collision In

Lake St. Clair.
A cloudburst at Mogollon, New Mexico

resulted in the loss of several lives nnd tho

destruction of considerable mining property.
Damage was also done at Graham and other

points
Mr. and Mrs. Thaddeus K. Martin, of

Brooklyn, while walking on the Prosptct
park and Coney Island Railroad tracks, at

.'¦lings Highway, were struck by a train and

instantly killed.
A freight house being erected in South

Boston for the New York, N jw Havon and

Hartford Railroad collapsed, and ten men

were injured. Adolphus McKenna, aged 21

years old, fatally
A Rock Island extra freight, carrying

stock, was wrecked at the sugar mills, four

iniles west of Topeka, Kansas. Four men

stealing a ride in the feed-box of a stock car

were a.'most instantly killed.
The Rev. John H. Stewart, aged 60, nnd

for thirty-two years a member of the Metho¬
dist ministry, was struck by an engine while

driving over a railway crossing near his
home in Cataraqui, Ontario, and killed.

Fire destroyed the Van Wert County, Ohio,
Inflrmar}-. The thirty Inmates barely es¬

caped with their lives Two were badly
burned, an old woman ha 1 both arms broken

and half a dozen suffered slight Injuries,
Foreman Peter Ryan, John Manning and

John Campbell wore killed in tho St, Law¬

rence Mine, at Batte, Montana, by the fail¬

ure of a clutch on the hoisting engine to

work, which permitted tho cage to drop to

tho bottom of the shaft, a distance of 125C
feet.
Engineer Fred. Romp, of "Flyer No. 1,"

going west; Engineer Wm. Johnson, of fast

freight, coming east, and Fireman Hull', ol

the flyer, were killed ia a collision at Torch,
W. Va, on the Baltimore and Ohio South¬
western. Two other train men were prob-
ably fatally injured.

Great Mortalitj ia Spanish Camps
Due to Yellow Feyer.

100,000 MEN IN THE FIELD.
The SDanish Commander to Be Giv¬

en Another Chane) to Crush
Out the Rebellion Before
the Administration Takes

Any Action.
A despatch from Washington says:.For

moro thnn a year the government of Spain
has boen struggling to subduo the uprising
In Cuba, and has employed her best gener¬
als and tho flower of her .standing army.
Her two loading commanders, Weyler and
Campos, both of whom had previously seen

active servlco in Cuban revolts, have been in
chargo of tho Spanish forces, and so far
neither has apparently brought the war any
nearer a termination than it was nine
months ago. Now Spain is to make what is

generally regarded as her last onslaught on

the rebels, and, failing in this, it ls declared,
she will ask eithor for peace or acknowl¬
edge the independence of tho island.
Great Loea of Life From Disease

None but the military authorities In Mai-
ri 1 know th" aetual cost of the war to Spain
nor the number of lives sacrificed in the

campaign. Probably in no*recent war has
the slaughter in camp through the rnvnges
of disease been grenter nnd th" lota in

actual conflict been les*. There has b"eu a

season of inactivity in which both sides have
nlmost declared a temporary trace, laid
down their arms and agreed to wait until
the rains ceased and the weather be<-omos
more suitod for fighting. Not since Juno
has there been any serious engagements, and
in tho few meetings between the insurgents
and Spanish troops the loss on both sides
has been s ight compared to that caused by
the sickness in camp

(Jcneral lice's Reports.
General Lee has thu3 far made no Imper"

tant report on the situation, and his dis¬

patches to the State Department aro merely
routine in character and throw no new light
on the future relations of this government
toward the Spanish insurrection. They tell,
however, of the disastrous effect of the sum¬

mer on the Spanish ranks, and show that

yellow fever nnd other scourges incident to
such climates have played the usual havoc
with tho men and will probably contlnuo to
thin out the ranks for a month yet.
Knowing that the insurgents are better-

physically -adapted to withstand the cli¬
mate G merni Weyler has remained passive,
and comforted himself with the cheering in¬
formation from home tiiat next week the
first embarkation of additional soldiers from

Spain will occur and that theso will be fol¬
lowed a week later by another detail of equal
strength and fighting efficiency, so that by
September 15 Spain will have in Cuba 40,-
000 more soldiers to augment the already
large force of men camping in and around
Havana and waiting for the cool weather for
active service to be again resumod.

Weyler AVT11 Have 100,000 Men.
Thero are now under Weyler probably 50,-

000 men, and with troops now preparing for

(labao duty he should have in a month near¬

ly 100,00'.) men under his control to oppose
the. insurgents. The strength of the latter is
difficult to estimate, but probably lt does not

exceed 25,000. Of thia number two-thirds
are well equipped, while the remainder de¬

pend for equipment upon those who fall or

ar" disabled for active service. Weyler, not¬

withstanding his unpopularity at home, will

probably remain in charge of the Spanish
army and conduct tho campaign, although
serious charges are said to be on their way
to Madrid from subordinates alleging cruel¬

ty, incompetence and other c.^-l tints,
which, if true, would seem to demand his
recall. Spain, however, it is recognized la
Washington and at Madrid, mu3t fight out

her Cuban cause under Weyler's direction.

Policy of the Administration.
The Secretary of State and the President

are said now to have reached a perfect un¬

derstanding with the Spanish government
relative to Cuba, nnd from sources believed
to be most trustworthy it is learned that no

further declaration of policy on the part of

tho administration may be expected for a

reasonable time. It can be announced on

the authority of an assistant Secretary of

State, who presumably knows whereof ho

speaks, that Weyler will be allowed to try
his hand once more, before anv action is

taken by the United States looking to tho
recognition of the insurgents belligerency
or a recommendation to Congress for some

decisive move. Tho administration has in-

ofilcially boen made cognizant of Spain's in¬

tentions, and desires to perform a friendly
act in permilting her to uso her beet efforts

to bring tho war to a close.
Tbs Outlook for the Insurgents.

General Weyler has made known to his

government his purpose of making a vigor¬
ous warfare on the insurgents soon after the
arrival of reinforcements, and soems confi¬
dent that before the close of autumn he will
have tbe battle won. Among military mea
it seems remarkable that the insurgents,
with their inferior force poorly armed, fed

and equipped, should stand so long against a

modern army like Spain's, and they cannot

foresee victory for the followers of Maceo

and Gomea when the additional troops reach

Havana and begin active operations. At no

time has tho insurgent army been half the

.-itrengtb, they declare, of the Spanish forces,
and with a large increase from home they
realize there must be some excellent general¬
ship and the fiercest sort of fighting by the

insurgents if they hope to prolong the war-

faro through the winter, and eventually
weary Spaiu and bring about the independ¬
ence of the island before another warm sea-

VIRGINIA STATE ITEMS.
Tho joint committee appointed by the las

General Assembly of Virginia to investigate
tho Fox Island grant to William Elliugcr,
reassembled at Accomac C. II , and contin¬
ued tho examination of witnesses.

was either guilty or not guilty of murder in
the first degree. The case is set aside for

the September term. Reports from the lo¬

cality of the killing show tho people there
to bo outspoken in their denunciation of the

verdict. This case has attracted more at¬

tention than any case ever heard beforo this

court.
