KEVIEWIM STAND FELL II.
Gov, Drake and vice rY-aident Stevenson Went

Down Together.
Thesoml-centoi.nial exorcises nt Burlington

fowa, wore marred by an accident which
happened at tho reviewing stand eroded
near the Union depot for the convenience of
vice-President Btevens ID, Gov. Drake, of
Iowa, ami his personal staff, a\d somo forty
other prominent people in viewing tho par-
a^i. Just as the head of the parade reached
tho point, with almost no warning the en¬

tire 6tand collapsed, throwing its occupants
to the ground, a distance of fifteen feet.
The majority of those on tho stand were

bruised moro or less.
It was about noon when tho accident oc¬

curred. Tho morning parade had passel
through the principal streets of the city, and
the Governor and staff, escorting Vice Presi¬
dent Stevenson, had just left the line of
mar h and entered tho stand to review the

procession. Tho stand had been hastily
erected at the last moment for the Conven¬
ience of Vice President Stevenson, Gov. Drake
auu staff, and his party of friends and guests.
Several persons had warned the people not
to crowd onto the stand, as they did not
consider it safe, and a number bad just
stepped off when it gave way. Vice Presi¬
dent Stevenson was almost in the center of
tho stand aud was thrown Into a wildly
struggling mass of peopK Governor Drake
wns near him nnd grasped him, and the two

gontlomen assisted each other in extricating
themselves from the debris. Great oxcite-
mont ensued, and thero was danger for a few
moments of a general panic, but cool hoads
managed to still tho fears of those near by,
and tho work of rescuing the unfortunates
was quickly begun.
Mr. Stevenson was dazed for a moment by

the forco of his fall and struggled, but was

soon able to enter his carriage and be driven
to the Hotol Delano, whero, after a short
rest, he completely recovorod his equa¬
nimity. Ho tock the accident good natured¬
ly, and only seemed concerned about the in¬

jured who fell about him Governor Drake
was not Injured. The reviewing stand was

a temporary affair, and stood over a de¬

pression In the ground into which Its occu¬

pants wero promiscuously tumbled.
