Subject: A Warning Sounded.Tho Talent

of the Church of Christ is Unde¬
veloped and Ha Knergy Dormant.
The I ni inv rroflts by This.

Talmuge shows how the cause of right¬
eousness Lue lost many ot its weapons uud
how they aio to be recaptured and put into
effective operation; text, I. Samuel xiii.,
19-21: "Now there was no smith found
throughout all the land of Israel, for tho
Philistines mid, Lest the Hebrews make
them sword cr spears. Bul all the Israel¬
ites went down to the Philistines, to
sharpen every man bil share, aud his coul¬
ter, and his ax, and his matlock. Yet they
had a Hie for the mattock,and for the coul¬
ters, and for the forks, and for the axes,
and to sharpen tho goads.-'
What a galling subjugation for'the Is¬

raelites! The Philistines had earrie! off all
the blacksmiths and torn down all tba
blacksmiths' shops aud abolished the black¬
smiths'trade in tho laud of Israel. Tho
Philistines would not even allow these par*
Ilea to work their valuable mln^s of braal
and iron, nor might they mako any swords
or spears. Tnere were only two swords
left in all the land. Yea, those Philistines
wont on until they had taken all the grind¬
stones from the lund of Israel, so that if an
Israeiitisli farmer wauled to sharpen his
plow or his axe ho had *.o go ovei to tho
garrison of tho Philistines*to got lt doue.
'lhere was only ono slnrponlug instrument
loft in the laud, and that was a file, the
farmers and mechanics having notuiug to
whoL up tho coulter aud tho goad and the
pickax save a simple lilc. Industry was
hindered and work practically disgraced.
Tho great idea of these Philistines was to
keep tho Israelites disarmed, They inight
get iron out of tho hills to mako swords of,
but they would uot have any blacksmiths
to weld this iron. It they got the iron
welded, they would have no grindstones
on which to bring tho Instruments of ugri-
cnlturo or tho military weapons up to aa

edge.
Oh, you poor, weaponless Israelites, re¬

duced to a file, how I pity you! 23ut these
Philistines wero not forever to keep their
heel on tho neck ot God's children. Jona¬
than, on his bauds aud kuees, climbs up
a great rock, beyond which were tho Phil¬
istines, and his armor bearer, on his hands
aud knees, climbs up tho saino rock, and
these two men, with their two swords, hew
to pieces the Philistines, tho Lord throw¬
ing a great terror upon them. Ho it was
then; so it is now. Two men of God on
their knees mightier luau a Philisiiuo host
on their feat I

I learn, llrst, from this subject that it is
dangerous for thu church of God to allow
its weapons to stay in Hie hands of its ene¬

mies. Those Israelites might again and
again havo obtained a Ripply of swords
nnd weapous.as, for instance," when they
look the spoils of the Ammonite3--but
I hose Israelites seemed content to have no

swords, no spears, no blacksmiths, no

grindstones, no aetivo iron mines, un¬
lit it was too ]ato for them to mako any re¬
sistance. I seo tho farmers tugging along
with their pickaxes aud plow, and I say,
"Where are you going with thoso things?"
They say, "Oh, we are going over to tho
garrison of the Philistines to get these
lliings sharpened!" I say, "You foolish
men! Why don't you sharpen thom at
home?" "Oh," they say,- "the black¬
smiths' shops aro all torn down, aud wo
have nothing left us but a file!"
So it is lu the church of Jesus Christ to¬

day. We are too willing to give up our
weapons to tho enemy. The world boasts
that lt has gobbled up the schools, and the
colleges, and the arts, and tho scionces,
and the literature, and the printing press.
Infidelity is making a mighty attempt to
get all our weapons in its hand and then to
keep them. You know it is making this
boast all the time, and after awhile, wheu
tho great battle between sin and righteous¬
ness has opened, if wo do not look out we
will be as badly off as these Israeiitles,
without any swords to light with and with¬
out any sharpening instruments. I call
upon the superintendents of literary insti¬
tutions to see to it that tho men who go in¬
to tho classrooms to stand beside the Ley¬
den jarSjOnd the electric batteries, and the
OMfoaooMi and i e 1escbpes,u7to^fJ4f^u_^'
God, not Philistines.
The Tyndallean thinkers of our time?

are trying to get all tho intellectual
weapons in their own grasp. We want
scientific Christians to capture the scieuce,
and scholastic Christians to capture the
scholarship, and philosophic Christians to

capture philosophy, and lecturing Chris¬
tians to take back tho lecturing platform.
We waut to send out against Scbonkel and
Strauss and Ronan a Theodore Christlieb
of Bonn and against tho infidel scientists
of the day a God-worshiping Silliman and
Hitchcock and Agassiz. Wo want to cap¬
ture all the philosophical apparatus and
swing around tho telescopes on the swivel
until through thom wo eau see tho morn¬

ing star of tho Redeemer, nnd with miner¬
alogical hammer discover tho Rock ol
Ages, and umia the flora of all realms find
the Rose of Sharon and tho Lilly of thc
Valley. Wo want somo ono able to ox-

pound the first chapter of Genesis, briug to
it the geology and tho astronomy of thc
world, until, as Job suggested, "thostones
of the field shall bo iu league" with the
Iruth and the stars in their course shall
fight against Sisera. Oh, church of God,
go out and recapture tbeso weapons!
Let men of God go out and tako posses¬

sion of tho platform. Lot any printing
presses that havo been captured by tho
onemy be recaptured for God, and tho re¬

porters, aud tho typesetters, and tho ed¬
itors, nnd tho publishers swear all al

legianco to tlo Lord God of truth, Ah, my
friend, that day must como, and it the
great body of Christian men havo not thc
faith or courage or tho consecration to do
it, thou let somo Jonathan on his busy
hands aud on his praying knees climb up
on the rock of hindrance and, in the name
of the Lord God of Israel, slash to pieces
thoso literary Philistines. If these ineu

will not bo converted to God, then they
must be overthrown.
|fAgain,I learn from'this subject what a

large amount of the church's resources is
actually hidden and buried and undevel¬
oped. The Bible intimates that that was a

very rich laud, this land of Israel. It
says, "The stones are iron, and out of the
hills thou shalt dig brass," and yet hun¬
dreds and thousands of dollars' worth ol
this metal was kept under the hills. Wall,
that is tho difficulty with the church of
God at this day. Its talent is not devel¬
oped. If one-half of its energy could be
brought out, it migtit take the public in-
Icpiitles of tho day by the throat and make
them bite tho dust. If human eloquenco
were consecrated to the Lord Jesus Christ,
it would In a few year.- persuadetho whole
earth to surrender to God. There is
enough undeveloped euergy In this city to
bring all the United States to Christ,
enough of undeveloped Christian energy
in tho United States to bring the wholo
world to Christ, but it is buried under
strata ol indifference and under wholo
mountains of sloth. Now, is it not timo
for tho mining to begin and the pickaxos
to plunge and for this buried metal to be
brought out and put into tho furnaces aud
turned Into howitzers and carbines for tho
Lord's host?
Tho vast majority of Christians in this

day are useless. The most of the Lord's
battalion belong to tho reserve corps. Tho
most of the crew are asleep in the ham¬
mocks. The most of the metal is undertho
hills. Oh, is it not time for the church of
God to rouse up and understand that wo

wantali tho energies, all the talent and all
tho wealth enlisted for Christ's sake? I
iikotho nickname that the English sol¬
diers gave to Blucher, the commander.
They called him "Old Forwards." Wo
have had enough retreats In the church of
Christ; let us have l glorious advance.
And I say to you as tho general said when
his troops were nfriglited.liilog up in his
stirrups, his hair flying In the wind, ho
lifted up his voico until 20,000 troops hoard
him crying out, "Forward, the wholo line!"
We want all the laymen enlisted. Minis-
tors are numerically too small. They do
the best they can. They are the most over¬
worked class on earth. Many of them die
of dyspepsia because they cannot get the
right kiud of food to cat or, getting tho
right kind, uro so worried that they take it
down in chunks. They die from consump¬
tion coming from carly aud late exposure.

If a novellest or a historian publishes
one book a year, he is considered indus¬
trious. Bat evory faithful pastor must
originate enough thought for titree or four
volumes a year. Ministers receive enough
culls la a year from men who bar4 maps
and medicines and lightning rods aud pic-"
lures to sell to exhaust their vitality.

They are bored with agents of all sorta.
They are set in drafts at funerals.and
poisoned by the unventilated rooms of in¬
valids and waited upon by committees who
want addresses made until life becomes a

burden to bei'r. It is not hard study that
makes ministers look pale. It is tho In¬
finity of interruptions and botherations to
which they are subjocted. Numerically too
small! It is no more the work of the pulpit
to convert nnd save tho world than it is
tho work of the pew. If men go to ruin,
there will bo as much blood on your skirts
ns on mine.
Let us quit this grand farce of trying:

to save tho world by I few clergymen,
nnd let all hands lay hold of the work.
Give us In all our churches two or

threo aroused and qualified men and
women to help. lu most churches to¬

day flvo or ten men are compelled to do
all the work. A vast majority of churches
are at their wits'end how to carry on a

prayer meetiug if the minister is uoUhare,
when there ought to bo enough pent up
energy and religious force to make a meet¬

ing go on with such power that the minis-
tor would never be missed. The church
stands working the pumps of a few
ministerial cisterns until the buckets
aro dry and choked, while there are
thousands of fountains from which
might be dipped up the waters of eter¬
nal life. Bofoie you and I have the
.cod pressing our eyolids wo will under
God decide whether our children shall grow
up amid the accureed surroundings of vice
and shame or como to an inhorilanco of
righteousness. Lcng, loud, bitter will bo
tho curse that scorches our grave if, hold¬
ing within the church to-dav enough mon
and women to save the elly, wo act the
coward or the drone. I wish I could put
enough moral explosives under tho con¬
ventionalities aud majestic stupidities of
tho day to blow thom to atoms and that
then, with 50.000 men and women from ail
tho churches knowing nothing but Christ
aud a desire to bring all the world to Him,
wo might move upon tho enemy's works.
For a littlo while beaven would not havo
trumpots enough to celebrate, the victories.
Again, 1 learn from this subject that we

sometimes do well totakyadvantage of the
world's grindstones. These Israelites were
reduced to a filo, and so they went over to
the garrison of the Philistines to get their
axes and their goads and their plows
sharpened. The Bible distinctly states it .
the text which I read at the beginning of
the service.that they had no other instru¬
ments now with which to do this work, and
the Israelites did right when they went over
to tue Philistines to use their grindstones.
My friends, is it not right for ns to employ
tho world's grindstones? If Ibero bo art,
if there be logic, if there bo business facul¬
ty on tho other side, Jet us go over and em¬

ploy it for Christ's sake. Tho fact Is wo

tight witli loo dull instruments. Wo batik
and wo maul when we ought to mako a

clean stroke. Let us go over among sharp
bnsinoss men aud among sharp literary
men and lind out what their tact ls and
transfor it tothecauso of Christ. If they
have science and art it will do us good to
rvb against lt.
In other words, lot us employ tho v.-or Id's

grindstones. Wo will listen to their music,
and wo will watch their acumen, and we
will uso their grindstones, aud will borrow
their philosophical apparatus to make our

experiments, and wo will borrow their
printing presses to publish our Bibles, and
wo will borrow their rail trains to carry
our Christian literature, and wo will borrow
their ships to transport our missionaries.
That was what made Paul such a master in
his day. Ho not only got all the loaming
he could get of Dr. Gamaliel, but after¬
ward, standing on Mars hill and in crowd¬
ed thoroughfare, quoted their poetry, and
grasped their logic, and wielded their elo¬
quence, and employed their mythology un¬
til Dionysius, the Areopagiie, learned.iu
tho schoois of Athens and Heliopolis, went
down under his tremendous power*.
jThat was what gaff Thomas Chalmers
his power in his day. Ho conquered the
world's astronomy -md compelled it to ring
out tho wisdom and greatness of tho Lord
until, for the second time, tho morning
stars sang together and all tho sous of God
shouted for joy. That was what gave to
Jonathan Edwards his iu3ueneein his dav.
He conquered the world's metaphysics and
forced it Into tho service of God until not
only the old meeting house at Northamp¬
ton, Mass., butall Christendom, felt thrilled
by his Christian power. Well, now, my
friends, we all have tools of Christian
power. Do not let them lose their edges.
We want no rusty blades fn this fight. Wo
wantjnj^^uJXer^tlxt^^
glebe. We want no axe that cannot fell
tho trees. We want no goad that canuot
start the lazy team. Let us got tho very
best grindstones we can lind, though they
bo in possession of tho Philistines, compel¬
ling them to turn tho crank while wo bear
down with all our might on the swift re¬

volving wheel until uti our energies aud
laculties shall bo brought up to a bright,
keen, sharp, glittering edge.
Again, my subject te.iehes us on what

a small allowance Philistine iniquity puts
a man. Yes, these Philistines shut up the
mines, and then they took tho spears and
tho swords; then they took the blacksmiths;
then they took the grindstones, aud they
took everything but a file. Oh, that is tho
way sin works! It grubs everything. It
begins with robbery nnd ends with rob¬
bery. It despoils this faculty and that
faculty and keeps on until the whole nature
i3 gone. Was tho mau eloquent before, it
geuerally thickens his tongue. Was he flue
in personal appearance, it mars his visage
Was be affluent, it sends tho sheriff to sell
him out. Was ho influential, il d > troys
his popularity. Was bo placid and genial
aud loving, it makes him splenetic and
cross, and so utterly is he changed that
you can seo he is sarcastic aud rasping and
that tho Philistines havo left him nothing
but a file.

I learn trom this subject what a sad thing
it is whon the church of God loses its
metal! These Philistines saw that if they
could only get nil tho metallic weapons
out of the hands of the Israelites all would
bo well, and therefore they took the swords
and the spears. They did not want thom
to have a single metallic weapon. When
the metal of the Israeliten was gone, their
strength was gone. This is the trouble
with the church of God to-day. It is sur¬

rendering its courage. It has not enough
metal.
Oh, is it not high tlmo that we awake

out of sleep? Church of God, lift up your
head at the coming victory! Tho Phillst lues
will go down, aud tho Israelites will go up.
We aro on tho winning >i 1 . I think just
now the King's horses aro oelng hooked up
to the chariot, and when He does ride down
the sky there will bo such a hosanna
among His friends aud such a walling
among His enemies as will make tho earth
tremble and tho heaven sing. I seo now
the plume* of the Lotd's cavalrymen
tossing in the air. Tho archangel be¬
fore the throne has already burnished
his trumpet, and then he will put its gold¬
en lips to his own, and be will blow tho
long, loud blast that will mako all tho na¬

tions free. Clap your hands, all yo peo¬
ple! Hark! I hear the fulling thrones and
the dashkigdown of demolished iniquities.
"Hallelufch, the Lord God omnipotent
reignethf' Halleluiah, the kingdoms of
this world are become tho kingdoms of our

Lord Jesus Christ!"

MUSICAL PITCH.

A Slatter That Is of Importance to

Singer*.
The question is once more being

raised In this country of the desira¬
bility of a uniform musical pitch, says
Chamber's Journal. Some years ago
the Philharmonic society, in London,
decided to lower the pitch of its or¬

chestra to that universal on the con¬

tinent; and, although there was some

confusion at first, the wisdom of that
movement is now acknowledged. The
great bar to the common adoption of
the lower pitch is that its acceptance
would render necessary the provision
of new instruments of the various mili¬
tary bands throughout the country,
and the alteration, at great expense,
of organs, both in concert halls and
in churches. Pianoforte manufacturers
have hitherto held a neutral position
in this matter of alteration of pitch,
but now, on the initiative of Messrs.
Broadwood & Sons, they arc nearly all

expressing their willingness to adopt
the lower pitch, provided that the
movement is a general one. The exact
pitch of a sound can be accurately
measured by its numbpr of vibrations

per second; thus, the old pitch would
mean for the note A a piano wire giv¬
ing 454 vibrations at a temperature of
68 degrees Fahrenheit, while the lower
pitch which it is proposed to adopt this
autumn would mean only 439 vibra¬
tions for the same note. The matter i3
.on^r.f-gpesL^.noj^e^
who have now to strain their voices
In order to reach a higher altitude
than that intended by the composer
whose works they interpret, for those

compositions were written when the

pitch was lower than now to be adopt¬
ed as the standard.

The Zulu, ii Fine Knee.

The Zulus are said to be the finest

specimens of the black race in the
world. They are mahogany-colored,
stalwart, intelligent and easily gov¬
erned.
