Where is thc profit in this kind of
stock? A thoroughbred cow could
make Stn. pounds of butler a year,
which will bring, at twenty routs. $00;
enif. ..2.*» lo t50. Note tbe difference.
Experienced dairymen declare that

it cost* no moro for the food consumed
by a cow that produces 900 pounds of
butler per year than for one producing
150 pounds. The two kind.s of cows

will eat about tbe same quantity of
food, but ono will convert more food
into milk and butter than the other.
This fact demonstrates the Importance
of the breed. The cost of butler from
the better COW in consequently one-half
less than that from tho oilier, and

gives a profit, while other cows iu the
'iori may entail loss.

To be continually going back and

forth from field to bouae and from
house to hold for tools and seeds, some

Thc Cont or Quality.
Quality is always an important fac¬

tor in disposing of farm products, but
In many cases its cost to the farmer is

practically nothing. In the matter of
butter making it costs absolutely no
moro lo make a high grade quality
thou inferior butter, Fa'pu the cost
of extra labor in keeping things dean
and sweet about tho dairy cannot be

counted, for it really does not take
move work to keep things clean limn
to lot them go dirty. It is mef-cly a

.ino. lion of method and system. If
oue adopts a system in handling every¬
thing about the dairy be will lind that
time and labor arc actually saved,
while the results are more than dou¬
bled. The slovenly man or woman

only adds to his or her labors. It is

eareJessneea that produces accidents
and misfortunes.
Qualily is worth a good deal in Hie

market. Whether it is butter, fruits
or vegetables or animals that ono is
soiling, tho determining factor is Hie

quality of Hie goods. The extra pay¬
ment received for good quality most

generally represents the difference be¬
tween profit and loss. Tho farmers
who find timi no branch of farming
pays aro usually those who pay little
regard lo tho quality of their goods.

In some lines of work on tlie farm

quality does cost, li may in some

cases cost moro to raise fine fruits
than poor ones. To begin with, fine
seeds or trees usually sell for a trifle
more than ordinary ones. This initial
. esl ir- further added to by tho extra

labor of cultivation, spraying, pack¬
ing and jnHi-kc!ing. lt is hardly true

to say tittil ii costs as much to raise
inferior fruits, which will take caro of

themselves, as it door to produce fancy
grades. There is always extra culti¬
vation, which must bo paid for in la¬
bor or money, and extra caro in pro¬
tecting tho fruits from insects and
bligh;
