With twenty guidebooks to tell you how
to get to New i’nrk or Pittshurg or Lon-
don or Glosgow or Manchester do you
want a night vision to tell you how to
make the journey? We have in this
Scripture full direction in regard to the
journey of this life and how to get to the
celestial city, and with this grand guide-
hook, this magnificent directory, we
ought to he salisf 1 have more faith
in a decision to which I come when 1 am
wide awake than when I am sound aslecp,
1 have noticed that those who give n great
deal of their time to studying dreams get
their brains addled. They are very anx-
ious to rvemember what they dreamed
ahout the first night they slept in a new
house. 1If in their dream they falke the
hand of a corpse they are going to die.

1f there should come abeut a erisis in
your life upon which the Bible does not
zeem to be sufficiently speeific go to (lod
in prayer, and yon will geb especial dirvec-
tion. have more faith ninety-nine
times out of a hundred in directions given
vou with the Bible in your lap and yvour
thoughts uplifted in prayer to God than in
all the information you will get uncon-
geious on your pillow.

T can very epsily understand why the
Babylonians and the Egyptians, with no
Bihle. shounld put somuchstress on dreams,
and the Chinese in their holy book, Chow
King. should think their emperor gets his
directions through dreams from (lod, and
that Homer should think that all dreams
came from Jove, and that in ancient times
dreams were classified into a science, but

Why
should we harry ourselves with dreams?

Remark the Seeond—All dreams have an
important meaning.

SAN IT BE UTILIZED AS A SOURCE
OF POWER?

Professor Mendenhall Thinks So=Increas-
~ ing Temperature With Depth—Modern
Sclentlsts Don't Think the World’s

Centre I8 & Molten Mass.

By all odds the greatest amount of
mechanical power generated to-day
for Industrial purposes comes from
burning coal. And inasmuch as the
anmined supply of that material has
Its limitations and s likely to be
nsed up inside of a couple of centuries,
if not sooner, engineers and philoso-
phers have begun to cast about for
other resources. The substitutes for
coul which are generally suggested
are falling water, the wind, sunshine
and the waves and tides, But Iro-
fessor T. O. Mendenhall, In Cassier's
Magazine, makes n somewhat novel
nddition to the list. Referring to the
interlor heat of the earth, he says {hat
it “is worthy of most serlous consider-
ation as a possible and reasonable
source of power. Its importance will
be greatly enhanced when we are able
to transform heat directly into elec-
tricity on a large scale and with econ-
omy, avoiding the great waste which
necessarily accompanies the use of the
steam engine; and {his must soon come
about.” ;

The earth is a globe nearly 8000
miles In diameter, and except for a
thin shell, 18 probably hotter than any
furnace yet devised by human skill
Dstimates differ as to the thickness
of thig erust. Temperature increases
with descent, In mines and oll wells,
at an average rate of one degree Fah-
renheit for every fifty or sixty feet.
Assuming that the mean for the
earth’s surface is something like filty
degrees above zero, the bolling point of
water (212 degrees) would be reached
at a depth of nbout 8000 feet. And it
is belleved that between thirty and
fifty miles down the heat is suflicient
to melt the hardest known substances
—clay, lime, carbon and the like. It
would probably not be wide of the
mark to say that at this distance tem-
peracures of 6000 and 6000 degrees ex-
Ist.

The old notion was that the Interior
of the earth was molten, and the phe-
nomena of voleanoes tended to
gtrengthen that belief. Modern writ-
ers, however, incline to the theory of
“potential plastieity.” That is to say,
they think that the heat there is ade-
quate to melt the most refractory
materlals, but that melting does not
netuglly take place owing to the pres-
sure of superincumbent weight.

A moment's reflection will satisfy
one that if this source of energy should
ever hecome available, it would vastly
transcend in value wind power, water
power, sun power and tide power.
ven the coal deposits of the earth,
consumed and unconsumed, would be
inconsiderable in ecomparison. Were
the internal heat drawn off by arti-
ficial means—the conversion into other
forms of energy for man's use—the
cooling of the globe, which is already
going on, would be accelerated, and the
earth would be reduced to the cold,
dead condition of the moon a little
sooner than otherwise. Thus the very
existence of the human race might
possibly be abbreviated a few thou-
gand years by climatic changes. Still,
if the great heat reservolr here under
conglderation were once tapped in a
satisfactory manner, it would be a
practically inexhaustible bank account
to draw upon. ;. .

Professor Mendenhall outlines no
plan for utilizing the earth’s heat be-
yond a suggestion that it might be
converted direetly into electricity
without the intermediate use of steam.
There is much to commend this idea.
If it 1s necessary to go down 8000 feet
in order to make water boil, it would
be necessary to go down 2000 more
to generate steam at a useful pressure,
say 150 to 200 pounds to the inch.,
To be sure, were some more volatile
substance than water employed to pro-
duce the motive vapor, a lower tem-
perature would suffice. This in the
principle of a new motor in Germany
which just now threatens to work a
revolution in power genmeration. It
takes the exhaust of a condensing
steam  engine, at a temperature of
about 150 degrees, vaporizes therewith
some sulphur dioxide, and thus gets
more than a third as much power as
the principal engine develops. This
heat would otherwise be wasfed, A
sulphur dioxide engine might be run
successfully, so far as temperature
conditions alome are concerned, at a
depth of a mile, which has more than
once been attained by oil wells.

The principle of the thermo-electric
couple is very simple. When a change
of temperature occurs at the junetion
of two slips of dissimilar metals an
plectriec current Is excited in them,
Many inventors have tried to turn
that phenomenon into account. Cla-
mond built up a hollow cylinder out of
alternate layers of tin and an alloy
containing antimony, and heated the
interfor with a gas flame around a
perforated earthenware tube. Harry
Barrington Cox, of Harlford, a few
years ago constructed n somewhat
gimilar battery, which could be run
with a gas jet and be left alone for a
month at a time. The Postal Tele-
graph tested it and found that it would
work a telegraph wire. For some rea-
gson these and other thermo-electric
batteries have thus far failed to gen-
trate currents cheaply, but many per-
pons besides Professor Mendenhall ex-
pect to see the secret discovered some
flay. Comparatively little more inven-
tion would be required to adapt it to
the patticular service which he sug-

gests,

Fighting the Fover,

Dispatches from DBeriin, Germany,
state that unique precautions are
about to be inaugurated by the Prus-
sinn State Railway authorities to pre-
vent the spread of typhoid fever.
Practleally every station will be
turned into a quarantine, and every
station master made a health officer.
In addition to orders to maintain
scrupulous cleanliness throughout the
depot premises, the siation masters
are instructed to furnish the physician,
who will henceforth accompany every
through train, a detailed report of any
typhoid cases in their towns, or any
symptoms of possible cases. If fever
conditions are found to exist the sla-
tion master must furnish freshly boiled
water for the use of passengers and
the train crews. Ile must also main-
tain tanks of sterilized water conspic-
uously marked for the use of the
traveling public. 'The regular station-
ary drinking fountains musi be sealed
up until the town has been declared
free from fever. The medical author-
Ities who have framed these new reg-
ulations assert that rallway travelers
and railway coaches are among the
most prolific disseminators of con-
taglon.
